Editorial

This number of Acta medica Lituanica is unique, signifying a new period of the journal - now Acta
medica Lituanica is included in the list of PubMed Central (PMC) journals - an archive of biomedical
and life sciences journal literature at the US National Institutes of Health’s National Library of Medicine
(NIH/NLM) - resulting in an increased possibility of authors of the journal to be more known and
more cited.

Acta medica Lituanica, published by the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences in collaboration with
the Medical Faculty of Vilnius University and the National Cancer Institute, started in 1994. Since that
time, in 48 issues of the journal more than 400 articles of Lithuanian and foreign scientists have been
published in English (mostly) and Lithuanian languages. The journal publishes research, experimental
and clinical studies, short communications and clinical cases, literature reviews, chronicles and other
relevant material. A few numbers of the journal came out in cooperation with the Lithuanian and Baltic
psychiatrists, intensive care and anesthesiology and other scientific societies that published materials
of their conferences or congresses, data of scientific reports. The journal publishes articles on anthro-
pology, biochemistry, genetics, immunology, oncology, pediatrics, physiology and many other topics.

Since 2002 the journal is indexed in Index Copernicus, Index Academicus, EBSCO and some other
international databases.

In this 20-year period, the editors-in-chief were the famous Lithuanian scientists: professors Alfon-
sas Matulis, Rheumatologist; Algimantas Marcinkevi¢ius, Cardiac Surgeon; and Zita Ausrelé Kucins-
kiené, Biochemist Physiologist.

The Editorial Board and the Editorial Council consist of 33 members, 16 from them are promi-
nent foreign scientists, some of whom are respectable foreign members of the Lithuanian Academy of
Sciences - Prof. Andrew Bush, Royal Brompton Hospital, London, UK; Prof. Peter Malfertheiner, Depart-
ment of Gastroenterology, Hepatology and Infectious Diseases, Otto-v.-Guericke-University, Magdeburg,
Germany.

Papers submitted to this journal are reviewed by peers and screened using the Cross Check system in
order to ensure their originality and avoid plagiarism.
