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Tarpdisciplinine mintj, kity Saliy mokslinius tyrimus pristatantis 47-asis Col-
loquia numeris skirtas raytojy jamzinimo praktikoms aptarti. Siai temai skirta
pusé numerio straipsniy. Placias chronologijos ribas aprépiantys rasytojy jamzi-
nimo praktiky tyrimai skleidziasi jvairiomis interpretacinémis zitiromis ir pras-
mémis. Nida Gaidauskiené aptaria Kristijono DonelaiCio kurybinio palikimo
recepcija pries Pirmajj pasaulinj karg ir jo metu, akcentuodama 200-yjy gimimo
metiniy svarba rasytojo jamzinimo praktikoms: idéjai pastatyti paminklg ant
Rambyno kalno, siekiui jtraukti Donelai¢io biografija ir Metus j literatiiros isto-
rijas, o paskui ir j mokykly programas bei vadovélius. Gaidauskiené ryskina Ma-
zosios Lietuvos inteligenty iniciatyvas, kurios turéjo jtakos ir Donelaicio jubilie-
jaus paminéjimui Didziojoje Lietuvoje. Gausia ir jdomia istoriografine medziaga
paremtas, literatiiros istorijos ir kalbinius asmenvardziy vartojimo klausimus
apimantis, tarpdalykinis Zavintos Sidabraités straipsnis nuosekliai pristato Ryty
Prasijos kultiirininko Kristijono Gotlybo Milkaus pavardés varianty kaita. Kone
Simtmetj trunkancia Juozo Tumo-Vaizganto biografijos ir kiirybos reprezenta-
cija mokykliniuose vadovéliuose straipsnyje ,,Vaizgantas Lietuvos mokykloje®
aptaria Gitana Vanagaité, ryskindama mokyklos svarba jtvirtinant kanoninius
autorius ir akcentuodama ideologinj Vaizganto asmens ir kiirybos vertinima,
daznai nusvérusj estetinj jo kariniy matmenj.

Antrasis jvairios tematikos straipsniy korpusas apima sovietmecio ir nepri-
klausomos Lietuvos literatros tyrimus. Giedré Smitiené ir Jurga Jonutyté, pa-
sitelkusios ktino ir skausmo fenomenologijos prieiga, analizuoja sergancio kiino
patirtis Jono Maciukevic¢iaus autobiografinéje apysakoje LaikrodZiai nesustoja.
Straipsnio autorés ryskina negalios patirties iSgyvenima, fizinio ir egzistenci-
nio skausmo sutapimga, sergancio zmogaus savivokos kaita, aptaria apysakos re-
cepcija sovietmecCiu. Atgimimo laiky poetinj diskursa, tiksliau, vieSose erdvése
skambéjusia poezija, anot Tomo Venclovos, atstojusia istorija, politika ir religija,
aptaria Akvilé Réklaityté. Autorés teigimu, nors Sajudzio metais parasyta poe-
zija nesuklré naujy tévyneés ir istorijos vaizdiniy, taciau ir senaisiais vaizdiniais
iSreiksti iSgyvenimai juos aktualizavo, atverdami kultarinius ir politinius poslin-

kius. Kristina Tutlyté, pasitelkusi kognityvinés poetikos galimybes, analizuoja
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Ramino Klimo apysaka Ginté ir jos Zmogus kaip intektualiosios prozos tipa,
drauge bandydama isskirti ir aprasyti konstitutyvinius tokios prozos elementus.

Sio numerio publikacijy skiltyje spausdinama informatyvi latviy literata-
rologés Evos Eglajos-Kristsonés apzvalga apie skaitmeninj Literatura.lv Saltinj,
suteikianti naudingos informacijos apie projekto istakas, Saltinio karima, dabar-
tine bukle ir ateities perspektyvas, pateikiami ir keli galimy paiesky pavyzdziai.
Diskusijy skiltyje publikuojamas pokalbis apie doktorantiiros situacija Lietu-
voje, kuriame dalyvauja Karolina Bagdoné, Jovita Zékaité, Eleonora Dagiené,
Saulius Vasiliauskas, Dalia Satkauskyté, Axelis Holvoetas ir Gitana Vanagaité.
Pokalbyje ryskinamos mokslinés ir socialinés integracijos problemos, kurias pa-
tira doktorantai ir jy vadovai, palie¢iama moksliniy tyrimy temy formulavimo ir
svarbos Lietuvos mokslui problema, doktorantiiros studijas baigusiy doktoranty
ateities perspektyvos.

Sio numerio recenzijy skiltyje taip pat skiriamas démesys Latvijos literati-
ros mokslo tyrimams. Vigmantas Butkus aptaria Liepojos universiteto profeso-
rés Zandos Gutmanés monografija Totalitarisma traumu izpausmes Baltijas proza
(Totalitarizmo traumy iSraiskos Baltijos prozoje), kurioje trijy Baltijos Saliy lite-
rattira yra reflektuojama ir vertinama per istorinés, socialinés, politinés, ekono-
minés realybés poveikio zmogui prizme. Toje padioje recenzijoje apzvelgdamas
ir lietuviy literaturologés Lauros Laurusaités monografija Literatura, mobilumas,
imago: Lietuviy ir latviy XXI a. (e)migracijos patirtys, Butkus pabrézia abiems
mokslo darbams svarbia antropologine metazitura ir tikina, kad atlikti tyrimai
nusipelno ir tarptautinei auditorijai prieinamo vertimo j angly kalba. Elena Ba-
liutyté aptaria Akvilés Réklaitytés monografija Meistraujantis Zzmogus. Marceli-
jaus Martinaicio poetiné antropologija ir jos tyrimo naujuma lémusia literatiiros
antropologijos teoring-metodologineg prieiga, o Dainius Vaitiekuinas zvalgo Kes-
tucio Nastopkos knyga Jsiklausymai, kurioje atidaus skaitymo déka veriasi nauji

