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49-ame Colloquia numeryje spausdinami moksliniai straipsniai sitilo platy naujy
ir netikéty temy, metodologiniy prieigy, analitinés minties ir chronologiniy riby
spektra, parodydami, kaip literatura tampa galimybe tarpdiscipliniskai mastyti
apie kultara. Zurnalas pradedamas latviy mokslininkés Ivetos Leitanés straipsniu,
skirtu litvako rasytojo Moisés Kulbako ankstyvojo periodo kiriniy gastronomi-
niam paveldui aptarti. Kulbakas, rases jidis kalba, yra vienas garsiausiy moderniy
Lietuvos zydy literataros atstovy, o jo karyboje veriasi platus litvaky kultiiros,
paprociy ir folkloro klodas. Todél jdomu, kaip $ig litvaky kultaros tradicija mato
kitos 8alies, Siuo atveju, — Latvijos atstové. Leitané gana iSsamiai aptaria Kulbako
ankstyvojoje kiiryboje besiveriancia litvaky gastropoetine tradicijg, ja aiskina
platesniame litvaky tradicijy ir paprociy kontekste. Maistas, gérimai, Sventés ma-
tomi kaip reikSminga socialine funkcija atliekantys procesai, daznai susijg¢ su vi-
dine personazy tikrove. Tarpukario Lietuvos chronologinése ribose lieka jdomus
ir netikétas Giedrés Ivanovos tyrimas, skirtas muzikos temai Igno Seiniaus
kuryboje. Ivanovos atliktas tyrimas atskleidzia iki Siol lietuviy literatiros moks-
le nuosekliau netirta muzikos — kaip temos ir struktiiros — inovatyvia reikSme
ir Seiniaus kiriniy pavir§iniams, ir giliesiems prasmés santykiams. Reik§minga
Seiniaus novelés »Mariy daina“ analizé — literatiiriné-muzikiné Mikalojaus Kon-
stantino Ciurlionio paveiksly ciklo ,,Sonata V* (,,Jiiros sonata®) ekfraze.

Du zurnale spausdinami moksliniai straipsniai susije su Vytauto Macernio
jubiliejumi: Rita Tutlyté pristato kaip literata beveik nezinoma Macernio
bendraamzj Benedikta Labéna, matydama jj kaip gaby kiiréja, kurio talentui
neleido iSsiskleisti istorinés aplinkybés: pasirinkes kareivio ir partizano kelia, jis
taip ir nespéjo iSsivaduoti is literattiriniy jtaky ir rasti savajj poetinj balsa. Tutlyté
kelia ir Labéno partizanavimo metais kurtos poezijos autorystés klausima, kol
kas negalédama j jj atsakyti. Nauja ir netikéta tyrima sitilo Gintarés Bernotienés
straipsnis, skirtas Macerniui dedikuoty epitafijy, dedikacijy ir paskyrimy,
sukurty Lietuvoje sovietmeciu ir véliau, analizei. Bernotiené, pabrézdama gana
vélyva sovietinéje Lietuvoje jvykusj Macernio asmens ir poezijos aktualizavima,
analizuodama paskyrimus parodo, kaip jie plétojo ir palaiké Macernio-legendos

idéja, kaip ji skleidési tarp adoravimo ir ironisko poziurio j sureikSminima.
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Izabelé Skikaité aptaria lenky autorés Olgos Tokarczuk romano Béginai
struktiirg, parodydama, kaip romano fragmentiSkumas susijes su Lévi-Strausso
mito samprata, leidziancia apibendrinti, jog skirtingi romano pasakojimai funk-
cionuoja kaip $iuolaikinis mitas, kurio struktiiroje uzkoduotos zmogaus santykio
su kitais ir savimi problemos. Karolinos Bagdonés lyginamasis tyrimas apima
Jono Aiscio ir Sigito Gedos poezijoje besiskleidziancias kultiirinés tapatybés
sampratas. Bagdoné, analizuodama Aiscio ir Gedos skirtingose politinése sant-
varkose kurta poezija, analizuodama jos intertekstus, prieina prie isvados,
kad abiems poetams buvo artima dviguba (europietiska ir lietuviska) poetiné
tapatybé.

Ypac svarbu, kad Siame Colloquia numeryje grjzta Nuomoniy domino rubri-
ka, kurioje Marijus Sidlauskas siiilo kartu pamastyti apie sudétingus ir daugialy-
pius karo Ukrainoje iSprovokuotus galios, mokslo ir meno santykius.

Sauliaus Vasiliausko parengtas pokalbis su rasytoju Raimondu Kasausku pa-
traukia gausia faktografine sovietmecio epochos medziaga.

