Laiskas, rasytas kaip atsakymas j
jaunesniojo brolio keltus klausimus apie tapatybe ir savivoka, turi daug XIX a.
pabaigai budingy mastymo ir jausenos aspekty. Vienas tokiy — tuo metu po-
puliari lenky rasytojo ir dramaturgo Stanistawo Przybyszewskio savoka ,,nuoga
siela®, kuri Okulicz-Kozaryna paskatino pasvarstyti apie XIX a. pabaigos arba
fin-de-siecle laikotarpio dekadentizmo kultiirinj konteksta, savokos vartosenos
tradicija ir Ciurlionio kultarinio mastymo saitus su ja. Ausra Martiiaté-Linar-
tiené, pasiremdama Ciurlionio kiryboje daZnu jiiros vaizdiniu, atliko lyginamajj
tyrima, kuriame Ciurlionio od%io kiryba, laitkai, muzikos, dailés kariniai yra
lyginami su Vydiino dramose, tekstuose apie Ciurlionio kiirybg taip pat daznu
jaros vaizdiniu. Straipsnyje sukonkretinamos kompozitoriaus ir dailininko Ciur-
lionio bei dramaturgo, filosofo Vydiino kiirybos sasajos, amzininky ir vélesniy
tyrinétojy aptartos tik paciais bendriausiais bruozais.

Ausra Kundrotaité svarsto pomirtinio poetés Juditos
Vai¢itinaités memuarinés prozos rinkinio Mabre viesbutis autobiografiSkumo pro-
blema. Po autorés mirties isleistame rinkinyje spausdinami anksciau publikuoti
jos tekstai, iliustruoti leidéjy parinktomis fotografijomis ir pieSiniais, eilérasciy
ir juodrastiniy pastaby faksimilémis, taip sukuriant naujas prasmines struktiras,
keliancias autorystés klausima, kuris ir yra svarstomas Kundrotaités straipsnyje.

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The new issue of the journal Colloquia (No. 46) is interdisciplinary. Half of
its academic articles are devoted to the cultural and professional activities and
worldview of Mikalojus Konstantinas Ciurlionis, whose 145th anniversary we have
been celebrating this year. Nida Gaidauskiené, covering a broad cultural context
of Vilnius at the beginning of the 20th century, discusses Ciurlionis’s professional
activities in music and art and presents new historiographical facts about them.
She links artist’s professional self-realization with the activities of the Lithuanian
societies established at that time, which gave him the opportunity to exhibit his
new works. Gaidauskiené draws attention to how little attention Ciurlionis’s works
received at that time, as well as to the small number of cultural workers and the
low and late royalties. As a result, the warmer ties that Ciurlionis established with
other artists could not compensate for the material needs, which grew deeper by
the low demand for paintings and the unpaid royalties. That is why in November
of 1909 Ciurlionis left for St. Petersburg, Russia.

The starting point of the article by the Polish scholar Radostaw Okulicz-
Kozaryn was M.K. Ciurlionis’s letter written in 1902 to his younger brother
Povilas. The letter, written in response to questions raised by the brother, nine
years younger than the artist, about identity and self-awareness, contains many
aspects characteristic of the late 19th-century milieu. One of them was the then
popular Polish writer and playwright Stanistaw Przybyszewski’s concept of the
“naked soul,” which led Okulicz-Kozaryn to consider the cultural context of the
decadence of the 19th century, or fin de siécle, the tradition of the use of the
concept and the links of Ciurlionis’s cultural thought with it.

Ausra Martisiuté-Linartiené, using the image of the sea often found in
Ciurlionis’s and Vydiinas’s works, compared the former’s literary works, letters,
music and paintings with the dramas and texts about Ciurlionis's works of the latter.
The article analyzes the connections between the works of the composer and artist
Ciurlionis and the playwright and philosopher Vydiinas, noticed and described by
their contemporaries and later, by the researchers in a very general way.

The other three articles examine various topics and issues. For Dalia Jakaité the
concept of Christian prayer became an unexpected inspiration to take a fresh look

at the dialogue between the poetic worlds of Liiné Sutema and Henrikas Nagys.
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Among the many semantic aspects of prayer poetry, the variations of “thy will be
done”in Litiné Sutema’s works stand out. This form of prayer functions as one of the
most persuasive ways of dialogue with the poetry of Henrikas Nagys, based on the
main Christian categories: humble reconciliation, guilt, and repentance.

Biruté Aviziniené analyzes the position of Lithuanian literature in the State
Radio Broadcast “Valstybés radiofonas” in 1926—1940: the selection of works,
the most popular writers aired on the radio and the participation of the writers
themselves in the radio programs. She concludes that the literary radio program
had mainly affected the areas of literature dissemination and its perception.

Ausra Kundrotaité examines the problem of autobiography in the posthumous
collection of memoirs, Mabre viesbutis [Mabre Residence Hotel] by Judita Vai¢itnaité.
The poet’s collection includes previously published texts illustrated with photographs
and drawings selected by the publishers, facsimiles of poems and drafts, creating new
semantic structures that raise the issue of authorship, discussed in Kundrotaité’s article.

The interview with Prof. Zanda Gutmane of the University of Liepaja
(Latvia) touches on several significant aspects. It discusses the situation of
literature in the three Baltic States, methodological issues of literary science
and comparative literature research. Artis Ostups interviewed Professor on
publication of her monograph, The Manifestation of Trauma of Totalitarianism
in Baltic Prose (Totalitarisma traumu izpausmes Baltijas proza). The interview
appeared on the Latvian online magazine for literature and philosophy, Punc-
tummagazine.lv. Laura Laurusaité translated it into Lithuanian.

As usual, Colloquia presents, analyzes and evaluates new books of fellow
scholars. Ramuné Bleizgiené writes about Viktorija Daujotyté’s monograph,
Zemaité: Gyvenimo gramatika (Zemaité: The Grammar of Life); Erika Grigoravi-
¢iené examines Natalija Arlauskaité’s book, NuozZmi taika (Fierce Peace); and Aisté
Kucinskiené reviews a very important book for the Lithuanian literature—Biruté
Ciplijauskaité’s collection of works, Tarp lituanistikos ir ispanistikos: moterys XIX—
XX amziy Europos literatirose (Between Lithuanian and Spanish Studies: Women
in 19th—20th Century European Literature). The collection was composed and
translated from Spanish by Akvilé Siméniené. It contains excerpts from three of
Ciplijauskaité’s studies representing feminist critique: Dissatisfed Woman: Infilelity
in a Realistic Novel (1984), Contemporary Women’s Novel (1970-1985): Towards a
Typology of a First-Person Narrative (1988), and Constructing Female First-Person
Narration in Literature (2004). Siméniené’s comprehensive article introduces the

Lithuanian reader to Ciplijauskaité’s personality and research.
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
