Pratarme

2019-aisiais buvo minimos 100-osios Alfonso Nykos-Nilitino ir Broniaus Kri-
vicko gimimo metinés. Draugai ir bendraamziai, Vytauto Didziojo ir Vilniaus
universitety studentai, Satrijie¢iai, lemtingyjy 1944 mety vasara jie pasuko skir-
tingais keliais — vienas sédo j traukinj ir atsidiré Berlyne, paskui Tiubingene,
Freiburge ir Amerikoje; kitas patrauké j gimtuosius Birzus, kur kelis ménesius
pabandes mokytojauti gimnazijoje, 1945 mety vasarj, slépdamasis nuo gresian-
¢io suémimo, pasitrauké pas partizanus, kur jau anks¢iau buvo atsidare kiti du
jo broliai. Ta 1944-yjy vasara nulémé ne tik tolimesnj Alfonso Nykos-Nilitno ir
Broniaus Krivicko gyvenima, bet veikiausiai turéjo jtakos ir jy poezijos prasmi-
niams ir vertybiniams akiraCiams.

43-asis Colloquia numeris skiriamas Alfonsui Nykai-Nilitinui, jis prade-
damas Giedrés Smitienés straipsniu, kuriame ji, pasitelkusi gyvenimo taktikos
teorine prieiga, dar karta zvelgia | pagrindinj autobiografinj Nykos-Nilitino ei-
lérasciy motyva — i8éjimg ir grjzima namo, persipinantj su Vakary Europos
kultaros refleksija. Nenutrukstantis Nykos-Nilitino poezijoje plétojamy iséjimy
ir grizimy motyvy ritmas — tai galimybé vél ir vél perkurti santykj su namais,
kitais ir kultira. Taip taktikos apra$ymas Smitienés straipsnyje tampa galimy-
be aiskintis egzistencinius Nykos-Nilitino poezijos prasitarimus. Egzistenciniy
prasitarimy tema, pasitelkusi katarsio savoka, tesia Dalia Jakaité. | tyrima jtrau-
kusi ir Broniaus Krivicko poezija, j poetus suartinantj egzistencinj i$éjimo /
sugrizimo archetipg, suponuojantj katarsj ar tik jo iliuzija, Jakaité zvelgia per
evangeline stinaus palaidiino parabole. Pasak straipsnio autorés, kirybiskai sig
parabole imituojantis Nyka-Nilitnas eiléras¢iuose kuria grjzimo pas téva situ-
acija, nors kiinu ir dvasia iSgyvena Sio veiksmo nejmanomuma, dél to patiria-
ma kalté ir skausmas sudaro poetinés tragedijos Serdj. Krivicko eilérasc¢iuose
stinaus palaidiino situacijg primena dramatiskas subjekto iséjimas j dykumos
bruozy turinéia nezinomybés ir grésmés erdve, herojiska maisto laikysena, o
dieviskojo ,kito* atvertas biuities pazinimas iSryskina skausminga tiesos nusvi-
tima ir nuskaidréjima.

Siame Colloquia numeryje pristatoma Nykos-Nilifino poezijos analize papil-

do Dalios Kuizinienés zvilgsnis j poeto per dvidesimt mety raSytas literattrines
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recenzijas, ryskinant jy polemiskuma, vertinimo originaluma, jose besiverian-
ti tarpgeneracinj konflikta. Kokiu budu gilioji Zzemininky poezijos semantiné
struktara — i$éjimas i§ gimtyjy namy j pasaulj — atgimsta sovietmeciu, straips-
nyje apie zemininky kiirybos kodus Jono Juskaifio poezijoje svarsto Virginija
leksijy stiprumu ir savita raiska prilygsta poety zemininky kirybai.

Esmingai Colloquia straipsniy bloka papildo Brigitos Spei¢ytés tyrimas, lie-
tuviy literatiiros mokslui sitilantis nauja analizés instrumenta — agona, jo jvairias
apibréztis, agoninés laikysenos samprata, siejamus su i$ graiky civilizacijos pa-
veldéta kovos, varzymosi bei rungtyniy specifika. Spei¢yté agono savokos funk-
cionaluma atveria jsiziurédama j Vinco Mickevi¢iaus-Krévés kurinius, kuriuose
gausu ginco, kovos, varzymosi santykiy. Ryskius Krévés ktrybos agono aspek-
tus Speicyté mato kaip lietuviy tradicinei sakytinei kultairai budingo vitalisko
gaivalo ir modernybe nusakancio individo dramatizmo derme. Todél, Speicyteés
teigimu, galima sakyti, kad Krévés karyboje veriasi ,,pasaulis kaip agonas® — ne-
ramus, konfliktiskas ir gyvybingas.

Jurgio Kuncino romane Tula kuriamo Vilniaus vaizdinio analiziy lauka
papildo Gintarés Bidlauskienés tyrimas. Pasitelkusi geokritikos ir kity miesto
studijy jrankius, Bidlauskiené nagrinéja Kundéino sukurtg Vilniaus reprezen-
tacijos struktiirg ir romane besiveriancias juslines miesto patirtis, susijusias su
pagrindinio veikéjo zvilgsniu ir zingsniavimu.

Diskusijy skiltyje, atsiliepiant i Lietuvos nacionalinés Martyno Mazvydo
bibliotekos 100-metj, spausdinamas bibliotekininky ir mokslininky pokalbis
apie nacionaline bibliografija. Diskusijos dalyviai, neabejojantys, kad naciona-
liné bibliografija yra ,,valstybés brandos ir jos pozitrio j visg kultara, Zzmones,
kiiréjus, radytojus, rengéjus iSraiska® (Vilma Zaltauskaité), aptaria bibliografijos
parengimo sunkumus, finansavimo problemas, mini maza ja rengianciy zmoniy
skaiCiy, svarsto apie galimas naujas jos pateikimo visuomenei formas, akcentuo-
ja SvieCiamojo darbo svarba.

