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52-asis Colloquia numeris skaitytojams sitlo itin platy temy ir rubriky spektra.
Moksliniy straipsniy publikacijos pradedamos reikSmingu, nauja archyvine me-
dziagg pristatanc¢iu Brigitos Daugélaités tyrimu, skirtu Kazio Borutos sekimui
sovietmecCiu. Valstybés saugumo struktiiros rasytoja stebéjo ir seké iki pat mirties,
todél remdamasi Lietuvos ypatingajame archyve esancia dviejy tomy (447 ir 511
lapy) Borutos operatyvinio stebéjimo byla, Daugélaité detaliai atskleidzia, kaip
ir kodél Boruta buvo sekamas, kokia jtakg tai daré jo asmeniniam ir kirybiniam
gyvenimui. Manfredo ZvirgZdo tyrimas susijes su neseniai publikuotu 1938—
1945 m. rasytu Vinco Mykolaic¢io-Putino dienorasCiu ir jame iSkylanciu Vilniaus
vaizdiniu. Sostinés iSvadavima 1939 m. rasytojas itin dziaugsmingai sutiko, o
vélesniais 1940—-1944 m. rapinosi lietuviy kultaros ir mokslo pozicijy mieste sti-
prinimu, daznai balansuodamas tarp kulttrinés rezistencijos ir prisitaikymo. Ne-
tikétu kariniy gretinimu paremtas Gintarés Bernotienés straipsnis: iSmone grjsta
W. G. Sebaldo romana Austerlicas ji gretina su lietuviy tremtiniy atsiminimais ir
tyrinéja, kaip skirtingai jy pasakojimuose krastovaizdis ir architektiira perteikia
traumas iSgyvenusiy subjekty atminties procesus ir komplikuota santykj su vie-
ta. Romane fiksuota praeities nesugrazinamuma jvaizdinanti bedugnés metafora
tremtiniy atsiminimuose atsikartoja kaip socialinés prarajos vaizdinys.

Jurgita Zana Raskevi¢iiité detaliai pasakoja apie Juozo Tumo-VaiZganto au-
tobiografiniy Aukstaiciy vaizdeliy formavimo, bandymo publikuoti ir iSardymo
istorija. Apibendrindama atliktg tyrima mokslininké daro prielaida, kad Tumas,
raSydamas Aukstaiciy vaizdelius, kuré ne kuaréjo, literato ar kunigo, bet regioni-
ne asmens autobiografija. Moksliniy straipsniy publikacijas baigia feministinés
kritikos prieiga grindZiami Agnés Cesiulés ir Ievos Sakelaités straipsniai. Cesiulé
praveria netyrinéta nepriklausomos Lietuvos kiiréjy-motery gyvenimo plotme:
karybinius vakarus, vykusius 1930-1938 m., ryskindama literataroje dalyva-
vusiy motery butinybe solidarizuotis siekiant bendro tikslo — jtvirtinti moters
kaip radytojos statusa. Sakelaité jau i§ $iy dieny perspektyvos aptaria Poezijos
pavasario metu vykstantius poeliy skaitymus prie Zemaités paminklo Vilniuje,
skaitymus, kaip ir Cesiulés nagrinéjamu atveju, matydama kaip kuréjas vieni-

jantj veiksma ir kaip galimybe uzklausti esamus galios santykius.
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Sio numerio publikacijy skiltyje — jdomus Giedrés Smitienés pasakojimas
kusiais Jacevi¢iutés-Jeciutes laiskais ir ryskinantis tarptekstinius sarySius su to
laiko Degutytés eilérasciais ir Jacevic¢iutés-Jécittés tapybos darbais.

Diskusijy skiltyje skelbiamas pokalbis apie Vytautui Kubiliui itin rapéjusia
demokratinés, samoningos, kritiSkai mastancCios visuomenés idéja, iSsakyta ir
gana gausioje jo su Lietuvos nepriklausomybés atkurimu susijusioje publicisti-
koje. Susitikti pokalbiui, kuriame dalyvavo zinomi politikai, istorikai, literatiiros
mokslininkai, paskatino Martyno Mazvydo nacionalinés bibliotekos parengta
ir isleista bibliografiné rodyklé Vytautas Kubilius. Bibliografinis darby sgrasas
1988—2004. Pokalbj apie Vytauto Kubiliaus jsipareigojima visuomenei pratesia
iy mety Vytauto Kubiliaus premijos laureatés Neringos Butnorittés kalba, ak-
centuojanti kritiky pastangas islaikyti kritinio kalbéjimo pulsa, kuri skelbiama
skiltyje Nuomoniy domino.

