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Guidelines for authors

“Informacijos mokslai” is a regional journal that covers topics on information and com-
munication such as information and knowledge society, its legislative, technological
aspects, cultural and economical problems of information and knowledge society, infor-
mation and knowledge management questions, theoretical and practical researches on
organisational communication management, investigations of culture and media, world
and intercultural communication, works on scientometrics.

Only original scholar articles and surveys discussing all kinds of problems of commu-
nication and information, book reviews and academic chronicles are accepted.

The paper must contain all the necessary parts of a scientific paper — aims, objective,
methods, results, conclusions, and the list of references. the paper should be signed by
the author (or authors) with indication of address of residence.

The publishing languages are lithuanian and english.

Papers should be arranged as follows:

1) title,

2) author’s name and surname, academic affiliation, office or private postal address,
telephone and fax, e-mail address,

3) abstract (600-800 typographical units in Lithuanian or English, depending on the
language of the submission),

4) keywords (up to five),

5) text,

6) reference list (alphabetically ordered sources in Latin alphabet should be placed be-
fore references in Cyrillic, notes must be placed as footnotes),

7) summary in English (for submissions in Lithuanian) or in Lithuanian (for submis-
sions in English) of no less than 600-800 typographical units.

References in “Informacijos mokslai” should meet the requirements of the international
standard ISO 690:1987 (E). Documents. Bibliographic references. Contents, format, and
structure and the Lithuanian standard LST ISO 690-2:1999. Only mandatory data ele-
ments are recommended to use in the references. References in the text should indicate
the author and the year of publishing, for example: (Surname, 2007).

Papers before publishing are signed by the authors.

The corresponding author must sign the License to Publish form upon acceptance of
the manuscript and return it to the editorial office. Failure to do so will result in a delay
of the publication of the paper.
