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Editorial

Notions of information society meet with wide
approval in Lithuania. That is why Lithuanian
society of computer scientists (LIKS) has every
reason to be proud of being among the first pro-
moters of creating information society in Europe
and Lithuania. Slogan “Towards Information
Society with LIKS”, that was adopted 10 years
ago for “Days of Computer Scientists’97” is still
relevant. It is now familiar and natural both to
computer scientists and to politicians, educators
and researchers, businessmen, artists, and wide
majority of Lithuanian inhabitants. Respective
institutions in the Seimas and the Government
implement concepts of information society in
Lithuania. Ideas of creating information society
and knowledge economy and their further deve-
lopment are explicitly designated in the Program
of Lithuanian government and other strategical
documents.

Adopted strategical documents show that
development and expansion of information so-
ciety is a strategical trend of economic policy of
the European Union and Lithuania.

In its Communication of 1 June 2005 to the
Council, the European Parliament, the European
Economic and Social Committee and the Com-
mittee of the Regions “i2010 — A European In-
formation Society for growth and employment”
the European Commission proposes the follow-
ing priorities of European information society:

e the completion of a Single European
Information Space which promotes an
open and competitive internal market for
information society and media;

e strengthening Innovation and Investment
in ICT research to promote growth and
more and better jobs;

e achieving an Inclusive European Informa-
tion Society that promotes growth and jobs

in a manner that is consistent with sustain-
able development and that prioritises better
public services and quality of life.

Looking for a new programming period, the

European Commission prepared draft Commu-
nity strategic guidelines 2007-2013, which de-
fine priorities of cohesion policy. For this period
identification of structural support priorities and
preparation of programming documents com-
prises four main stages:

® Elaboration and validation of the Com-
munity strategic guidelines 2007-2013,
that identify priorities of the EU cohe-
sion policy;

e Taking account of priorities, identified in
the Community strategic guidelines, the
EU member states will prepare national
strategies, that will identify national pri-
orities of development;

e On the basis of national strategies the
EU member states will prepare sectoral
or regional action programmes;

e Presentation of national strategies and
action programmes and their coordina-
tion with the European Commission.

With a view to ensure that strategy of using

the EU structural support 2007-2013 is pre-
pared in due time, the Lithuanian government
approved the following priorities for its use:
knowledge society, competitive economy, qua-
lity of living and cohesion. Development of in-
formation society is considered to be a priority
of competitive economy.

Given such main problems as relatively
low level of information and communication
technologies use among population, uneven in-
frastructure, insufficient number of state public
services transfed into e-space, development of
information society 2007-2013 will in particu-

lar concentrate on creation of e-contents and
services and development of e-infrastructure.

Future development of e-contents, services
and e-infrastructure consistently compliments
improvement of computer literacy, enhance-
ment of competencies in the IT field and other
related means of human resources development,
that were listed in the first priority of the EU
structural support strategy, as well as research
and innovation activities included into the se-
cond priority.

Recently tempo of Lithuanian schools com-
puterisation has visibly intensified. Another
important issue is that schools computerisation
does not stop short at just buying more comput-
ers. Teachers are encouraged to acquire com-
puter competencies, to create more electronic
tutorials. This is the only way to ensure that
Lithuanian schools will raise real citizens of in-
formation society.

A working group formed at the Ministry of
Education and Science has already prepared
“Strategy of Information and Communication
Technologies Implementation into Lithuanian
Education System 2008-2012".

Traditional event of Lithuanian society of
computer scientists “Days of Computer Scien-
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tists 2007” takes place in Panevézys. It com-
prises several activities: the thirteenth inter-
national conference of computer scientists in
which results of research and practical techno-
logical solutions are being presented; the eighth
conference of school informatics, that deals
with new documents on implementation of in-
formation of IT in education, new textbooks,
IT teaching and experience of IT use at school,
presentation of research results. Members of
Lithuanian society of computer scientists work
hard in various fields of development of Lithua-
nian information society. Because of that they
are able to present solid results of their studies
and practical activities.

Editorial board of “Informacijos mokslai”
in recognition of the last years LIKS activities
devoted to development of information society,
decided to extend collaboration started six years
ago and to dedicate the entire volume for arti-
cles of computer scientists. This volume com-
prises reviewed studies. Their topics encompass
a wide spectrum of information society issues.
Authors work at universities, research institutes,
state and business institutions, schools. Some
of them are well-known researchers, others —
young people starting their scholarly road.
