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Requirements for contributions
to “Acta Paedagogica Vilnensia”

The journal publishes papers written in Lithu-

anian or English.

The length of the contributions is not to
exceed one quire (approx. 40 000 characters).
Manuscripts reporting original research related
to education should include: background and
context and/or theoretical/conceptual frame-
work, literature review, methods, findings and
analysis, and discussion sections. The literature
review should be relevant to the research topic
and findings. All methodologies need to be
clearly described and should match the research
questions or stated purpose of the manuscript.
The findings should be clear and the arguments
set forth should emerge from the analysis of the
data presented in the manuscript.

Considering the above mentioned, the ma-
terial in the manuscript has to be presented in
the following order:

o Title of the article.

*  Author(s) name, surname, research title, af-
filiations and addresses, e-mail address.

e Abstract in the original language of the pa-
per (approx. 500 characters) and keywords
(46 words).

e Introduction of the paper, analysing the
relevance of the issue in question as of re-
search problem and substantiating formula-
tions of base components (object and aim)
of research into the analysed problem.

*  Content of the paper (with its structural
parts answering the objectives of the pa-
per). Illustrations, tables, charts, graphics
and other material should be presented
genuine, in a good quality and without the
prejudice to the copyrights.

e Discussion and conclusions

o List of references and citations in the text
should follow the referencing style used by
the American Psychological Association
(APA style, www.apastyle.org).
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Referring to other authors in the text, refer-
ences to concrete sources should be also provid-
ed, with the date of publication in the brackets,
following the name of the author (Author, 2015).
Moreover, when reference to the source of 2 au-
thors is mentioned, the names of both are to be
provided in the brackets. In case, the reference
is made to 3—5 authors, the first time the names
of all the authors have to be included; then, only
the first author should be mentioned followed by
‘et al’. If a source has been written by 6 authors,
only the name of the first one is mentioned add-
ing ‘et al’ in all the cases of reference. Provided
the source has no authors, the title of it and the
year of publication are to be indicated in the text.

Providing exact quotation from the source
by another author, it is necessary to point out
the page number (Author, 2015, p. 18). Refer-
ring to different publication by the same author
published in the same year, the letters a, b, c,
etc. have to follow the year of publication.

Reference list entries should be alphabetized
by the last names of the first author of each work
(numeration is not needed). The sources in non-
Latin alphabet languages are to be transliterated.
e Summary of the paper (at least 1600 char-

acters) in English.

*  Manuscripts have to include a separate sec-
tion with data on the author(s). Next to the
full name, research title and degree, insti-
tution address and title of the position, re-
search interests should be presented.

* The metrics of the paper has to provide the
date of its submission to the Editorial Board.
The articles of the publication are freely ac-

cessed through the website of the university and
are included into Lithuanian and foreign data-
bases. The papers in the website of the university
are only to be used for research purposes, studies
and self-education. The quoting of information,
referencing the author (authors) and providing
the source of information are all obligatory.

The reviewers are obliged:

To provide timely, objective, well-grounded and constructive reviews; inform the Editorial
Board regarding the delays of reviews. To avoid personal and/or derogatory formulations
within reviews.

To ensure confidentiality. Not to use information provided in any reviewed articles for per-
sonal advantage.

To declare any potentially conflicting or competing interests.

The author(s) is (are) obliged:

To submit an original article that complies with the requirements and principles of the journal.
To properly cite and reference other researchers who have contributed to their study.

To solve issues of co-authorship; to list all the authors who have significantly contributed to
the conception, design, implementation and clarification of the submitted research as well as
to the writing of an article. On the other hand, not to provide and/or assume ghost authorship.
To ensure that the submitted manuscript is free from plagiarism and does not contain any ma-
terial that contradicts requirements of ethics (defamatory, derogatory, discriminatory, etc.).
Not to make simultaneous submissions, i.e., not to submit an identical or a very similar manu-
script to several journals at the same time.

To indicate any sources of financing and support of research.

Having noticed an essential mistake or an inaccuracy in a published article; to inform the Edi-
tor or publisher about it and provide precise information required to make adjustments.
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
