Leidinio Archaeologia Lituana informacija autoriams

Leidiniui pateikiami straipsniai turi atitikti moksliniams
darbams keliamus reikalavimus. Spausdinami origina-
lus, kitur nepublikuoti moksliniai straipsniai lietuviy
arba angly kalbomis su plac¢iomis santraukomis atitin-
kamai angly arba lietuviy kalbomis. Autoriai prisiima
visa atsakomybg uz straipsniy turini ir autoriaus teises.

Straipsniai recenzuojami dviejy, redaktoriy kole-
gijos paskirty, anoniminiy recenzenty. Pastabas dél
straipsnio kokybés gerinimo pateikia ir leidinio vyriau-
siasis redaktorius. Recenzuoti straipsniai turi biiti patai-
syti, atsizvelgiant | recenzenty ir vyriausiojo redakto-
riaus pastabas. Autoriui nesutinkant su pastabomis, ne-
sutikimo priezastys turi bliti motyvuotai paaiSkinamos.

Straipsnio tekstiné dalis negali biiti daugiau kaip
dviejy autoriniy lanky (80 000 spaudos zenkly su tar-
pais). Tekstas surenkamas Times New Roman 12 punk-
tu dydzio Sriftu, per 1,5 intervalo MS Word tekstiniu
redaktoriumi. Lentelés pateikiamos MS Word arba MS
Excel formatu. Straipsnio anotacija pateikiama lietu-
viy ir angly kalbomis. Anotacijos apimtis — ne daugiau
kaip 200 Zodziy abiem kalbomis. Po anatocijos patei-
kiami 5-7 reik§miniai ZodZiai. Priimamos tik kokybis-
kos, ne didesnés kaip A4 formato iliustracijos, kurios
numeruojamos ir susiejamos su tekstu. Po iliustracija
pateikiamas jos pavadinimas ir autorius (pavyzdziui,
B. Dakanio nuotr.).

Jeigu
nurodomas leidinys paraSytas daugiau kaip triju auto-
riy, nurodoma tik pirmojo autoriaus pavardé, pridedant
ir kt., pavyzdziui (Kulikauskas ir k., 1995, p. 10).

Information to contributors of Archaeologia Lituana

General information

All articles submitted to the journal must conform to
the requirements for scholarly papers. Submissions
accepted for publication must be original, previously
unpublished articles in Lithuanian or English with
extensive summaries in English or Lithuanian respec-
tively. The authors take full responsibility for the con-
tent of their articles and warrant that copyright of any
third party has not been violated.

Articles are reviewed by two anonymous review-
ers appointed by the editorial board. The editor-in-
chief also offers remarks concerning the quality of the
article. After the review the articles must be corrected
taking into account the remarks of the reviewers and
the editor-in-chief. In case the authors do not agree
with the remarks, they have to provide reasons for
their disagreement.

The text should not exceed 80,000 characters with
spaces. All manuscripts should use font 12 pt Times
New Roman with 1.5 spacing between the lines
throughout the paper in MS Word. Tables are pre-
sented in MS Word or MS Excel format. The article
should contain an abstract in Lithuanian and in Eng-
lish. The abstract should not exceed 200 words in both
languages. The abstract is followed by 5-7 keywords
in Lithuanian and in English. Illustrations should not
exceed A4 format and be of good quality. They should
be numbered and related to the text. The caption of the
illustration and the name of its author are given under
the illustration (e.g. photo by B. Dakanis).

References

References to sources and literature in the text are pre-
sented in brackets, for example, (Kulikauskas, 1995,
p- 200). If the article refers to several papers by the
same author published in the same year, the year of
publication is followed by a small letter (Kulikauskas,
1995a, p. 210). Reference to different authors should
be separated by a semi-colon (Kulikauskas, 1997,
p. 10; Daugudis, 1993, p. 5). If reference is made to
a publication written by more than three authors, only
the surname of the first author is given followed by et
al. (Kulikauskas et al., 1995, p. 10).

The list of references

Separate lists of sources and literature are presented:
first, the list of sources, and then the list of literature.
All references are listed alphabetically (first in Latin,
and then in Cyrillic) in a chronological order. They
should follow the following patterns:

* Entry for sources:

Brawn V. 1980. Excavations of XXX hillfort
in year 2005. The archive of XXX country, f. 1,
No. 1225, p. 127-130.

* Entry for monographs:
author(s) surname(s), the first letter of the author‘s
name, year of publication, title (in italics), place of
publication, printing house. For example, Insoll T.
2004. Archaeology, Ritual, Religion. London and
New York: Routledge.

* Entry for journal articles:

Vedru G. 2015. Remembering through place. Esto-
nian journal of Archaeology, 19/1, p. 29-57.

* Entry for articles in edited volumes:
Lilley I. 2004. Diaspora and Identity in Archaeolo-
gy: Moving beyond the Black Atlantic. L. Meskell
and R. Preucel (eds.) 4 Companion to Social Ar-
chaeology. Blackwell Publishing, p. 287-312.

* Entry for internet (electronic) sources:
authors of the electronic publication, year, title,
pages, reference to the internet address, the date
when the source was accessed. For example, Jans-
son J. 1996. The burial rights in Sweden. Inter-
net Archaeolology, 1 [interactive]. Available at:
<http://intarch.ac.uk/journal/issuel/beardah/> [ac-
cessed on 2 February 2015].
