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GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS

The journal Ekonomika (established and published by Vilnius University) is included in
the list of Lithuanian serials that meet the requirements for publications toward the
doctoral and habilitation degrees (Department of Science and Higher Education of the
Ministry of Education and Science order 01 05 1998 No. 13, confirmed by the Lithuanian
Science Council 10 November 1997 decision No. 111-39).

Evaluation Criteria for Submissions
(in the order of importance)

1. Presentation of original research results,
which contribute to the advancement of eco-
nomic science in the CEE region.

2. Presentation of original explanations and
solutions to theoretical and methodological eco-
nomic problems.

3. Analysis and evaluation of the current state
and development of economics, economic sec-
tors and firm strategy in local and foreign mar-
kets.

4. Analysis and solutions of state-of-the-art
issues in economic and social development, fi-
nance, accounting, statistics and information in-
frastructure.

5. Analysis of economic management issues,
their scholarly interpretation and evaluation, of
interest not only to academics but also to practi-
tioners.

6. Investigation of practical (sectoral) issues
pertaining to the regional economy, evaluation
methods and solutions.

Note: Authors are also invited to submit book
reviews, critiques and other informative material
for publication at the end of each issue.

Requirements Concerning the Style of
Papers

1. Each paper must begin with a separate sec-
tion indicating the title of the paper, name of the

author(s), academic degree and title and insti-
tution (including department, address, tele-
phone, fax, and email address, if possible). Two
hard copies of the paper and one copy on a disk
must be submitted. The text must be printed on
one side of A4 format paper using a line spac-
ing of 1.5 intervals (to allow for editing re-
marks). Papers on disks must be prepared with
Word for Windows (preferably Word’97 or
Word’2000), in the Times New Roman font.

2. The paper must contain all the necessary
parts of a scientific paper — the research aims at
the beginning, with the research objective clearly
highlighted, research methods (for theoretical
papers, this section should present the problems
and new arguments used in their solution), the
research results along with conclusions, and the
list of references.

3. Papers must be accompanied by a sum-
mary in Lihuanian or English. The length of the
summary should be no less than 600 symbols.

4. References to authors in the text should
be in the following style: (Kohonen, 2001;
Tyugu, 1998). The list of bibliographic refer-
ences must be presented in alphabetic order,
and the format of references should follow the
APA requirements.

Papers are reviewed by two reviewers.
