5. Analizuojamos iikio valdymo problemos, pa-
teikiama moksliné jy interpretacija ir vertini-
mai, kurie gali biiti jdomiis ne vien moksli-
ninkams, bet ir specialistams praktikams.

6. Nagrinéjamos praktinés (3akinés, regioninés)
ikio problemos, jy vertinimo metodai, spren-
dimo bidai ir galimybés.

7. Pastaba. Kiekvieno darby rinkinio pabaigoje
galima pateikti recenzijas, apzvalgas ir kit in-
formacing medziaga.

Reikalavimai straipsniy rankras$¢iams

1. Straipsnio pradzioje atskiromis pastraipomis
pateikiama: pavadinimas; straipsnio autoriaus
vardas ir pavardé; mokslinis vardas ir laipsnis;
darbovieté — jstaiga, padalinys, adresas, telefo-
nas, faksas, elektroninio pasto adresas (jei yra).
Pateikiami du straipsnio teksto egzemplioriai
ir tekstas diskelyje. Tekstas spausdinamas vie-
noje A4 formato popieriaus lapo puséje 1,5 in-
tervalo eilétarpiu (nes to reikia redaguojant da-
romiems taisymams). Diskelyje tekstas turi bii-
ti parengtas Word for Windows (pageidautina
Word’97 arba Word’2000) teksto redaktoriumi,
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Times New Roman 3riftu, ne daugiau kaip 40

000 Zenkly, arba vieno autorinio lanko).

2. Straipsnyje turi bati buidingos mokslo straips-
niui bitinos dalys — i§ pradziy (kursyvu) api-

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GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS

Evaluation Criteria for Submissions

1. Presentation of original research results, which
contribute to the advancement of economic
science in the CEE region.

2. Presentation of original explanations and
solutions to theoretical and methodological
economic problems.

3. Analysis and evaluation the current state and
development of economics, economic sectors
and firm strategy in local and foreign markets.

4. Analysis and solutions of state-of-the-art issues
in economic and social development, finance,
accounting, statistics and information infra-
structure.

5. Analysis of economic management issues,
their scholarly interpretation and evaluation,
of interest not only to academics but also to
practitioners.

6. Investigation of practical (sectoral) issues

pertaining to the regional economy, evaluation
methods and solutions.
Note: Authors are also invited to submit book
reviews, critiques and other informative
material for publication at the end of each
issue.

Requirements Concerning
the Style of Papers

1. Each paper must begin with a separate section
indicating the title of the paper, name of the
author(s), academic degree and title and
institution (including department, address,
telephone, fax, and email address, if possible).
Two hard copies of the paper and one copy on
disk must be submitted. The text must be
printed on one side of A4 format paper using
a line spacing of 1.5 intervals (to allow for
ending remarks). Paper on disk must be
prepared on the Word for Windows (pre-
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ferably Word’97 or Word’2000), in the Times
New Roman font. is strongly recommended
for contributors do not exceed in their papers
the volume of one publisher’s sheet (40.000
typographical units). ’

2. The paper must contain all the necessary parts
of a scientific paper — research aims at the
beginning, with the research objective clearly
highlighted, research methods, new results in
their solution, up to 5 keywords, the research
results along with conclusions, and the list of
references.

3. Paper must be accompanied by a summary in
Lithuanian or English. The length of the
summary should be no less than 3000 symbols.

4. References to authors in the text should be in
the following style: (Kohonen, 2001;
Tyugu,1998). The list of bibliographic
references must be presented in alphabetic
order and the format of references should
follow the APA requirements. For example,
Lavingne, M. (1995). The Economics of
Transition: From Socialist Economy to Market
Economy - London, Macmillan Press, 295 p.;
Olsen, TE., Osmundsen, P. (2003), Spillovers
and International Competition for Investments.
Journal of International Economics, Vol.59,
issue 1, p. 211-238.

Papers are reviewed by two reviewers. Rejected
submissions will not be returned.

The journal Ekonomika (established and
published by Vilnius University) is abstracted and
indexed in international database IBSS (Inter-
national Bibliografhy of the Social Sciences)
included in the list of Lithuanian serials, that meet
the requirements for publications toward the
scientific researchers (Lithuanian Science Council
19 December 2005 decision No. V1 - 39).
