Surinktoji
medZiaga parodé, kad Sios ruiSies prepozityviniai junginiai, daugeliu at-
vejy, vartojami tam tikrais stilistiniais tikslais, t.y. jie bidingi tam tik-
riems kalbos stiliams, atlieka eile funkcijy pagal pasakymo tiksla, turi
tam tikra stilistin} ir emocinj nuspalvinimg.

Pagal varlojimg atskiruose kalbos funkcionaliniuose stiliuose atribu-
tiniai junginiai gali bati skirstomi j tokias grupes: didZioji nagrinéjamy
prepozityviniy pazZyminiy dauguma biidinga vienai publicistinio stiliaus
riidiai — laikraStiniam bei populiariy Zurnaly stiliui; antraja vieta pagal
kiekybinj vartojimg uZima atributiniai junginiai groZinéje literatiiroje
(prozoje) priklausomai nuo atskiry autoriy stiliaus. Zymiai reéiau jie
sutinkami specialioje mokslinéje literatiiroje.

Atributiniai junginiai atlieka Sias funkcijas pagal pasakymo tiksla:

A) Daikto arba reiskinio trumpo, glausto poZymio pavadinimo (no-
minacijos) funkcija. Si funkcija ypaé biidinga laikrastiniam bei populia-
riy Zurnaly kalbiniam stiliui.

B) Antroji charakteringa atributyviniy junginiy funkcija yra pagrin-
dinés predikacijos apie daiktavardj iSreiSkimas. Si funkcija apsprendZia
nagrinéjamy paZyminiy vartojimg: a) laikras¢iy antradtése ir b) rek-
lamose.

C) Su trumpo, glausto pavadinimo (nominacijos) funkcija glaudziai
yra susijusi terminavimo funkcija. Surinktoji medZiaga parodeé, kad Si
funkcija ypa¢ budinga atributiniams junginiams: a) specialiame-moks-
liniame ir b) laikrastiniame funkcijonaliniuose stiliuose.

Atsizvelgiant j kai kurias leksines, morfologines bei sintaksines atri-
butiniy junginiy savybes, prieita idvada, kad. dalis Sios riidies paZymi-
niy gali buti priskiriama Snekamosios kalbos stiliui. Moksliniai terminai,
isreik$ti atributiniais junginiais, ‘Siam kalbiniam stiliui negali bati pri-
skiriami.

Dalis atributiniy junginiy pasiZymi tam tikru stilistiniu nuspalvini-
mu ir emociniu-ekspresyviniu nuspalvinimu. Labai dazZnai, turédami 3ne-
kamosios kalbos stilistinj nuspalvinima, Sios rasies junginiai jgauna ju-

STYLISTIC APPLICATION OF ATTRIBUTIVE COLLOCATIONS
IN CONTEMPORARY ENGLISH-

1. VITONYTE
Summary

Contemporary English is characteristic of many-member attributive
collocations, such as (a) come-to-the-battle (sort of a note), (a) cost-of-
-living (index), (a) dacron-and-cotton (blouse), (a) do-it-yoursell (ma-
nual), (a) "let’s-disarm-within-four-years“ (speech) etc. The studied ma-
terial confirmed that in a great majority of cases attributive collocations
of the type are used for special stylistic purposes, i. e. they perform
a number of functions according to the aim of statement or declaration
and have a special stylistic and emotional (expressie) colouring.

The range of application ol the studied collocations in different
styles of speech may be grouped as follows: the greatest majority of
them is used in the newspaper style (including here the style of the
language of popular magazines); attributive collocations used in fiction
are met less frequently (depending upon the style of separate authors);
in the style of scientific literature the attributes of the studied type are
met to a [ar smaller extent.

Attributive collocations perform the [following functions according
to the purpose of statement:

A) The function of short, compact nomination of the attribute of an
object or thing. This functions is a peculiarity of the style of newspapers
and popular magazines.

B) The second characteristic function of attributive collocations is
the function of the main predication about the nouns they modify. This
function accounts for a wide use of attributive collocations in a) newspa-
per headlines and b) advertisments.

C) The function of short, compact nomination is closely connected
with the function of termination. The studied material shows that this
function is charakteristic of attributive collocations in: a) the special-
-scientific and b) the newspaper functional styles.
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D) One of the characteristic functions of attributive collocations
is the function of picturesqueness. This function is peculiar even to some
social-political, financial and scientilic terms.

According to some lexical, morphological and syntactical features
a part of the studied attributes might be classed as belonging to the
colloquial style. Scientific terms, however, can’t be looked upon as collo-
quial lexical units.

The studied material showed that attributive collocations may have
a colloquial stylistic colouring and, thus, comprise humoristic, ironical,
declarative, pathetic, emotional etc. character. The colloquial stylistic
colouring and particular emotional character is met most often with
the nonce collocations of the type.

Substituting the studied prepositional collocations by attributes in
postposition, the latter lose a great deal of their above-mentioned sty-
listical value.
