Smoothing, a prominent feature of the West ian dialect, isted in

the asstbilation which must have occurred in the 7th— 8th centuries (at least in the Anglian dialects),
the position of the tongue ceased to be a relevant feature of the velar /k/ /3/. They could now develop
ncw allophoncs dependmg upon the nature of the preceding vowel.
