Summary

Back mutation as a process of diphthongization depended both on the character of the root
vowel and the consonant that followed it.

The changc was carried out morc fully in non-West Saxon than in West Saxon wherc it gene-
rally took place only before liquid and labial consonants.

In spite of the fact that after the change the sphere of distribution of the short diphthongs
/éa/ /éo; [io/ became wider, the effect of back mutation on the morphological level of the language
was ol little consequence.
