Summary

One of the earliest Pr OE changes resulting in dialect differentiation was narrowing of the
reflexes of Gme. /&'/. Pr OE split into West-Saxon, which retained Pr OE [&!/, and non-West-
Saxon dialects, where Pr OE /®!/ merged with /&/ (<Gmc. [&%)).

After the emergence of the new phoneme /i/ (<Gmc. /aif) in Pr OE, a new opposition of
oral vowels was established. Originally the opposition /&!/-/3/ was based on labialization. It was
isolated in the system where the vowels /i, &/ were opposed to /i, &/ as front unrounded v. back

ded. The isolated opposition had to be either better integrated into the system or eliminated.
The first of these possibilities was realized in the West-Saxon dialect where eventually /&' came
to be opposed to /3] as front unrounded to back rounded. In non-West-Saxon dialects the opposi-
tion /®!/-/3/ was eliminated by way of the merger of /&!/ with [&/.
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
