THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE PALATAL FRICATIVE [y] IN OLD ENGLISH
V. P. SYROKHVATOVA

Summary

‘The voiced palatalized [Y']has r ined in the dorsal subsystem till the end of the
OE period. The chronology of this phonological change is proved by the graphic data of the inter-
change of the voiced and voiceless fricatives y/x in intervocal and in final positions and by the thor-
ough analysis of the symbols rep ing OE [y’] and [j] (the latter possessing a considerable ar-
ticulatory similarity with the sound [Y’']).
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
