MORPHOLOGICAL PECULIARITIES OF OE BREAKING DIPHTHONGS
L.ZABULIENE
Summary

Short breaking diphthongs are more widely rep d in the Lological system
of OE than the corresponding long ones.

The short diphthongs /& & Tof are particularly numercus in the system of noun though
there are suffixes with the diphthong /Saf which are productive in other parts of speech
as well: the suffix of adjectives and adverbs -weard(es) and the suffix of numerals -feald.
In the system of verb both short and long breaking diphthongs are well attested.
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
