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THE RESEARCH OF THE HISTORY OF LIBRARIES IN LATVIA:
AUTHORS AND PUBLICATION THEMES (18h-21s¢t CENTURIES)

The article offers a retrospective overview of the
research of the history of libraries in Latvia for
several centuries. One of the first publications
dedicated to libraries is an article (1743) by the
teacher of Riga Domeschool J. E Willisch about
the Riga Municipal library founded in the 16th
century. The alderman of Riga J. C. Berens deals
(1792) with the same book collection as a so-
ciocultural phenomenon in the context of the
Enlightenment. Using an rather extensive base
of sources, the origins and development of the
Riga Municipal library are described also by the
heads of this library, historians A. Boehlendorff
(1901) and N. Busch (1911).

Useful factual information for further stud-
ies of Latvian public libraries can be found in
the publications of schoolmaster J. Kriskans and

the organizer of Latvian librarian community
T. Liventals (the first quarter of the 20¢h century).

The studies of the history of libraries in the
aftermath of the WWII are characterized by an
increased use of archival documents. In the six-
ties—eighties, along the professional historians
(G. Jenss, M. Lacis, B. Brigere etc.), an increas-
ing role among the authors was played by spe-
cifically staff members of libraries themselves
(E Rancans, M. Kluce, etc.). After restoring the
Latvian statehood in 1991 the range of research
topics has widened (for example, new topics such
as Sovietization of libraries in Latvia and Latvian
libraries in exile); also, there are much more pos-
sibilities to join international research projects.
In 2005, a doctoral thesis in the history of librar-
ies was defended for the first time (J. Dreimane).
