The journal covers topics on theory and methodology of book science, book history and historiography, tra-
ditional and digital publishing, media literacy and reading research, book art, bibliophily, printed and digital
heritage studies, book sociology, as well as themes on topics closely related to book science from humanitarian
and social sciences (epigraphy, codicology, history of library and librarianship, bibliography, archival studies
and records management, etc.). “Knygotyra” publishes original scientific articles, scientific publications of his-
torical sources, reviews of books, a chronicle of events that are important for book science. “Knygotyra” accepts
publications in Lithuanian and English. For submission in other languages, please contact the editorial board.

The editorial board of “Knygotyra” draws your attention to some regulations on presentation of the material.

The article should include the elements required in any research publication: the goal and objectives of research,

description of theoretical framework and methodology, historiography of the problem or earlier research review,

results of research, discussion, conclusions, and a list of references and sources. The article or publication should
be appr. 22—24 typed pages (1,5 lines spacing, or appr. 40 000 characters with space). The summary of the article

(300-500 words) and key words in English must be presented at the beginning of the article. The notes and

references to the text are given in footnotes (check the style of references to the literature further down).

* The authors who submit articles for publication to “Knygotyra” are strongly recommended to follow the
Code of Conduct for Researchers of the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences (http://www.Ilma.lt/mokslininko-
etikos-kodeksas) and the European Code of Conduct for Research Integrity.

* “Knygotyra” follows the process of double blind reviewing, i.e. the authors and peer reviewers are not known
to each other. The identified conflicts of interest should be reported by the authors and the peer reviewers
to the editorial secretary. The authors get the peer reviews in due time to perform the revisions. Note this
journal uses iThenticate’s CrossCheck software to detect instances of overlapping and similar text in submit-
ted manuscripts. The rejection of papers on the grounds of plagiarism are final. The authors have a right to
re-submit for review the articles that were declined because of quality deficiencies after a substantial revision

of the text.

References in “Knygotyra” should meet the requirements of the International Standard ISO
690:1987 (E) Documents. Bibliographic references. Contents, format, and structure and a Lithuanian
Standard LST ISO 690-2:1999 and should be presented in footnotes. References in non-Latin alphabet
languages are to be transliterated. Cyrillic letters are to be transliterated according to BSI standard:
é—e,x—zh,m—1i, 1 —i,x—kh,q-ts,a-ch,m-sh, m—shch,i—y,p-,,9-¢, 10— yu, s - ya.

It is recommended to use only mandatory data elements in the references. When the book or the
article was already quoted, reference includes only the name of the author, beginning of the title and
the quoted page(s). A full-scale list of bibliographic references should be presented in an alphabetic
order at the end of the article and numbered consequently. The articles using other systems of referen-

cing are not accepted.
