Abstract

too. Therefore, in book science itself as well as
in other human and social sciences, research cat-
egories such as ‘book in society’ and ‘social func-
tion of book’ have proved useful. The wide scope
of the ‘book and society’ formula has prompted
many authors to distinguish an autonomous sci-
entific discipline of ‘book sociology’ (bibliosociol-
ogy). At different stages of evolution, global book
science was accompanied by ‘book psychology’
(bibliopsychology) and ‘book pedagogy’. Within
these, bibliological issues were considered in the
context of relationships between books and hu-
mans and the educational functions of books.
One of the most influential concepts in the
last few decades, the so-called functional book
science (Karol Glombiowski, 1970), has its
roots in sociological approach. Its essence is a
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simultaneous, dual consideration of the book
and the book world. They are not only histori-
cal and social facts, but also manifestations of
a perpetual process of interpersonal and soci-
etal communication and of fulfilling the role of
book, whether potential or real. The functional
concept in book science corresponds with in-
formation and communication theories which
have allowed to focus on book characteristics as
a means of recording information and as com-
munication tools more than before.

Here, the most important are theoretical
constructs of Paul Otlet (1934) and Robert
Estivals (1987). For Otlet, bibliology is identi-
cal with documentology understood as a broad
universal science focused on any documents and
their functioning. A ‘documented being’ (,I'étre
documenté”) as a subject of bibliology is deci-
sive for its importance for any other sciences,
within which ‘documents’ are produced (e.g.
books, periodicals, various ‘scripta). Estivals, in
turn, paved the way for considering bibliology
as a science about written communication (,la
science de la communication écrite”).

Opver time, the cultural perspective in bib-
liological research regained importance and ap-
preciation. Indeed, at least since the end of the
19t century, in humanistic literature of many
countries, notions such as book, printing, li-
brary, or readership were intimately related to
word ‘culture’. The significance of the ‘book
culture’ notion for establishing the identity of
book science relates to its potential to bring
together all material and spiritual aspects of a
book and its usefulness for both historical bib-
liology and description of the contemporary
book world.

A confirmation of the usefulness of ‘book
culture’ as of the central paradigm of modern
bibliology is provided by the emergence of
many related notions in international human-
istic writing. Thus, we have ‘script culture,
‘print culture’, ‘typographic culture’, ‘publishing
culture’, ‘bibliographic culture’ (including his-
toriography of literature), ‘library culture’ and
‘reading culture’. The latter two are typically
present in the history of culture, but also in bib-
liology, sociology, and literature science.

Viena i§ jtakingiausiy pastarujy desimtme-
¢iy koncepciju, vadinamoji funkciné knygotyra
(Karol Glombiowski, 1970), iSaugo i$ sociolo-
ginio pamato. Jos ésmé ta, kad tuo pat metu
atsizvelgiama | du veiksnius — knyga ir knygos
pasaulj. Jie suvokiami ne tik kaip istoriniai ar
socialiniai faktai, bet ir kaip nuolatinio tarpas-
meninés ir visuomeninés komunikacijos pro-
ceso raiSka, kaip knygos potencialaus ar realaus
vaidmens jgyvendinimas. Funkciné koncepcija
knygotyroje sutampa su informacijos ir komu-
nikacijos teorijomis, kurios labiau negu kada
nors anksciau leido sutelktdi démesj | knygos
kaip informacijos jrafymo priemonés ir komu-
nikacijos jrankio pozymius.

Siuo atveju svarbiausi yra Paulio Otlet
(1934) ir Robert’o Estivalso (1987) teoriniai
konstrukeai. P. Odet bibliologija tapatina su
dokumentotyra, suvokdamas ja kaip platy uni-
versaly moksla, tiriantj bet kokius dokumentus
ir ju funkcionavima. Bibliologijos dalykas — do-

kumentuota esybé (,I'étre documenté”) — turi le-
miamos reik§més visiems kitiems mokslams, na-
grinéjantiems dokumentus (pavyzdziui, knygas,
periodinius leidinius, visokius scripza). R. Esti-
vals savo ruoztu pagrindé kelig bibliologijai kaip
mokslui apie raSyting komunikacija (4 science de
la communication écrite) suprasti.

Ilgainiui bibliologijos tyrimy kultarinis as-
pektas susigrazino svarbg ir verte. ISties nuo
XIX a. pabaigos daugelio $aliy humanitarinéje
literattiroje knygos, spaudos, bibliotekos, skaity-
bos savokos buvo neatsicjamos nuo zodzio kul-
tiira. Knygos kultiros savokos reik§mé nustatant
knygotyros tapatybg siejama su jos potencialu
sujungti visus materialius ir dvasinius knygos as-
peketus, jos naudingumu ir istorinei bibiologijai,
ir $ivolaikinio knygos pasaulio apibadinimui.

Knygos kultiros kaip pagrindinés Siuolai-
kinés bibliologijos paradigmos naudinguma
patvirtina daugybés giminingu savoky atsira-
dimas tarptautiniuose humanitary veikaluose.
Juose randame tokias savokas kaip rasto kultiira,
spaudos kulttira, poligrafijos kultira, leidybos
kultara, bibliografijos kultira (jskaitant literata-
ros istoriografija), biblioteky kultara ir skaitymo
kultira. Pastarosios dvi savokos paprastai varto-
jamos kulttiros istorijoje, bet jos pasitaiko ir bib-
liologijoje, sociologijoje bei literatiiros moksle.
