V. Rubavicius straipsnyje Gundymas
nemirtingumu: kiinas kaip preke ir isteklius tei-
gia, kad kiinas tapo kultiiros ekonomikos vaiz-
diniy generatoriumi, tai esg Zymi nauja kapi-
talizmo raidos stadija pleciantis informacinei
genetinei ekspansijai. J. Cerneviéiité straips-
nyje Kiinas vartojimo kultiroje: postmo-
dernizmas, vartojimas, kiinas kaip preké pabre-
Zia, kad kiino jvaizdziai tampa ne tik kultiri-
nio kapitalo indikatoriumi, bet ir hedonisti-
niy praktiky lauku.

EDITOR’S INTRODUCTION

The current issue of the “Problems” deals with
the relationship between body and technolo-
gies. The social changes suppose the changes
of human body’s understanding. The attitu-
des towards human body mirror the tenden-
cies of social development, as well. The hu-
man body becomes an important theme of
pop-culture, including advertising, contempo-
rary art, and TV culture. In this way raises an
image of the ideal body that influences our
life. In addition to that, the body is included
into the strategies of commodifying and re-
sourcifying, where it becomes a factor and an
agent of commodity-monetary relationship.
Development of the technologies is directed
to body’s substitution and prosthesis. The me-
dical and information technologies help to ex-
tend the functions of body’s organs or to sub-
stitute their at all. Here a question arises if
these technologies do not help to atrophy bo-
dy’s organs.

So body, its imagination and treatment are
not separated from the social changes. In this
sense body is to be value as a social phenome-
non, as a social section that helps to unders-
tand the changes of living world.

Every social change is continuous. It is a
part of our thought’s and world-view’s chan-
ge. Therefore the question of relationship bet-
ween body and technologies leads to the ori-
gin and senses of the concepts bios, logos,
techné.

The authors of the articles analyze men-
tioned concepts as the means of existential
thinking (T. Kacerauskas), reveal the intercon-
nections between body and thought
(A. Mickevitius, J. Dagys), analyze the body’s

place in the consumer society (V. Rubavicius,
J. Cernevidiité, A. Mickevicius), show the pos-
sibility of its imagination and construction
(J. Baranova, J. Lavrinec), treat an individual as
the knot of social bodies (R. Ginevicius, T Ka-
Cerauskas).

The articles of the first rubric (Image of
the Body and Existence) are connected by at-
tention to the existential problems. In her ar-
ticle The Phenomenon of Blindness and the Mo-
vement of Hand J. Baranova raises the ques-
tion how a phenomenon of blindness has be-
en expressed in the works of the graphic art,
looks for the parallel between a blind and an
artist painting the self-portrait. In his article
with Greek title Bios-techné-logos T. Kace-
rauskas analyses the antique notions bios,
techné, and logos inboth etymological and exis-
tential ways. The author treats the body as a
component of the spiritual environment whi-
le it needs the life-technique, i.e. an art of texts’
creation in the particular contexts. In her ar-
ticle “I Don’t Know How to Work upon My Skin
from Within” (a Bodily Aspect of Self-Narra-
tion) J. Lavrinec following the topic analyzed
by J. Baranova arises the question of repre-
sentation. The author attributes to the “tech-
nologies” (camera) the role of a catalyst du-
ring the representation of bodily experience.
In the article Social Bodies and Identity of an
Individual under the Influence of Techné and
Logos R. Ginevi€ius with his co-author return
to the topic of existential creation in the so-
cial environment. The authors are discussing
the becoming individual as a knot of different
social bodies. This article correlates with the
topics of the second rubric. The first rubric
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finishes J. Dagys with his article on relation
between body-mind and freedom (The Mind-
body Problem and Libertarian Freedom of the
Will). These existential questions are concer-
ning here within the other (physicalist) fra-
mework.

The article of the second rubric (Construc-
ting Body in the Consumer Society) deals with
the place and role of body in the consuming
society. In his article Temptation by Immorta-
lity: Body as a Commodity and Resource
V. Rubavicius maintains that body has beco-
me a generator of cultural economics’ ima-
ges, it signifies a new stage of capitalism’ de-
velopment under the forces of an expansion
which may be called a genetic colonization.
In her article Body in Consumer Culture: Post-
modemnism, Consumption and Body as a Com-
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modity J. Cerneviciiité continues the theme
of commodification. The author stresses that
the images of the body become not only an
indicator of cultural capital, but also a space
of hedonistic practises. In the last article of
this issue G. Deleuze: Bodily Mnemonics and
Social Desire-Machines A. MickeviCius deve-
lops the meanings and the interconnections
of the notions “body without organs” and “de-
siring machines”. The author shows how the-
se notions can serve analysing the social rea-
lity.

The issue grew out of the ideas discussed
at the conference (Body and Technologies)
described in very last essay (On “Body and
technologies” in a Technical University). The
conference proceeded not by accident in Vil-
nius Gediminas Technical University.
