EDITORIAL

In the supplementary volume to the 66th issue
of “Problemos” we publish the papers authored
by Belorussian philosophers. They represent
the young, democratically minded generation
of the philosophers from our neighbour coun-
try, who were teaching at European Humani-
ties University in Minsk at the time when the
project resulting in this issue of our magazin
was initiated (regrettably, the university was
closed by Belorussian government in 2004).
In the 2003, two divisions of the Vilnius uni-
versity — Faculty of Philosophy and Institute
of Belorussia —initiated the project “Belorussia
and Lithuania: contemporary philosophical
discourse”. The project pursued the goal to
create the shared space for the philosophers
from both countries to discuss'current topics
in contemporary philosophy, to delineate the
shape of the contemporary episteme, to describe
the ongoing social and cultural transformations,
to classify new intellectual formations charac-
teristic for the communities of philosophical
discourse in our countries.

The realization of the projects proceeded
in several steps. Firstly, on December 12,2003

the symposiumwas arranged in Vilnius to dis-
cuss the state of art in philosophical discourse
in Belorussia and Lithuania. The guests from
Minsk prof. V. Fours, assoc. prof. T. Shchyt-
tsova and prof. R. Ple&kaitis, assoc. prof.
N. Lomaniené from Vilnius University made
their presentations. The discussion followed,
with prof. M. P. Saulauskas, prof. E. Nekrasas
assoc. prof. K.Dubnikas, assoc. prof. A. Gor-
nykh, assoc. prof. E. Borisov and others as
participants. The agenda of the discussion
included not only theoretical topics, but also
practical problems of cooperation. The
present issue of “Problemos” with papers of
our Belorussian colleagues realizes one of the
agreements reached during this discussion. It
will be followed by the publication of the
Belorussian philosophical magazine “Topos”
including the papers authored by Lithuanian
philosophers.

The cooperation between the philosophers
from Lithuania and Belorussia contributes to
the construction of the common language and
shared framework for the countries with dif-
ferent political and cultural traditions.
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
