Egipto faraonas Chufu (Cheopsas) kaip baznytinio slavy
Judéjy chronografo Sakmeés apie Sovijy istorinis pagrindas

Santrauka

Kaip Zinome, slaviskai rasyta Sovijaus sakmé Zinoma vien i$ Judéjy chronografo
nuorasy. Jj sudaro vertimai is graiky kalbos, tradiciskai datuojami 1262 metais.
Neseniai buvo pasitlyta patikimesné data - apie 1362 metus. Verstinis konteks-
tas (Jono Malalo Chronografas, Nikitos i§ Herakléjos komentarai Grigaliaus Na-
zianzie¢io 16 pamoksly) suponuoja mintj apie tokj pat verstinj Sovijaus sakmeés
pobudj, ta¢iau vertimo $altinis lieka nezinomas. Alternatyvias aikinimai vertina
$ig sakme kaip precedento neturintj ankstyva tautosakinio teksto uzra§yma arba
kaip ryty slavy knygiy sukurta verstiniy teksty kompiliacija; abiem atvejais reis-
kinys neturi tipologiniy paraleliy.

Anks¢iau buvau nurodes Sovijaus sakmeés daugialypj panasumg j araby tra-
dicijoje funkcionavusia informacija apie $iaurés Mesopotamijoje esan¢io Harano
miesto sabiy (vélyvosios pagonybés atstovy) tikéjima ir jy legendinj protévj Sabj,
kuris, tikétina, ir buvo slaviskame (galimai verstiniame) tekste minimo Sovijaus
prototipas. Pagonys sabiai buvo kazkaip susije su Egiptu ir su ten esan¢iomis
piramidémis.

Sovijaus vardas kildintas i$ arabi$kojo teonimo Sabis, i§ liet. saulé, Sova ‘dre-
vé, savas, aiskintas raytinio teksto deformacija. Siame straipsnyje parodoma,
kad arabiskuose veikaluose viena i$ Egipto piramidziy jvardijama kaip legendi-
nio Sabio kapas todél, kad turimas omeny faraonas Chufu, taip pat Zinomas kaip
Cheopsas (~ XXVI a. pr. Kr.), nes jis pasistaté didZiausig piramide Gizoje ir buvo
joje palaidotas. Sio faraono vardas jvairiai transkribuotas graikiskoje rastijoje.
Tokiy transkripcijy chronologiné apzvalga leidzia susieti §j varda tiek su ara-
by rastijoje paplitusio legendinio veikéjo Saurid’'o vardu (paaiskinant jj tarpine
kopty kalbos forma), tiek su kiriliniame Judéjy chronografe minimo legendinio
Sovijaus vardu.

Sovijaus sakmé bus atsiradusi dél to, kad po monoteizmo jsigaléjimo Egipte
(apie IIT a. po Kr.) piramidés buvo suvokiamos kaip iskiliausias pagoniskosios
kultaros paminklas, o jo realus karéjas faraonas Chufu virto pasaulinés pagony-
bés legendiniu pradininku.

The Egyptian Pharaoh Khufu (Cheops) as the Historical Basis
of the Legendary Sovii in the Old Church Slavonic Jewish
Chronograph

Summary

The Myth of Sovii, narrated in the Old Church Slavonic Chronograph of 1262
(recently dated to ca. 1362) is sandwiched between translations from the Greek
(John Malalas’ Chronography, commentaries to the 16 Sermons of Gregory the
Theologian by Nicetas of Heraclea). This presupposes the idea of a translated
nature of the Myth of Sovii, but the immediate source of this translation remains
unknown. Alternative interpretations regard this Myth as an unprecedentedly
early written record of a piece of Lithuanian folklore or as an East Slavic
compilation of translated texts; in both cases the phenomenon is typologically
unparalleled.

As I previously showed, similar myths about the origins of paganism and its
customs (including that of cremations of human remains) can be found in tenth-
thirteenth-century Arabic sources, which describe the origins of the Sabians of
Harran (in northern Mesopotamia) from their legendary ancestor named Sab
or Sabi, who might have been the prototype of Sovii in the Old Church Slavonic
Chronograph. The Sabians of Harran are reported to be somehow related to
Egypt and the pyramids there.

Scholars explained the name of Sovii as derived from the South Arabic
theonym Sabis, from Lithuanian words saulé ‘sun, Sova ‘tree hollow’, savas
‘own), or as a result of a deformation of the original text with no personal name.
The present article demonstrates that Arabic texts present one of the Egyptian
pyramids as the tomb of Sabi, the legendary ancestor of the Sabians of Harran,
because it was the tomb of a real historical person - Pharaoh Khufu, also known
as Cheops (~ twenty-sixth century BC).

The name of Khufu is variously transcribed into the Greek script. A chro-
nological overview of Greek transcriptions makes it possible to associate this
name both with the name of Saurid (Sirid), the legendary pyramid builder of
Arabic sources (explaining it by an intermediate form of the Coptic language)
and with the legendary Sovii of the Cyrillic Chronograph.

The Myth of Sovii must have been created because after the wide spread
of Christian monotheism in Egypt (the third century AD), the pyramids were
perceived as the most prominent monument of pagan culture, and Pharaoh
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Khufu, the actual creator of the most famous pyramid, became the legendary
ancestor of universal paganism.
