Editor’s Note

The forty-fourth issue of the journal “Special Education” has been published.

The present issue publishes five scientific articles prepared by researchers
from various universities of Lithuania and Ukraine which share with readers
the main results as well as theoretical approaches and empirical insights.

The first article in this issue of the journal analyses the attitudes and actions
of school leaders in implementing a project enhancing inclusive education,
chosen by a school. The implementation of the project in Lithuania is supported
by the programme “I choose to teach - for school change!”, which aims to
increase inclusive education as a focus on each child. In the article, a team
of authors from Vytautas Magnus University and Vilnius University Siauliai
Academy (L. Miltenienég, ]. Valuckiené, M. Damkuviené, S. Bal¢iiinas, E. Petukiené,
M. Bugenyteé) seeks to reveal what conception and values of inclusive education
are followed by school leaders; what their managerial actions and leadership in
transformational processes taking place in the school while enhancing inclusive
education are.

Topical issues of speech therapy are presented in the article by D. Kairiené
and A. Gajauskiené (Vytautas Magnus University), where the scientists analyse
speech therapists’ experience and view about the opportunities of telepractice
in providing speech therapy to children.

A joint group of researchers from Klaipéda University and Kostiuk Institute
of Psychology, Ukraine (O. Chykhantsova, ]. KieviSiené, I. Baranauskiené, C. Agos-
tinis-Sobrinho), presents a study revealing the quality of life and life satisfaction
of people with disabilities in quarantine due to the COVID-19 pandemic in
Ukraine and Lithuania.

Scientist Y. Haletska analyses the results of the study of the formation of
eating and personal hygiene skills among children with moderate and severe
intellectual disabilities.

This issue also presents the results of a qualitative study conducted by
researchers R. Raudelitinaité and V. Gudzinskiené from Mykolas Romeris
University, revealing preconditions for the successful education of children with
autism spectrum disorder at a primary general school based on the experiences
of their parents.
