Modesta Liugaité-Cerniauskiené, pasitelkusi antropology Arnoldo van
Gennepo, Victoro Turnerio jtvirtintg liminalumo koncepcijq, savo straipsnyje paais-
kina namy ir tévynés netekusiy lietuviy tremtiniy kurybiskumo proverzj per Antrgjj
pasaulinj karq ir pokariu. Romantizmo apraisky to paties laikotarpio partizany, jy
réméjy, politiniy kaliniy ir tremtiniy sukurtose dainose ieskoma Austés Nakienés
straipsnyje, kuriame pokariu kilusiq naujqg sio stiliaus bangq autoré siulo vadinti
liaudiskuoju romantizmu. Lina Petrosiené gilinasi j kol kas tyréjy démesio nesu-
laukusj lietuviy dainy tradicijos aspektq, kai, bemaz isnykus vietiniams Mazosios
Lietuvos regiono gyventojams, sengjg dainavimo tradicijg imasi gaivinti ir puose-
léti Siame kraSte apsigyveng kity regiony atstovai bei jy palikuonys, susibiirg j sce-
nos kolektyvus. Eglés Gelaziutés-Pranevicienés straipsnis ,,AutentiSkumo slinktys:
elektroniné Sokiy muzika kaip terpé Siuolaikinei folkloro raiskai” skiriamas ryskiau-
siy postfolklorinés elektroninés muzikos kuréjy darbams aptarti. Autorés démesio

pasirodymo; iki Siol iséjo 25 tomai). Lina Bugiené imasi bendresnés, Lietuvoje dar
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menkai aktualintos folkloro ir politikos santykiy temos ,,Folkloras ir politika: prigim-
tinés sgsajos ir jsisaknijusios stigmos*: Autoré iesko atsakymo j klausimgq, kodél politi-
né folkloro ir jo tyrimy prigimtis vis dar neretai yra ignoruojama ar stigmatizuojama.

Su rubrika ,,PasaulévaizdZio ir tapatybés tyrimai* dedami du straipsniai, kuriuo-
se virtuvés rakando — puodo — jvaizdis abiejy autoriy tyrimui pasitelkiamas kiry-
biskai — kaip gyvenimo alegorijos ir tapatybiy metaforos figtura. Aelita Kensminiené
savo straipsniu ,,Lietuviy mjslés apie puodg — Zmogaus gyvenimo alegorijos™ tesia
tarptautinio reiskinio — vadinamosios kanciy serijos mjslése — tyrimg, jau kurj laikg
jos narpliojamq ir skelbiamg straipsniy cikle.

FOREWORD

The 61 volume of Tautosakos darbai / Folklore Studies starts with congratulations
to the academy professor Leonardas Sauka, the long-time editor-in-chief of our
journal, who celebrates his 90" birthday this year.

The research articles comprise several chapters. The first one is entitled
“Sociocultural Meanings and Shifts in Singing” and starts with the article by Jurga
Sadauskiené discussing the canonical concept of folksong from the 18" century until
nowadays. The author surveys value statements by the researchers investigating
Lithuanian folksongs at different historical periods and elucidates changes in the
scholarly appreciation of this genre. The following two authors focus on a specific
topic, namely, songs by the Lithuanian deportees and political prisoners of the Soviet
times. This field of research keeps accumulating new sources and has acquired new
angles and attracted active interest lately. Modesta Liugaité-Cerniauskiené uses the
concept of liminality developed by anthropologists Arnold van Gennep and Victor
Turner to explain the rise in creativity among the deportees and political prisoners, who
had lost their homes and homeland during the WWII and afterwards. Austé Nakiené
in turn engages in searching for manifestations of romanticism in the songs from
the same period created by Lithuanian partisans, their supporters, political prisoners
and deportees. The author suggests defining the new wave of this style originating
in the postwar period as folk romanticism. Lina Petrosiené investigates the so far
underresearched aspect of the Lithuanian folksong tradition: the revival and fostering
of the songs from Lithuania Minor, which takes place thanks to the efforts of folk
groups performing onstage and engaging members from various Lithuanian regions
settling in this land after its original inhabitants have nearly died out. The article
by Eglé Gelaziuté-Praneviciené is entitled “Shifts in Authenticity: Electronic Dance
Music as Environment for Contemporary Folklore Forms” and discusses works by
outstanding creators of the post-folklore electronic music. The author focuses on
their stylistic uniqueness that manifests in combining two fields of creative material —
modern and old. According to her, this combination yields new authentic sensations,
since both the folklore tradition that is continued, practiced and enriched with new
expressions and the electronic music that is creatively infused with newly discovered
ancient cultural values could be regarded as authentic.

Next chapter deals with ideological contexts of folklore. Here, Broné StundZiené

analyses the impact of ideological environment on the long-term process of editing
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and publication of the multivolume Book of Lithuanian Folk Songs that started
during Soviet times (between 1980 and 2020, twenty five volumes were published).
Lina Bugiené tackles the general issue of relationship between folklore and politics
that is heavily underresearched in Lithuanian folkloristics. In her article “Folklore
and Politics: Inherent Connections and Entrenched Stigmas” the author attempts
answering the question why political nature of folklore and its research is still largely
ignored or stigmatized.

Under the title “Studies of Worldview and Identity” two research articles are
published, creatively engaging the image of a kitchen utensil — namely, the pot, which
is regarded as an allegory of a human life or a metaphoric expression of identity.
The article by Aelita Kensminiené “Lithuanian Riddles of the Pot as Allegories of
the Human Life” is a continuation of her research cycle dealing with an international
phenomenon — the so-called series of suffering in the riddles. Currently she analyses
all the available variants of the two Lithuanian riddles mentioning the pot, also
engaging international parallels and texts belonging to other genres. Jurgita Senuliené
focuses on identity expression through food. Employing the published cookbooks as
sources for her research article, the author attempts revealing the essential eating
habits of the Lithuanian emigrants and their change.

Celebrating the 200" anniversary of the German linguist and folklore collector
August Schleicher, Jaraté Slekonyté discusses aspects of his activities that are
important to the Lithuanian culture and humanities, particularly highlighting
his efforts in spreading the Lithuanian folklore, especially folktales. In 2021, the
paremiologist and former researcher of the Institute of Lithuanian Literature and
Folklore Lilija Kudirkiené celebrates her 80" birthday. She is interviewed by Dalia
Zaikauskiené and describes her way into the proverb research.

In this volume, four reviews of the books published in 2020 are included. Susanne
Osterlund-Pétzsch discusses the collection of articles edited by Lina Biigiené, The
Storytelling Human: Lithuanian Folk Tradition Today. Marija Zavjalova reviews the
monograph by Daiva Vaitkeviciené on the Baltic drinks and rituals. Daiva Vaitkeviciené
introduces to the Lithuanian readers the academic edition of the Latvian charms edited
by Aivars Lielbardis, presenting its detailed survey. The rich folklore legacy of the
poet, senior lecturer at the Vilnius University, essayist and public activist Marcelijus
Martinaitis, constituting the book “Studies in Lithuanian Ethnology: Exposures of Our
Ancient Memory” is discussed in detail by Jurga Sadauskiené.

The chronicle comprises just two events taking place in our academic life, severely
restricted by the quarantine imposed due to the COVID-19 pandemic. Austé Nakiené
informs of the restored historical name of the Lithuanian Folklore Archives, and
Radvilé Racénaité surveys an online conference — the 13" “Readings of Professor
Norbertas Vélius”, dedicated to the 100™ anniversary of mythology researcher

Marija Gimbutiené.
