PRATARME

Tautosakos darby 60-as tomas pasirodo itin sunkiu visai Lietuvai metu. Tiek pir-
moji, tiek antroji COVID-19 pandemijos bangos paralyziavo daugelio Zmoniy jprastq
gyvenimo ir darby tékme, trukdé vykdyti kasdienius jsipareigojimus. Vis délto ren-
giant tomgq sulaukta jdomiy pasialymy, todél tikimés, kad ir Siuosyk skelbiami aktua-
lus etnologijos, antropologijos, literattirologijos straipsniai, taip pat kitos publikacijos
sudomins misy skaitytojg.

Mokslo straipsniai sudéti j du skyrius. Pirmajame, pavadintame , Folkloro tyri-
my horizontai®, Jiraté Slekonyté, pasitelkdama pasaulinj kultiros istoriky tyrimy
kontekstq, nagrinéja iki Siol lietuviy folkloristikoje mazai tirtq kareivio pasakotojo
vaidmenj tradicinéje XIX—XX a. pradzios lietuvisko kaimo bendruomenéje. Pasa-
ky sekéjas kareivis Siame straipsnyje traktuojamas kaip savotiSkas tarpininkas, per
kurj tolimesniy krasty pasakos pasiekdavo Lietuvg ir ¢ia iSplisdavo. Ritos Zarskienés
atliktas tyrimas skirtas su pirmgja lietuviy emigracijos banga (XIX a. antroji pusé—
XX a. pradzia) j Jungtines Amerikos Valstijas atvykusiy muzikaliy iSeiviy suburtiems
puciamyjy instrumenty orkestrams ir jy aktyviai veiklai. Daroma isvada, jog multi-
kultarinéje JAV aplinkoje, kurioje anuomet buvo itin populiariis puciamyjy instrumen-
ty orkestrai, meistrisku grojimu ir atliekamu repertuaru iSsiskyre lietuviskieji stiprino
lietuviy imigranty tauting savimone ir garsino Lietuvos vardg. Rokas Sinkevicius gili-
nasi j latviy mitologines Saulés dukros vestuviy tematikos dainas. Autorius nagrinéja
Perkiino nutrenkto medzio, Saulés renkamy auksiniy Saky ir pinamo vainikélio kelis
motyvus, iSrySkina jy tarpusavio rysius, simbolikq, nustato galimai nevienodq jy kil-
me ir aptaria tiriamo siuZeto interpretacijas ankstesniy tyréjy keliamose hipotezése.
Marjeta Pisk raso apie Slovénijos pasienio regionuose paplitusias dvikalbes dainas,
kuriy ankstesni tyréjai nelaiké tradicinémis liaudies dainomis, nes jos gyvuoja atlieka-
mos atskirose visuomenés grupése ,,netautine” kalba. Straipsnyje svarstoma iy dainy
sklaidos istorinés ir ekonominio pobudzio aplinkybés, siiloma analizuojamq dainy
repertuarg laikyti bendru 3alies liaudies dainy paveldu, kuriame kaip tik dvikalbés
yra ypac reikSmingos suvokiant tam tikros Zzmoniy grupés santykius. Rytis Ambra-
zevicius, lietuviy liaudies dainy melodijy tyrimuose placiai taikantis akusting analize,
§j kartqg metodq pasitelkia dviejy tradicinio dainavimo stiliaus savybiy — dinamikos
ir greito garso aukscio kitimo tyrimams. Kaip teigia autorius, jo aprasyta ir gausiais
pavyzdziais pailiustruota metodika galéty pasitarnauti tiriantiems ne tik tradicinio

dainavimo, bet ir kitokio dainavimo bei instrumentinio muzikavimo stilistikq.
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, Tarpdalykiniy konteksty* skyriuje folkloristé Asta Skujyté-Razmiené ir istori-
ké Milda Kontrimé nagrinéja viduramZiais Zmonijg kamavusio maro Europoje gy-
vavusias dvi kilmés versijas bei jy galimas apraiSkas Lietuvoje. Pirmosios versijos
Salininkai kaltyjy ieSkojo tarp etniniy ir religiniy mazumy ir jais Vakary Europoje
dazniausiai tapdavo Zydai, o antrosios $iqg pandemijg siejo su Dievo bausme prasi-
kaltusiai Zzmonijai. Tyrimas autoréms leido teigti, jog abi maro kilmés interpretacijos
tik is dalies susijusios su Lietuvoje gyvavusia samprata, nes maras liaudyje dazniau-
siai buvo personifikuojamas ar siejamas su mitinémis bitybémis. Ramunés Bleizgie-
nés straipsnio démesio centre — XIX a. vidurio—XX a. pradzios lietuviski vadovéliai
ir kiti pedagoginiai leidiniai; tirdama juose pastebimg emocing raiSkq autoré siekia
rekonstruoti istoriskai susiformavusiq ir konkreciam laikotarpiui budingg asmens
sampratq ir jos rysj su dziaugsmo iSgyvenimu. Mykolés LukoSienés antropologinis
tyrimas nukreiptas j Siuolaikinio miesto, ypac jo mikrorajony, gentrifikacijos — per-
kirimo, atnaujinimo, suSiuolaikinimo — procesq. Analizés objektu pasirenkamas
konkretus pries trejus metus viename Kauno mikrorajone organizuotas festivalis.

