Tautosakos darby 59-ajame tome dauguma skelbiamy straipsniy yra skirti liaudies
dainy ir dainuojamosios tradicijos tyrimams. 2019 m. geguzés 20—24 d. Lietuviy lite-
raturos ir tautosakos institute kartu su Tarptautine baladziy komisija (International
Ballad Commission / Kommission fiir Volksdichtung) buvo surengta 49-oji tarptau-
tiné dainy ir baladziy konferencija ,,Zmoniy rysiai dainose ir per dainas: prasmeés ir
kontekstai®. Jos pranesimy pagrindu paraSyti straipsniai ir sudaro Sio tomo branduo-
lj; jie skelbiami sudéti j keturis skyrius, leidZiancius isryskinti pagrindines Siuolaiki-
niy dainy tyrimy tendencijas dviem aspektais — semantiniu ir sociokulturiniu.
Pirmame skyriuje ,,Zmoniy santykiai dainose“ publikuojami darbai, tiriantys
istorinéje dainy atmintyje islikusius Zmoniy santykius. Du straipsniai yra skirti
kraujomaisos temai tradicinése baladése. Arbnora Dushi analizuoja albany balades
apie brolj ir seserj, atpazjstancius vienas kitg po ilgo isSsiskyrimo. Autoré pabrézia,
kad, skirtingai nuo kituose Europos krastuose paplitusiy Sio baladés tipo versijy,
albaniskosioms yra svetimas kraujomaiSos motyvas ir sieja Sio reiSkinio iStakas
su albany gentine visuomene, pripaZinusia egzogamines santuokas. Ana Maria
Paiva Mordao pateikia ispaniskai kalbanciose Salyse populiarios baladés ,,Delga-
dinja® portugaliskosios versijos literatiuring analize. Apzvelgusi baladés uzrasymy
istorijq ir nustaciusi virtualy jos siuzetq, tyréja démesj sutelkia j kraujomaisai su
tévu pasipriesinusios ir dél to nubaustos merginos rysius su broliais ir seserimis,
atspindincius hierarchiniais santykiais paremtg Seimos sandarq. Davidas Atkinso-
nas, nagrinédamas XVIII a. angly balades, kelia klausimgq, ar (ir kaip) poetiniuose
tekstuose vaizduojami Zmoniy santykiai siejasi su to laikotarpio Anglijos sociali-
ne ir kultirine tikrove. Autoriaus teigimu, baladés, budamos prieinama literatiira
ir to meto paprastiems zZmonéms, turéjo zadinti jy vaizduote, pasakodamos apie
aukstesniyjy visuomenés sluoksniy kasdieninj gyvenimg. Delia Dattilo nagrinéja
XIX a. antrojoje puséje Piety Italijos Kalabrijos regione populiarias meilés dainas:
iSrySkina jose atspindétq socialinj kontekstq — tradicing Seimos struktirg, kaimynis-
kus rysius, aptaria jaunimo meilés, iSsiskyrimo, santuokos temgq, atkreipia démesj
J dainy poetiniy vaizdy sistemoje jsitvirtinusias urbanistines erdves, atspindincias
jose gyvenanciy zmoniy santykius. Oksana Mykytenko pateikia lyginamgjj tyrimg
apie ukrainieciy ir piety slavy (bulgary, makedonieliy, serby) mazy vaiky laidotuviy
raudas: aptariama Siy kuriniy kompozicija, temos, archajing pasauléjautq atspin-

