Atsiverte 63-igjj Tautosakos darby tomgq nuolatiniai skaitytojai pastebés keletq zur-
nalo sqrangos pokyciy: tekstai skelbiami keliomis rubrikomis (,,Straipsniai®, ,Re-
cenzijos”, ,,Publikacijos”, ,,Informacija”), o moksliniai straipsniai nebegrupuojami j
smulkesnius teminius poskyrius.

Publikuojamuose mokslo straipsniuose — aprépianciuose tautosakos klasikos lau-
kq ir jj perzengianciuose — sutelkiamas démesys j aktualias naratyvy ir dainologijos
problemas. [ folkloriniy sapny pasakojimy sgsajas su senosiomis laidotuviy apeigomis
gilinasi Vita Ivanauskaité-Seibutiené. Lietuviy ir kaimyniniy tauty folklorinéje kultii-
roje populiariy naratyvy apie iki galo nejuykusius arba netinkamai atliktus apeiginius
veiksmus, apie sutrikdytq mirusiojo atsiskyrimg nuo gyvyjy pasaulio analizé autorei
leidZia sapny pasakojimus laikyti neatsiejama viso laidotuviy apeigy vyksmo dalimi,
o sapnuotojy reakcijas ir veiksmus, atsiliepiancius j mirusiyjy prasymus, — simboline
apeigy tgsa, kad jos buty iki galo juykdytos. Gretos Paskociumaités straipsnyje anali-
zuojamas suasmenintas partizaninio karo pasakojimas, gyvuojantis partizany Anta-
no ir Zofijos Ziliy artimyjy atmintyje. Tyrimas atskleidZia, kokios aplinkybés formavo
pasakojimgq, esminius turinio elementus, lémé jo testinumg ir kaitqg tarp skirtingy vie-
nos Seimos karty. Individualts pasakojimai isryskina seimos narius siejancias verty-
bines nuostatas, leidZia pazinti atminties perdavimo procesus, pastangas jprasminti
praeitj, o laisvés kovy istorijq papildo naujomis detalémis. Linos Leparskienés tyrimo
akiratyje — palei Vokés upe gyvenanciy totoriy gyvenimo pasakojimai. Autoré nagri-
néja, kaip Sios etnokonfesinés bendruomenés nariy pasakojimuose susilieja istoriné at-
mintis ir asmeninés patirtys, iSryskéja totoriskosios tapatybés bruozai, aktualizuojami
istoriniai, kultiriniai, socialiniai Vokés krastovaizdzio objektai.

Talalinisky apdainavimy kuriamo naratyvo istaky paieSkoms skirtas Bronés
Stundzienés straipsnis. Dviejy skirtingo pobudZio apdainavimy riusiy — pramoginiy
ir apeiginiy — sugretinimas padeda isryskinti abiejy poetiniy strategijy sqlycius ir ne-
sutapimus, leidZia atsekti savitos poetinés apdainavimy raiskos ir turinio sgsajas su
tolimy laiky kultirinés atminties kontekstais. Jtikinamai atskleidus apeiginiy apdai-
navimy magine, vaisingumo uztikrinimo paskirtj, straipsnyje aptariamas pramogai
skirty, kontroliuojamgjq funkcijq sociumo erdvéje atliekanciy apdainavimy naraty-
vas, kuriamas parodijuojant marginalines Zmoniy bendruomenés grupes — elgetas ir
vyriausio amziaus asmenis. Giedré Buivyté nagrinéja, kokiy socialiniy ir kulturiniy

aplinkybiy kontekste vyko meilés dainy stilistikos ir turinio pokyciai. Emocijy rais-
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kos kaitq meilés dainose autoré traktuoja kaip XIX a. rasto kultiroje jsivyraujancio
emocionalumo atspindj, o su meile susijusiy emocijy jvardijimus laiko kintancio po-
etinio Zodyno manifestacijomis. Straipsnyje teigiama, kad stilizuotas ir daZnai sen-
timentalus poetinis emocinés raisSkos zZodynas suteiké naujy galimybiy apie emocijas
kalbéti per dainas ir kad §i praktika traktuotina kaip naujos retorikos, i$sakancios
emocijas, ,,jteisinimas® folklorinés komunikacijos lauke. Folklorinés baladés Zanrinio
apibréztumo klausimgq goildenanti Modesta Liugaité-Cerniauskiené siilo atsisakyti
siauros baladés kaip teksto sampratos ir jdémiau tirti sociokultiirinius, istorinius,
antropologinius baladZiy kontekstus. Konstatavusi, kad skirtingose tautose baladis-
kieji siuZetai pasklido po skirtingus Zanrus, autoré atskleidzia, kad ir lietuviskojoje
tradicijoje tarptautiniai baladziy siuzetai, temos, motyvai adaptavosi labai savitai.
Teigiama, kad lietuviy folklorinés baladés yra vietinés dainuojamosios tradicijos ir
baladiskosios raiskos, atsiremiancios j socialines praktikas, elgsenos modelius ir men-
talitetq, squeikos rezultatas.

