Tautosakos darby 57 tomo pirmame skyriuje , Tradicijos apmgstymai: reikSmés,
raiskos, praktikos” skelbiamos naujausios folkloro, etnologijos ir lingvistiniy tyrimy
publikacijos. Andrius Kaniava, fenomenologinei analizei pasirinkes vietiniy Zemaiciy
pasakojimus apie Satrijos kalng ir Plateliy eZerq, straipsnyje ,,Pasakojimo keliu: san-
tykio su vieta tyrimas® atskleidZia tautosakos tekstuose iSryskéjantj Zmoniy santykj
su vieta, nagrinéja Sio santykio variantus, sqsajas su pasakotojy asmeninémis patir-
timis. Fenomenologijos sriciai priskirtinas ir Ritos Latinytés straipsnis apie dovano-
jimo fenomengq. Jame analizuojami keliy autorés pasnekovy ir jos asmeninés patirties
naratyvai, susije su situacijomis, kai dovanojimo aktas taip ir lieka nejoykes, dovana
atmetama ar nejteikiama. Aptariama, kaip ,,nejvykusi dovana® veikia tarpasmeni-
nius zmoniy rysius, kokius pédsakus palieka atmintyje.

Mariaus Smetonos ir jo bendraautoriy straipsnyje ,,Dvaro samprata lietuvio pa-
saulévaizdyje”, remiantis Liublino etnolingvistikos mokyklos tyréjy sukurta metodo-
logija, pateikiama dvaro koncepto analizé. Pasitelke didele duomeny joairove (Zodyno
medziagq, tautosakq, grozing literatiirg, Siuolaiking Ziniasklaidg, jaunimo apklausy re-
zultatus), autoriai suformuluoja iSsamiq dvaro squokos kognityving definicijq. Juratés
Slekonytés tyrimo objektas — lietuviy liaudies pasakos ,,Antimi pavirtusi sesuo® po-
puliarumo fenomenas. Pasiremdama konteksto analize autoré aiskinasi, kada ir kaip
Sis ,,Sigute” vadinamas kitrinys virto populiariu naratyvu, taip pat aptaria gausius jo
panaudojimo profesionaliy menininky kiiryboje bei populiariojoje kulttiroje atvejus.

AuSra Zemyna Kavaliauskiené kviecia skaitytojus naujai
pazvelgti j levos Simonaitytés romang Vilius Karalius ir perskaityti jj kaip etno-
grafinj Saltinj, teikiantj medziagos apie XIX a. ir XX a. pirmosios pusés MaZosios
Lietuvos gyventojy tradicines vestuves. Daugiausia démesio skiriama toms vestuviy
dalims, kurios placiau ar glausciau vaizduojamos 1. Simonaitytés kiryboje. Ele-
nos Matulionienés straipsnis skirtas svarbios MaZosios Lietuvos motery tradicinés
aprangos detalés — tekstiliniy krepSeliy (delmony) ornamentikos tyrimui. ISsamiai
analizuojami augaliniai ornamentai, aptariami lietuvininkiy ir kity krasty motery
panasaus pobiidZio rankdarbiy puosybos panasumai, pristatomos Siuolaikinés tek-
stiliniy krepseliy siuvimo bei dekoravimo tendencijos, jy sgsajos su tradiciniu dekoru.

Skyriuje ,,Vienos dainos keliais“ pristatoma populiaraus romanso ,,Vien tik
vosilky Ziedai* istorija. Kompleksiné publikacija pradedama rusy folkloristés Alek-

sandros Archipovos straipsniu ,,Kaip zuvo Olia ir gimé folkloras”. Jame autoré
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analizuoja 1890 m. parasyto rusy poeto Aleksejaus Apuchtino eilérascio ,,Pamisélis™
fragmento virtimg Zmoniy itin mégstamu romansu apie pavydaus mylimojo nuzudy-
tq merging. LietuviSkgjg ir is dalies kity tauty Sio romanso versijas aptaria Povilas
Krik§¢itnas, iSvertes i§ rusy kalbos ir minétq straipsnj. Cia pat pridedama jo pareng-
ta lietuvisky dainos varianty publikacija.