ir netikéti prasminiai horizontai.
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The 47th issue of interdisciplinary journal Colloquia is dedicated to the discussion
of practices of writers’ commemoration. Half of the articles in the issue are devo-
ted to this topic. The research on the practices of commemoration, which covers
a wide chronology, offers a variety of interpretative perspectives. Nida Gaidaus-
kiené examines the reception of Kristijonas Donelaitis’s creative legacy before and
during World War 1. She highlights the significance of his 200th birth anniversary
for commemorative practices: the idea of erecting a monument on the Rambynas
hill, and the aspiration to include author’s biography and his poem Metai (The
Seasons) into literary histories, and later into school curricula and textbooks. Gai-
dauskiené emphasizes the initiatives of intellectuals in Lithuania Minor that had a
direct influence on the commemoration of Donelaitis’s anniversary in Lithuania.

The interdisciplinary article by Zavinta Sidabraité, based on rich and interes-
ting historiographical material, covers literary history and linguistic issues of the use
of personal names. It shows the change of variants of the surname of Kristijonas Go-
tlybas Milkus (Christian Gottlieb Mielcke), the cultural activist from East Prussia.

Gitana Vanagaité discusses the almost century-long representation of Juozas
Tumas-Vaizgantas’s life and works in school textbooks in the article “Vaizgantas
in Lithuanian Schools,” drawing special attention to the importance of schools
in establishing canonical authors and emphasizing the ideological reception of
Vaizgantas’s personality and oeuvre, which has often outweighed the aesthetic
dimension of his prose.

The second group of articles on a variety of themes covers research on literature
of the Soviet era and independent Lithuania. Giedré Smitiené and Jurga Jonuty-
té, using the phenomenology of the body and pain, reveals the experiences of the
disabled body in Jonas Maciukevicius’s autobiographical short story, “Laikrodziai
nesustoja” (Clocks Don’t Stop Running). The authors highlight the experience of
disability, the overlap of physical and existential pain and the changes in the sick per-
son’s self-perception. They also examine the reception of the story in the Soviet era.

Akvilé Réklaityté draws attention to the poetic discourse of Atgimimas,
more precisely, the poetry that was heard in public spaces, which, according to
Tomas Venclova, at that particular time in history played a role of history, poli-

tics and religion. The author of the article states that although the poetry created
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during the Sgjudis years did not produce new images of the homeland and his-
tory, the old images used to convey people’s experiences made them relevant,
revealing cultural and political shifts.

Kristina Tutlyté, using the possibilities of cognitive poetics, analyses Ra-
minas Klimas’s short story, “Ginté ir jos zmogus” (Ginté and Her Man) as a
type of intellectual prose, attempting to distinguish and describe the constitutive
elements of such prose.

In the section “Publications,” we offer an overview of the digital resource Li-
teratura.lv by Latvian literary scholar Eva Eglaja-Kristsone, which provides useful
information about the origins of the digital project, the development of the resour-
ce, its status and future perspectives, as well as some examples of possible search.

In the section dedicated to discussions, a conversation on the situation of
Ph. D. studies in Lithuania is published, with Karolina Bagdoné, Jovita Zékaite,
Eleonora Dagiené, Saulius Vasiliauskas, Dalia Satkauskyté, Axel Holvoet and
Gitana Vanagaité. The conversation focuses on the problems of academic and
social integration as seen and experienced by Ph. D. students and their supervi-
sors, the issue of the relevance of research topics for Lithuanian science, and the
future prospects of Ph. D. students.

The review section also focuses on research in Latvian literary studies. Vig-
mantas Butkus discusses the monograph, Totalitarisma traumu izpausmes Baltijas
proza (Expressions of the Trauma of Totalitarianism in Baltic Prose) by Zanda
Gutmane, professor at the University of Liepaja, in which the literature of the
three Baltic countries is interpreted through the prism of the impact of historical,
social, political, and economic reality on the human being. Butkus also exami-
nes the monograph, Literatira, mobilumas, imago: Lietuviy ir latviy XXI a. (e)mi-
gracijos patirtys (Literature, Mobility, Imago: Lithuanian and Latvian Migration
Experiences in the 21st Century) by the Lithuanian literary scholar Laura Lau-
rusaité and argues that the anthropological meta-approach is important for both
studies. He concludes that both studies deserve English translations thus, making
them available to an international audience. Elena Baliutyté reviews Akvilé Rék-
laityté’s monograph Meistraujantis zmogus. Marcelijaus Martinaicio poetiné ant-
ropologija (A Craftsperson. The Poetic Anthropology of Marcelijus Martinaitis).
Dainius Vaitiekiuinas discusses Kestutis Nastopka’s [siklausymai (Lending an Ear).

His attentive reading of the book opens up new and unexpected horizons.
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