Recenzijy skiltyje naujausius leidinius apzvelgia Juraté Sprindyté ir Petras
Brazénas. Sprindyté aptaria Valdemaro Klumbio monografija Stovéje po medziu?
Lietuviy inteligentijos elgesio strategijos sovietmeciu. Recenzijos autoré iSsamiai ap-
taria Klumbio atlikta tyrima apie inteligentijos laikysenas ir jos vaidmenj soviet-
meciu, rySkindama gausius ir sistemingai apdorotus Saltinius, autoriaus mas-
tymo brandg ir nesaliskuma. O Brazénas aptaria solidzia rinktine Profesorius
Juozas Girdzijauskas: atsiminimai, laiskai, i§ archyvy, akcentuodamas parengéjo

Eugenijaus Zmuidos pastangas susisteminti gausia medZiaga.
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The articles featured in the 49th issue of Colloquia offer a wide range of new
and thought-provoking topics, methodological approaches, as well as analyti-
cal thought and chronological boundaries, revealing how literature becomes an
opportunity for interdisciplinary thinking about culture. The new issue of the
journal begins with an article by the Latvian scholar, Iveta Leitane, on the gas-
tronomic heritage in the works of the Litvak writer, Moyshe Kulbak. Kulbak,
who wrote in Yiddish, is one of the most renowned representatives of modern
Lithuanian Jewish literature, whose work displays expansive layers of Litvak cul-
ture, customs and folklore. Therefore, it is interesting to see how Litvak culture
is perceived by a representative of another country, in this case, Latvia. Leitane
discusses the Litvak gastropoetic tradition in Kulbak’s early work in detail, and
explains it in the wider context of Litvak traditions and customs. Food, drink
and festivals are seen as processes that carry a significant social function. Leitane
links them to the inner reality of Kulbak’s characters.

Giedré Ivanova’s engaging study on the theme of music in the works of
Ignas Seinius stays within the chronological boundaries of interwar Lithuania.
Ivanova’s research has revealed the innovative significance of music, as a theme
and a structure, for relations of meaning, those on the surface and deeper,
in Seinius’ works. This theme has not been explored more consistently in
Lithuanian literary studies yet. An analysis of Seinius’ novella “The Song of the
Lagoon” reveals that it can be seen as the literary-musical ekphrasis of Mikalojus
Konstantinas Ciurlionis’s cycle of paintings, Sonata V [The Sea].

Two articles are related to the anniversary of poet Vytautas Macernis.
Rita Ttlyté presents Benediktas Labénas, an almost unknown contemporary
of Macernis, seeing him as a talented artist whose creative development was
prevented by historical circumstances. Having chosen the path of a soldier and
a guerrilla fighter, he was unable to free himself from literary influences and
find his own poetic voice. Tutlyté also raises the question of the authorship of
Labénas’s poetry created during the years of guerrilla war, to which she does not
provide the answer yet. Gintaré Bernotiené’s article on the analysis of epitaphs

and dedications to Macernis, created in Soviet Lithuania and afterwards, also
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offers a new and unexpected take on the poet. Bernotiené, while emphasizing
the rather late actualization of Macernis’s figure and poetry in Soviet Lithuania,
shows how the dedications developed and supported the idea of Macernis’s legend
and how it unfolded from adoration and an ironic approach to exaggeration.

Izabelé Skikaité discusses the structure of the Polish author Olga Tokarczuk’s
novel Flights and shows how the work’s fragmented nature is related to Lévi-
Strauss’s notion of myth. This discovery leads to the argument that the novel’s
different narratives function as a contemporary myth, which structure encodes
the issues of man’s relationship with others and themselves.

Karolina Bagdoné’s comparative study covers the conceptions of cultural
identity that are revealed in the poetry of Jonas Aistis and Sigitas Geda. Analyzing
the poetry created by Aistis and Geda in different political systems, Bagdoné
concludes that even though poetry is an aesthetic phenomenon inseparable from
politics, both poets shared a dual—European and Lithuanian—poetic identity.

This issue of Colloquia welcomes the return of the section “Domino of
Opinions,” in which Marijus Sidlauskas proposes to reflect on the complex and
multifaceted relations between power, science and art provoked by the war in
Ukraine.

Saulius Vasiliauskas’s interview with the writer Raimondas Kasauskas draws
reader’s interest for its rich factual material from the Soviet era.

In the review section, Juraté Sprindyté and Petras Brazénas review the
most recent academic publications. Sprindyté discusses Valdemaras Klumbys’
monograph Stood Under a Tree? Behavioural Strategies of the Lithuanian
Intelligentsia in the Soviet Era. The author of the review examines in detail Klumbys’
research on the attitudes of the intelligentsia and its role in the Soviet era,
highlighting the rich and systematically organized sources, the sophistication of
the author’s thinking and his impartiality. Brazénas reviews the solid collection
Profesorius Juozas Girdzijauskas: atsiminimai, laiSkai, is archyvy [Professor Juozas
Girdzijauskas: Memoirs, Letters and from the Archives]|, stressing the efforts of

Eugenijus Zmuida in structuring the rich material.
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