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Foreword

The year of 2019 marked the 100th anniversary of the birth of Alfonsas Ny-
ka-Nilitinas and Bronius Krivickas. Friends and contemporaries, students of
Vytautas Magnus and Vilnius Universities, and both the members of the Satrija
Society, in the fateful summer of 1944, they took different paths. One boarded
a train to Berlin, and then went to Tibingen and Freiburg, finally ending up in
the USA. The other left for his native Birzai, where he taught in the gymnasium
for several months, and in February 1945, escaping from the impending arrest,
joined with the partisan movement, which his two other brothers had already
been part of. That summer determined the life of both poets, and most probably
had an impact on their poetry.

Giedré Smitiené begins the 43rd issue of Colloquia dedicated to Alfonsas
Nyka-Nilitinas. Using the theoretical approach of life’s tactics, the scholar
reinvestigates the main autobiographical motives of Nyka-Nilitinas’s poems,
i.e. leaving and returning home, intertwined with Western European cultural
reflections. The continuous rhythm of the motives of leaving and returning
home becomes an opportunity for the poet to re-create a relationship with
home, others and culture. Thus, the investigation of tactics in Smitiené’s article
provides with an opportunity to delve into the existential aspect of Nyka-
Nilitinas’s verses.

Dalia Jakaité continues the topic of existential facets in Nyka-Nilitnas’s
poetry using the concept of catharsis. By including Bronius Krivickas’ poetry and
the existential archetype of leaving / returning that draws poets near each other
and presupposes catharsis, or merely an illusion of it, Jakaité closely examines
the biblical parable of the prodigal son. According to her, Nyka-Nilitinas, who
imitates the parable in his own creative way, creates a situation of the returning
to father, even though his body and spirit experience the impossibility of such
action. Therefore, the guilt and pain constitute the core of poetic tragedy. In
Krivickas’s poems, subject’s dramatic leaving to a space of unknown and danger,
similar to the wilderness, and the heroic poise of rebellion evoke a situation of
the prodigal son. The knowledge of the existence opened by the divine “other”
highlights the painful enlightenment and transparency of truth.
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The analysis of Nyka-Nilitnas’s poetry is supplemented by Dalia Kuizi-
niené’s article, where she examines the literary reviews which the poet had
written for over twenty years, highlighting their polemic features, the originality
of the assessment, and the intergenerational conflict. Virginija Balseviciuteé-
Slekiené discusses the ways in which the semantic structure of the poetry of the
“Zemininkai” group, i.e. exodus from the homeland to the world, was revived
during the Soviet era. The scholar argues that the poetry of Jonas Juskaitis
can be equaled to the strength of existential reflections and distinctive poetic
expression of the “Zemininkai” poets.

Brigita SpeiCyté offers a new analytical tool for Lithuanian literary science—
agon culture and its various definitions, and the concept of agonic stance
associated with the specifics of contest, disagreement, and debate inherited
from Greek civilization. The author of the article shows the functionality of
agon concept by looking at the works of Vincas Mickevicius-Krévé, which offer
plenty of debates, struggle, and rivalry. SpeiCyté points to the striking agonic
aspects in Krévé’s works as the harmony of the vitality, characteristic of Lithua-
nian traditional oral culture, and the dramatism of the individual, which in turn,
characterizes modernity. The scholar argues that it is safe to say that “the world

)

as agon,” which is turbulent, conflicting, and vital, can be traced in Krévé’s
dramas and short stories.

Gintaré Bidlauskiené’s article supplements the field of the analysis of
Vilnius image in Jurgis Kuncinas’s novel Tula. Using geocriticism and urban
studies, the scholar examines the structure of representation of Vilnius and the
sensory experiences of the city in the novel, related to the gaze and walking of
the main character.

In the discussion section, in commemoration of the centennial of the
Martynas Mazvydas National Library of Lithuania, the librarians and scholars
discuss the topic of national bibliography. The participants of the discussion,
convinced that the national bibliography is an expression of “country’s maturity
and its attitude towards the entire culture, people, artists, writers, and compilers”
(Vilma Zaltauskaité) talk about the challenges of producing the bibliography,
financial problems, and the lack of people. They also discuss the potential new
forms of presentation of the bibliography to the public and emphasize the im-

portance of education.
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The review section covers books not only by Lithuanian but also Latvian
colleagues. Vigmantas Butkus writes about two monographs published in Latvia.
Stasys Mostauskis examines the book by Odeta Zukauskiené and Zilviné
Gaizutyté-FilipaviCiené, Atminties ir zvilgsnio trajektorijos: vaizdo kultiros ref-
leksija [Memory and Gaze Trajectories: Reflections on Visual Culture]. Vik-
torija Seina-Vasiliauskiené presents Nida Gaidauskiené’s monograph, Sofija
Kymantaité-Ciurlioniené: modernéjancios savimonés kontirai [Sofija Kymantaite-
Ciurlioniené: The Contours of Modernizing Consciousness] and Dalia Cidzikaité
reviews Laura Laurusaité’s book, Imagology Profiles: The Dynamics of National
Imagery in Literature. Finally, Regimantas Tamosaitis writes about a collective
monograph on Soviet Lithuanian literature, its phenomena and concepts, Lietu-

viy literatura sovietmeciu: Reiskiniai ir squokos.
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