Vis nesibaigian¢iame bendrojo lavinimo mokykly lietuviy kalbos ir litera-
turos programy kaitos kontekste itin aktuliai nuskamba mokslininkés, literata-
ros didaktés Reginos Kuzmaités-Norkevicienés mintys apie mokyklines progra-
mas, neiSvengiama laviravima sovietmeciu ir privaloma mokyklinés specifikos
iSmanyma. Mokslininke kalbina Saulius Vasiliauskas.

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Foreword

The 52nd issue offers a very wide range of perspectives and topics. The section
of articles begins with Brigita Daugélaité’s important research on the surveil-
lance of Kazys Boruta during the Soviet era, presenting new archival material.
Based on the two-volume (a total of 447 and 511 pages respectively) Boruta’s
operational surveillance file in the Lithuanian Special Archives, the author of
the article reveals in detail how and why Boruta was followed, and what impact
this had on the writer’s personal and creative life.

Manfredas Zvirgzdas's article explores the recently published diary of
Vincas Mykolaitis-Putinas, written in 1938—1945, and the city of Vilnius that
is depicted in it. The writer welcomed the liberation of the capital in 1939 with
great enthusiasm, and in the following years, 1940-1944, he was concerned
with strengthening the position of Lithuanian culture and science in the city,
often balancing between cultural resistance and conformity.

Gintaré Bernotiené’s article offers an unexpected juxtaposition of works:
she compares W.G. Sebald’s sophisticated novel Austerlitz with the memoirs of
Lithuanian exiles and examines the different depictions of the processes of memory
of trauma survivors and their complicated relationship to place, conveyed by the
landscape and architecture. The author of the article highlights the metaphor of
the abyss, which depicts the irretrievability of the past as presented in the novel
and which recurs in the memoirs of the exiles as an image of a social abyss.

Jurgita Zana RaSkeviciaté talks in detail about the history of the formation,
attempted publication and disassembling of Juozas Tumas-Vaizgantas’s autobio-
graphical piece Aukstaiciy vaizdeliai. Summarizing her research, the researcher
assumes that Tumas, in creating the Aukstaiciy vaizdeliai, instead of writing the
autobiography of a writer, a literary figure or a priest, wrote a regional auto-
biography of a person.

The articles by Agné Cesiulé and leva Sakelaité, both based on a feminist
critical approach, conclude the section. Cesiulé reveals an unexplored area of
the life of women writers in independent Lithuania, the literary evenings of
1930-1938, highlighting the necessity for women involved in literature to show

solidarity in pursuit of a common goal—to consolidate the status of women as
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writers. Sakelaité discusses from a contemporary perspective the readings of
poetesses at the Zemaité monument in Vilnius during the literary event, the
Poetry Spring Festival, treating the readings, as in the case of Cesiulé, as a
unifying act and as an opportunity to question existing power relations.

In the publication section of this issue, Giedré Smitiené tells an interesting
story about the friendship between Janina Degutyté and Broné Jacevicitte-
Jeciute, based on the surviving letters, and highlighting the intertextual links

The discussion section presents a conversation about the idea of a democratic,
mindful and critical society, which was of particular concern to Vytautas
Kubilius, and which was expressed in his rather extensive articles related to
the restoration of Lithuania’s independence. The conversation, which included
well-known politicians, historians, and literary scholars, was prompted by the
bibliographical index of Kubilius writings, Vytautas Kubilius. Bibliographical
List of Works 1988—2004, prepared and published by the Martynas Mazvydas
National Library of Lithuania. The speech of Neringa Butnoriuté, this year’s
Vytautas Kubilius Prize laureate, continues the conversation about Kubilius’s
commitment to society. Her text, which emphasizes the critics’ efforts to
maintain the pulse of critical discourse, appears in the section “Domino of
Opinions.”

In the context of the never-ending changes in the Lithuanian language
and literature curricula of high schools, the thoughts of Regina Kuzmaite-
Norkeviciené, a scholar, who specializes in literature didactics, on school
curricula, the inevitable maneuvering during the Soviet era, and the obligatory
knowledge of the specifics are particularly relevant. She is interviewed by Saulius
Vasiliauskas.

In the review section, Rita Tiutlyté writes about the recently published
collection of critical essays by Marijus Sidlauskas, In the Footsteps of the Left-
Handed Centaur, highlighting the book’s value and the author’s courage to speak in
accordance with conscience. Gitana Vanagaité discusses the diary of the artist and
public figure Vytautas Osvaldas Virkau written in 1944-1952 (compiled by Dalia
Kuiziniené). Aisté Lazauskiené reviews the monograph by historian Mindaugas
Balkus, How Kovno Became Kaunas. Making the City Lithuanian, 1918—-1940.
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