Lietuvoje 2020-uosius
paskelbus etnobotanikés Eugenijos Simkanaités metais, prisimenamas jos pomégis
kurti pasakas ir legendas, Siandien vertinamas kaip meilés israiska gimtajam kras-
tui. Skelbiamas ir Daivos Vaitkevicienés pokalbis su garsiu Siuolaikiniu mitologijos
tyréju Dainiumi Razausku jo 60-ies mety sukakties proga. Skaitytojui Sis tekstas
padés geriau pazinti Sig iSskirting moksling brandg pasiekusiq asmenybe.

FOREWORD

The 60" volume of Tautosakos darbai / Folklore Studies appears at a very difficult
time for Lithuania. This year, waves of the COVID-19 pandemic paralyzed the usual
way of life for many people, hindering fulfillment of planned tasks. Nevertheless, the
editor of the volume received interesting contributions; therefore, we hope that articles
in ethnology, anthropology, literature studies, and other relevant publications will
spark the readers’ interest.

The research articles are grouped into two chapters. The first one, “Horizons of
Folklore Research”, starts with the article by Jaraté Slekonyté, who uses the global
context of cultural history research to examine a hardly ever investigated topic of
Lithuanian folklore, namely, the role of the storytelling soldier in the Lithuanian
village community of the 19" — the beginning of the 20" century. The storytelling
soldier is regarded in this article as a certain mediator, ensuring transferring and
spread of the tales from the faraway lands in Lithuania. The subject of study by
Riita Zarskiené comprises the popular brass bands organized in the United States
by the first wave of the Lithuanian emigrants (taking place in the second half of the
19" — the beginning of the 20" century). The author concludes that the Lithuanian
brass bands and their activities enhanced the national self-consciousness of the
Lithuanian immigrants and promoted the name of Lithuania in the multicultural
environment of the USA. Rokas Sinkevicius analyzes the Latvian mythological songs
on the Sun daughter’s wedding. This author discusses the motives of the tree struck
down by Perkiinas, the golden boughs picked up by the Sun and the wreath that
is made, elucidating the mutual relationship of these motives, their symbolism and
possibly different origins, also introducing hypothetical interpretations of the theme
in question by the previous researchers. Marjeta Pisk describes the bilingual songs
that are popular along the Slovenian-Italian border, which earlier folklorists did
not consider as traditional folksongs, since they were performed in “non-national”
languages. Having discussed the historical and economic circumstances determining
the spread of such songs, the author suggests that this repertoire should be regarded
as a common folksong heritage of the country, the bilingual songs being especially
important in terms of understanding the relationship between certain social groups.
Rytis Ambrazevicius, who has long been employing acoustic analysis in his research
of the folksong melodies, uses this method to investigate two characteristics of the
traditional singing style: namely, the dynamics and the rapid pitch change. According
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to him, this exhaustive and richly illustrated study could serve the researchers engaged
in not only the stylistics of traditional singing, but also in other kinds of singing, and
instrumental music making as well.

Under the title of “Interdisciplinary Contexts”, the folklore researcher Asta
Skujyté-Razmiené and historian Milda Kontrimé join forces to analyze two theories
on the origins of plague that repeatedly swept across Europe in the Middle Ages,
and possible reception of these theories in Lithuania. Supporters of the first theory
blamed the ethnic and religious minorities, which in the Western Europe primarily
included the Jews, while promoters of the second theory tended to regard the
pandemic as the divine punishment for human sins. The authors conclude that both
the interpretations of the plague’s origins were only partly related to the Lithuanian
version, since here the vernacular notion of plague mostly included personification
of the disease and its close connections to the mythical beings. Ramuné Bleizgiené
focuses in her article on the Lithuanian textbooks and other didactic publications
from the middle of the 19" — beginning of the 20" century. Having investigated
the emotional expressions revealed in them, the author attempts to reconstruct the
historically developed notion of personality that was typical for this period, including
its relation to the experience of joy. The anthropological study by Mykolé LukoSiené
deals with gentrification processes taking place in the modern urban environments.
The subject of analysis in this case is a cultural festival organized three years ago in
one particular neighborhood of Kaunas.

As usual, anniversaries of several people that are important to the Lithuanian
folklore and culture are celebrated. The authors of the commemorative contributions
appreciate them from the historical perspective. Such texts include essays dedicated
to the 150" anniversary of the musical theoretician and folksong researcher Teodoras
Brazys; to the 120" anniversary of the famous folksong performer from D:zikija
region Petras Zalanskas and the cultural festival related to it; and to the 100™
anniversary of the researcher in ethnobotany Eugenija Simkinaité — her famous
passion for creating tales and legends is appreciated today as an expression of love
for her native land. Last but not least, an interview by Daiva Vaitkeviciené with
the famous contemporary researcher of Lithuanian mythology Dainius Razauskas is
published on the occasion of his 60" birthday.

Two publications based on the collections from the Lithuanian Folklore Archives
introduce archival materials that are yet hardly familiar even to the academic
community. Rima Visackiené surveys the activities and significant cultural contribution
of the folklore collector and promoter Stanislava Stripiniené (1933-2020), while
Irena Ziliené introduces the hitherto unpublished archived correspondence of the
famous folklore researcher Jonas Balys (1909-2011).

Several reviews and annotations of the recent scholarly publications are also
published, including a review by Lina Petrosiené of the monograph by Ausra Zickiené

“Spontaneous Song: Marginal State, Traditional Structures, Vernacular Meanings,
Global Expression” (2019), and Jurga Jonutyté's discussion of the monograph by
Daiva Raciunaité-Vyciniené “Woven Sutartinés” (2018).

The chronicle of important academic events taking place in the second half of 2020
is presented as well, and the volume concludes with the full bibliography of Tautosakos
darbai / Folklore Studies (2016—2020, vols. 51-60), edited by Vilma Daugirdaité.
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