dintys jvaizdziai ir stereotipinés formulés.
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Straipsniai is skyriaus ,, Telkiancioji dainos galia® juvairiais aspektais nagrinéja
dainavimo socializuojantj poveikj. Marjetkos Golez Kauci¢ tyrimo objektas — dvi-
kalbés, vadinamosios makaroninés liaudies dainos ir autoriné poezija. Straipsnyje
parodoma, kad tokie kuriniai ne tik iSduoda dainininko ar poeto dvigubg tapatybe,
bet ir kuria dviejy kultury dialogqg. Geraldas Porteris raso apie dainas, siejamas su
gelezies apdirbéjais ir metalo pramone, plétota Anglijoje, Airijoje, Velse bei Skotijo-
je nuo viduramziy iki pat XX a. Gilindamasis j dainy funkcionavimo kontekstus,
autorius teigia, kad jos galéjo gyvuoti tik glaudZioje, vieningoje bendruomenéje. Mi-
chelés Tito straipsnyje tradiciné muzika ir dainos susiejamos su kulturiniu konteks-
tu — tarantizmo sindromu (savita seksualinés frustracijos iSraiSka), kuris iki XX a.
antrosios pusés buvo paplites Piety Italijos Salento regione. Autorius pabrézia, kad
muzika buvo pasitelkiama ne tik Sio sindromo paveiktiems asmenims gydyti, — Sian-
dien vietos bendruomené muzikq pritaiko ir pramoginéje, rekreacinéje veikloje, Sitaip
jtvirtindami jg kaip Salento regiono kultirinés tapatybés Zenklg. Palenkés regiono
ukrainieciy autochtony muzikinés tradicijos pokyciai aprasomi Larysos LukaSenko
straipsnyje. Tyréja atskleidZia, kaip per pastargjj Simtmetj istoriniai juykiai, demo-
grafiniai ir asimiliaciniai procesai nevienodai paveiké Siaurinéje ir pietinéje Palenkés
dalyse (pavaldziose skirtingoms valstybéms — Baltarusijai ir Lenkijai) gyvenanciy
ukrainieciy tradicing muziking kultirg. Karvojaus apeigy, vieny svarbiausiy tradi-
cinése vestuveése, komunikacinj pobudj nagrinéja Olena Serko. Remdamasi Ukrainos
Rivnés regiono Klincy kaimo bendruomenés nariy atlikty karvojaus apeigy vaizdo
jrasu, ji apibudina ceremonijos dalyviy vaidmenis ir funkcijas, didZiausig déme-
sj skirdama muzikai — pagrindinei $iy apeigy dalyviy bendravimo priemonei. Nuo
XIX a. daugelio lietuviy liaudies dainy rinkéjy, leidéjy ir tautosakos tyréjy margi-
nalizuotam talaliniy Zanrui skirtas Bronés StundZienés straipsnis: apzvelgiama Siy
juoko kulturai priskiriamy daineliy tyrimo istorija, jy squeika su bendru folklorinés
kurybos procesu, apibudinami pagrindiniai talaliniy teminiai modeliai (tarp jy ir ne-
Svankaus pobudZio), svarstoma, kokj komunikacinj vaidmenj jos atlieka. Autoré daro
iSvadg, kad obsceniskoji kiiryba padeda patirti tam tikrg grupés sutelktumo pojitj,
siejamgq su transgresija — neleidziamos ribos perzengimu.

Trecig skyriy sudaro keturi straipsniai, kuriuose nagrinéjama istorinio konteksto
jtaka dainy sklaidai. Marija Klobcar gilinasi | aplinkybes, kuriomis nuo XIX a. iki
XX a. vidurio Slovénijoje gyvavo dvikalbés dainos. Tyréja siekia nustatyti, kokiose
visuomenés grupése jos plito, ir kelia klausimg, ar neigiamas poziiris j dvikalbes
dainas, susiformaves slovény nacionalinio atgimimo laikotarpiu, turéjo jtakos jy rin-
kimui ir sklaidai. Baibos Krogzemés-Mosgordos straipsnyje lyginamos dainos apie
socialines klases dviejuose stambiuose latviy liaudies dainy rinkiniuose, publikuo-
tuose 1910-aisiais, isSgyvenant tautinio atgimimo sqjudj, ir 1983-iaisiais — brandaus
socializmo metais. Mokslininké atskleidZia, kaip jy sudarytojy asmeninés paziuros

ir vyravusi ideologija paveiké dainy atrankq ir jy klasifikavimo principus. Liina
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Saarlo analizuoja esty vaiky dainy rinkinius, sudarytus XX a. pirmojoje puséje,
Salyje tesiantis masiniam tautosakos rinkimo sqjudZiui; aprasomos rinkiniy atsi-
radimo aplinkybés, lémusios neigiamg nuostatq uzrasytos medziagos atzvilgiu, taip
pat aptariamos aktualios metodologinés problemos, su kuriomis Siandien susidu-
ria folkloristai, dirbdami su Siais tautosakos duomenimis. Prie pastarojo skyriaus
moksliniy publikacijy sliejasi ir Jurgos Dzikaités straipsnis, skirtas aptarti po Ant-
rojo pasaulinio karo lietuviy pabégéliy stovyklose Vokietijoje leistoms literatiiros
mokymo priemonéms, periodiniams leidiniams, kuriuose pristatoma lietuviy tau-
tosaka, padéjusi formuoti, palaikyti kolektyvine ir tauting tapatybe egzistencines
jtampas isgyvenusiai bendruomenei.