FOREWORD

The regular readers of the journal Tautosakos darbai / Folklore Studies will
note several changes applied to its structure, starting from the volume No. 63.
The publications are subdivided into several chapters (“Articles”, “Reviews”,
“Publications” and “Information”) without former thematic headings.

The scholarly articles published in this volume embrace the field of classical
folklore and transcend its boundaries, mainly focusing on relevant issues in folk
narrative and folksong research. Thus, Vita Ivanauskaité-Seibutiené highlights
connections between folkloric dream narratives and ancient funeral rites. Analyzing
stories about incomplete or inappropriately performed ritual actions that hinder
parting of a deceased person from the world of the living (such narratives are popular
in the Lithuanian folk culture and that of their neighbouring peoples), the author
regards dream narratives as an inherent part of the whole funeral ceremony, while the
dreamers responding to the requests of their departed family members, as symbolically
carrying on the ritual to its closure. Greta PaskoCiumaité analyzes a personified
narrative of the partisan war that is still alive in the memory of the family of Antanas
Zilys and Zofija Ziliené. The study reveals certain factors that shape the narrative
and define the main features of its content, as well as determine its continuity and
change while travelling between different generations of the family. Individual stories
highlight the common values of this family and enable recognizing the processes of
memory transference and attempts at making the past meaningful, at the same time
supplementing the history of struggle for freedom with new details. Lina Leparskiené
centers her research on the life stories of the Tatars living along the Voké River. She
analyzes how the members of this ethnic and religious community merge historical
memory with their personal experiences in their narratives, thus establishing features
of their Tatar identity and emphasizing relevance of various historical, cultural and
social markers in the Voké landscape.

The article by Broné StundZiené traces back the narrative line construed by
Lithuanian folk couplets. This author compares two kinds of folksongs — the ritual
and the entertaining ones — and discovers the touching points and discrepancies
between these different poetic strategies, as well as establishing connections between
the unique poetic expression and contents of these folksongs with the ancient cultural
memory. Having revealed the magical purpose of ensuring fertility in the ritual songs,

she goes on to discuss the folk couplets that are characterized by another function —
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that of entertainment and social control, which is enforced by parodying marginal
social groups, namely, the beggars and the elderly. Giedré Buivyté analyzes social
and cultural contexts that determine the shifts in style and content of Lithuanian
love songs. She regards an altered emotional expression in these songs as reflecting
the emotionality prevailing in the written culture of the 19" century, while utterances
of love-related emotions, as manifestations of the changing poetic vocabulary. The
article concludes with assertion that the stylized and frequently sentimental poetic
vocabulary of emotional expression presents new possibilities to discuss emotions
in folksongs, and that these practices should be regarded as “legitimization” of the
new emotionally expressive rhetoric in the sphere of folkloric communication. The
adequacy of the genre definition in relation to folk ballads is the topic of the article by
Modesta Liugaité-Cerniauskiené, who suggests denouncing a narrow textual concept
of the ballad in favor of a more detailed study of its social, cultural, historical and
anthropological background. Having noted that various nations have seen very diverse
genre adaptations of the ballad plots, the author reveals that international ballad
story lines, themes and motives have undergone highly original transformations in
the Lithuanian folk tradition as well. She concludes that the Lithuanian ballads have
resulted from the interaction between the local folksong tradition and the balladic
expression based on social practices, behavior patterns and mentality.

Further, Mantas Antanas Davidavi¢ius presents a review of the book by Jurga
Jonutyté and Giedré Smitiené “The Snake's Feet: Notion of Disability in Life Stories”
published in 2021.

In this volume, an updated bibliographic index of works by the renowned folklore
researcher Ambraziejus Jonynas is published as well, edited by Ruta Pleskaciauskiené
and Vilma Daugirdaité.

The volume concludes with information on relevant academic and cultural events.