Siame Tautosakos darby tome pazymimos dvi lietuviy folkloristikai ir kultirai
reik§mingos sukaktys. 2019 m. minimos 200-osios Zymiausio lietuviy dainy rinkéjo
kunigo Antano Juskos gimimo metinés. Sia proga skelbiamame Vitos Ivanauskaités-
Seibutienés straipsnyje ,, Didziosios dainy knygos: lietuviy dainyny mokslinés edicijos
pradmenys broliy Jusky folkloro publikacijose” analizuojamas A. Juskos uzrasyty ir
jo broliui Jonui padedant 1880—1883 m. paskelbty itin didelés apimties ir jvairaus
turinio dainy rinkiniy vaidmuo formuojantis mokslinei lietuviy dainy edicijai. Taip
pat aptariamas Siy publikacijy isskirtinumas ankstesniy XIX a. spausdinty dainy
Saltiniy kontekste, atskirai gilinamasi j A. JuSkos, kaip tautosakos rinkéjo, portretq.
Su A. Juskos jubiliejumi sietina ir Sio Tautosakos darby tomo virselio iliustracija —
dailininko Napoleono Ordos XIX a. antrosios pusés piesinys, vaizduojantis Veliuonos
miestelj, baznycig ir Nemung; kaip Zinoma, Sioje aplinkoje gyvendamas A. Juska
uzrasé daugiausia lietuviy liaudies dainy ir vestuviniy paprociy.

Antroji sukaktis — folkloristo Ambraziejaus Jonyno 100-osios gimimo metinés.
Sios lietuviy folkloristikai daug nusipelniusios asmenybés biografijq, mokslinius dar-
bus ir visuomening veiklg apzvelgia Grazina Kadzyté.

Skyriuje ,,Jaunyjy etnology darbus vartant” pirmg kartg Tautosakos darby
istorijoje skelbiamas pacios jauniausios tyréjy kartos darbas. Tai — pirmgjq vietq
2019 m. respublikiniame Jaunyjy filology konkurse laiméjusios abiturientés Modes-
tos éaplikaités tyrimas ,, Liaudies kosmetika, arba Grozio paieskos Merkinés krasto
motery gyvenimuose®.

FOREWORD

The first chapter of the 57" volume of Tautosakos darbai / Folklore Studies is entitled
“Reflecting on Tradition: Meanings, Expressions, Practices” and comprises several
recent publications in folklore, ethnology and linguistic research. Andrius Kaniava,
focusing his phenomenological research on narratives by the local Samogitians about
the Satrija Hill and Plateliai Lake, reveals in his article entitled “Walking along
the Story Road: Research on Relationship with Place” how the human relationship
with place is established in folklore texts. He analyzes the possible kinds of such
relationship and its connections with the personal experiences of the storytellers.
Another phenomenological study by Ruta Latinyté deals with the phenomenon of gift
giving. The author analyzes personal experience narratives by her several informants
and herself, focusing on situations when the act of the gift giving does not take place
and the gifl is rejected or not given, pondering on how such “ungiven gift” affects
interpersonal relations and what kind of traces it leaves in people’s memory.

The article by Marius Smetona and his co-authors “Conception of Manor in
the Lithuanian Worldview” draws on the ethnolinguistic methods developed by the
Lublin School and analyzes the concept of manor. Using ample and highly varied
data (including lexical materials, folklore, fiction, modern media, and the results
from the youth opinion polls), the authors work out a detailed cognitive definition
of the concept of manor. The subject of study by Jiraté Slekonyté is the phenomenal
popularity of the Lithuanian folktale “The Sister as Duck”. Using contextual
analysis, the author sets out to establish when and how this folk piece, commonly
called the tale of Siguté, has acquired such popularity, and discusses its numerous
adaptations in the professional art and popular culture.