Atskirame skyrelyje skelbiamas Marthos Marios Lopez Ramos, Gilles Aniorte
Tomassian ir Mario Lépez’o straipsnis, kuriame aptariama dainy ir dainavimo jtaka
sociokulturiniams procesams Siuolaikinéje visuomenéje; kalbama apie dainy kiirybg
kaip biidg stabdyti lyting prievartq: aptariamas Meksikoje ir JAV vykdytas socialinis
projektas, keéles tikslg Sviesti visuomene ir griaunant lyciy, klasinés struktiros,
rasinius bei su Zmoniy amziumi susijusius stereotipus mazinti jvairiose visuomenés
grupése egzistuojantj smurtq prie$ moteris; tam reikalui projekto vykdytojai pasitelké
dainy kurimo seminarus.

Pazymint ilgametés dainy tyrinétojos, Lietuviy literaturos ir tautosakos instituto
mokslo darbuotojos Bronés Kazlauskienés Simtgsias gimimo metines, publikuojamas
Grazinos KadZytés tekstas, dar kartq primenantis sios folkloristés moksling veiklg.
Recenzijy ir anotacijy skiltyje pristatomos dvi naujos knygos. Dalia Zaikauskiené
iSsamiai aptaria Zymaus paremiologo Wolfgango Miederio straipsniy rinkinj ‘Right
Makes Might’: Proverbs and American Worldview, apibendrinantj patarliy varto-
seng specifinéje komunikacijos srityje — garsiy JAV asmenybiy retorikoje. Jurga Sa-
dauskiené apzvelgia naujausiq Viktorijos Daujotytés knygq IS Bileisiy vasary, kurio-
je gyvai reflektuojama jvairiomis lietuviy tradicinés kultiiros temomis.

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FOREWORD

The majority of articles published in the 59" volume of Tautosakos darbai /
Folklore Studies deal with folksongs and singing tradition. In May 20-24, 2019, the
Institute of Lithuanian Literature and Folklore along with the International Ballad
Commission / Kommission fiir Volksdichtung organized the 49" international ballad
conference “Human Relationships in and through Songs: Meanings and Contexts”.
Articles based on its presentations make up the core of this volume. They are
subdivided into four chapters that elucidate the main tendencies of the contemporary
folksong research from the semantic and sociocultural viewpoints.

The first chapter entitled “Human Relationships in Songs” consists of articles
investigating human relationships preserved in the historical memory of songs. Two
articles deal with the theme of incest in the traditional ballads. Arbnora Dushi
analyzes Albanian ballads of brother and sister recognizing each other afler a long
separation. The author emphasizes that unlike versions of this ballad type popular
in other European countries, the incest motif is unknown to the Albanian ones; she
traces the roots of this phenomenon to the Albanian tribal society that recognized
the exogamic marriages. Ana Maria Paiva Mordo presents the literary analysis of
the Portuguese versions of the pan-Hispanic ballad Delgadinha. Having surveyed the
recording history of this ballad and established its virtual storyline, she focuses on
the relationship between the daughter who refuses incest proposed by her father and
suffers his cruel punishment instead, and her siblings; according to the researcher, this
relationship reflects the hierarchic family organization. David Atkinson discusses the
18" century English ballads, questioning whether (and how) the human relations
pictured in their poetic texts correspond to the contemporary social and cultural
reality of England. The author maintains that ballads — easily available to the
common people of the time — were supposed to stimulate their imagination by means
of depicting the everyday life of the higher social classes. Delia Dattilo investigates
the popular love songs from the second half of the 19" century Calabrian region in
the southern Italy. She particularly highlights the social background reflected in these
songs, including the traditional family structure and relations between neighbors, also
discussing such topics as love, separation and marriage, and paying attention to the
urban spaces established in the poetic imagery of the songs that present evidence to
the relationship between their inhabitants. Oksana Mykytenko presents a comparative
study of the Ukrainian and South Slavic (Bulgarian, Macedonian, and Serbian)
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funeral laments for small children, discussing their composition, topics, poetic images
reflecting the archaic worldview, and stereotypical formulas.