Two of the articles from this chapter deal with cultural traditions of the Lithuania
Minor. Ausra Zemyna Kavaliauskiené encourages her readers to reopen the classical
novel by Ieva Simonaityté Vilius Karalius and appreciate it as an ethnographic source
on the traditional weddings practiced in the Lithuania Minor during the 19" and the
first half of the 20™ century. Special attention is given to those components of the
ritual that are described in more or less detail by Simonaityté. The article by Elena
Matulioniené presents an analysis of an important part of the female attire from
the Lithuania Minor, namely, the ornamentation of the textile pockets (delmonas).
The author analyses their floral motifs in detail, further discussing the similarities

in decoration of comparable needlework pieces by women from the Lithuania Minor
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and from other countries, and introducing the modern tendencies in producing and
decorating such textile pockets, as well as their connections with the traditional décor.

The next chapter entitled “Tracing a Folksong” reveals the history of a popular
folk romance Vien tik vosilky ziedai (‘Only the Cornflower Blossoms’). The first
publication by a Russian folklorist Aleksandra Archipova “How Olya Died and
Folklore Was Born” analyzes the transformation of a fragment from the poem
“The Madman” written in 1890 by a Russian poet Aleksey Apuchtin into a popular
romantic song about a girl murdered by her jealous lover. The Lithuanian and some
international versions of this folk romance are the subject of an article by Povilas
Krikscitinas, who has also translated the previous article from Russian. Besides, he
has edited the publication of the Lithuanian variants in question that supplement
his analysis.

Two important anniversaries of the Lithuanian folklore and culture are celebrated
in this volume as well. In 2019, the 200" anniversary of the famous Lithuanian
folksong collector and priest Antanas Juska is celebrated. In her article written for the
occasion and entitled “The Great Songbooks: Origins of the Academic Lithuanian
Folksong Edition in Folklore Publications by Brothers Juska”, Vita Ivanauskaité-
Seibutiené analyzes the influence of the particularly voluminous and varied collections
of folklore recorded by Antanas Juska and published with assistance of his brother
Jonas in 1880—1883 on the formation of the academic Lithuanian folklore edition.
The exceptional quality of these publications against the background of the earlier
folksong source publications from the 19" century is highlighted as well, with
particular emphasis on the image of Antanas Juska as the folklore collector. The
cover illustration of this volume of the journal is also related to the anniversary of
Antanas Juska, featuring a drawing by the artist Napoleonas Orda from the second
half of the 19" century of the Veliuona Town, its church and the Nemunas River.
Admittedly, in Veliuona parish JuSka recorded the majority of his folksongs and the
traditional wedding customs.

Another important date commemorated in this volume is the 100" anniversary of
the Lithuanian folklore researcher Ambraziejus Jonynas. Grazina Kadzyté surveys
his high merits to the Lithuanian folklore, including his biography, research works
and public activities.

The next chapter is dedicated to the works of the young Lithuanian ethnologists.
Here, for the first time in the history of publication of our journal, a study by a
gymnasium student is published. This work was awarded the first prize in the
competition of the young philologists in 2019, and its author Modesta Caplikaité
investigates the folk cosmetics traditionally employed by the women from Merkiné
parish in order to enhance their beauty.

Modesta Liugaité-Cerniauskiené presents a detailed survey of the most important

scholarly event of the six previous months, namely, the international ballad conference
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taking place in Vilnius and entitled “Human Relationships in and through Songs:
Meanings and Contexts”.

Reviews of three recent publications are presented in this volume as well. Jurgita
Macijauskaité-Bonda reviews the eagerly awaited and recently published collection of
the Lithuanian riddles edited by Aelita Kensminiené. Broné StundZiené discusses the
book edited by Ainé Ramonaité and Paulius Narusis on the five decades of existence of
the folk group Ratilio, which describes the history of this famous Lithuanian folklore
ensemble starting with Soviet times. Jurga Sadauskiené reviews the publication
Paskutinis uzvéres vartus (‘The Last One to Close the Gate’) by the Museum of
History of the Lithuania Minor, based on the memoirs by an enlightened person from
the southwestern Lithuania Julius Radtke.

Relevant research conferences and seminars are surveyed in the chronicle, which
also contains information on a recently defended thesis.
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