The articles comprising the next chapter, “Consolidating Power of Songs”, employ
different perspectives to analyze the socializing effect of singing. Marjetka Golez
Kaucic¢ deals with singing in two languages, or with so-called macaronic songs and
poetry. According to her, such compositions not only reveal dual identity of the poet /
singer, but also create dialogue between two cultures. Gerald Porter writes of the
songs related to the ironworkers and steel industry developed in England, Ireland,
Wales and Scotland from the Middle Ages until the 20" century. Having analyzed
the functional background of these songs the author concludes that they could have
existed only in a very tight and closely connected community. Michele Tita also
relates the traditional music and songs to the cultural background — in this case, it
is the syndrome of tarantism (a peculiar manifestation of sexual frustration), which
was rather well spread in the Salento region of southern Italy until the second half of
the 20" century. The author emphasizes that music was not only used as means of
healing the persons suffering from this syndrome, but also today the local community
applies music for entertainment and recreation purposes, thus establishing it as a
sign of the local cultural heritage. Larysa Lukashenko describes the transformations
of the musical tradition of the autochthonous Ukrainians living in Podlasie region.
Her article reveals the different impacts that historical events, demographic and
assimilation processes taking place in the course of the last century had on the
traditional musical culture of Ukrainians living in the northern and southern parts
of Podlasie that currently belong to different countries — Belarus and Poland. Olena
Serko in turn describes the communication character of the Korovay rite, which is
among the most important traditional wedding rituals. Using the video recording
of this rite as performed by the Klintsy village community from the Rivne region in
Ukraine, the author establishes the roles and functions of its various participants,
paying special attention to the music — the chief communication means employed
in this ceremony. Broné StundZiené deals in her article with the folk couplets
(Lithuanian talalinés) that have been largely marginalized by the majority of the
Lithuanian folklore collectors, publishers and researchers from the 19" century until
nowadays. Having surveyed the research history of these songs attributed to the
culture of laughter and their interaction with the general process of folk creativity,
and discerned their main thematic patterns (including the obscene ones), the author
goes on to investigate what kind of communication role they might be per forming. She
concludes that obscene compositions serve to induce certain sense of collective unity,
which is related to transgression of the established boundaries.

The third chapter contains four articles dealing with the influence of the historical
context on the folksong dissemination. Marija Klob¢ar investigates the circumstances
under which bilingual songs existed in Slovenia from the 19" until the middle of the
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20" century. She seeks to establish what social groups favored them, questioning
whether the negative attitude towards bilingual songs that formed in the period of
Slovenian national revival affected their collection and spread. Baiba Krogzeme-
Mosgorda compares the presentation of folksongs about social classes in two biggest
Latvian folksong publications: from 1910 — the period of the Latvian national
movement, and from 1983 — the year of the established socialism. The researcher
reveals the effect that personal views of the editors and the prevailing ideology of
the time had on the folksong selection and their classification principles. Liina
Saarlo analyses the collections of the Estonian child-lore compiled in the first half
of the 20" century, in the course of the massive campaign of folklore collection.
She describes the circumstances under which these collections appeared and which
determined the negative attitude towards the recorded materials, also discussing the
relevant methodical issues that nowadays folklorists face while working with this
folklore data. This chapter is concluded with the article by Jurga Dzikaité discussing
the Lithuanian literature textbooks and periodicals published in the DP camps in
Germany after the WWII. These publications introduced the Lithuanian folklore
to their readers and thus helped fostering the collective and national identity in the
community experiencing considerable existential stress.

A separate chapter contains the study by Martha Maria Lépez Ramos, Gilles
Aniorte Tomassian, and Mario Lopez discussing the impact of songs and singing on
the sociocultural processes of the modern society, and presenting songwriting as means
of preventing the gender violence. The authors introduce their social project carried
on in Mexico and the USA, which aimed at enlightening the society, dismantling of
the stereotypes related to gender, class structure, race and age, and thus reducing the
violence against women existing in various social groups; for this purpose, the project
employed the songwriting workshops.

On the 100™ anniversary of the prominent folksong researcher and long-term
worker of the Institute of Lithuanian Literature and Folklore Broné Kazlauskiené, her
research activities are surveyed by Grazina Kadzyté.

In this volume, two recent publications are reviewed. Dalia Zaikauskiené presents
a detailed review of the collection of articles by the famous paremiologist Wolfgang
Mieder ‘Right Makes Might’: Proverbs and American Worldview summarizing
the usage of proverbs in a specific area of communication — namely, the rhetoric
of outstanding American leaders. Jurga Sadauskiené presents an annotation of the
recent book by Viktorija Daujotyté 1§ Bileisiy vasary (From BileiSiai Summers) that
vividly reflects various themes of the Lithuanian traditional culture.

This time, the chronicle surveys just a handful of scientific events due to the

specific circumstances caused by the quarantine situation.
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
