PRATARME

Tautosakos darby 56-ajame tome mokslo straipsniams skirti keturi pirmieji skyriai.
Tomas apima jvairias folkloristikos temas, o tyrimai paremti skirtingomis Siuolai-
kiniy moksliniy interpretacijy prieigomis. Tai straipsniai, siulantys naujas jZvalgas
apie bendrabuvj su gamta, istoring miesty atmintj, taip pat studijos, toliau plétojan-
cios tradicinio balty pasaulévaizdzio, sakytinio ir rasto kultiiros paveldo problemas.

Pirmasis skyrius skirtas apmgstyti prigimtine pasaulézitra grindziamgq santykj
su gamta. Mantas Antanas Davidavic¢ius, remdamasis Siuolaikiniy ekofilosofy dar-
bais, nagrinéja, koks yra zmogaus poziuris j gamtq ekologinés ir politinés jtampos
zona tapusioje Belovezo girioje, kurioje labai iSaugo Zievégrauzio tipografo populia-
cija. Sambuwio tarp Zmogaus ir gamtos temq plétoja Daiva Vaitkeviciené, aptarianti
poziurj j zemdirbio sodyboje jsikurianéius laukinius gyviinus: paprastgjj zZaltj, Ze-
benkstj, baltgjj gandrg ir Selmenine kregzde. Zmoniy ir gyviiny santykiy jvairovei
skirtas ir Jurgos Sadauskienés straipsnis, kuriame Siuo aspektu detaliau analizuoja-
mas tradiciniy pasaky klodas.

Antrajame skyriuje pristatomi balty mitologijai skirti darbai. Rokas Sinkevicius
gilinasi j Perkiino nutrenkto medzio motyvq ir jo sqsajas su vestuviniais paprociais.
Zydriino Vidinsko straipsnyje apzvelgiama ir jvertinama Mato Pretorijaus veikale
Prusijos jdomybés, arba Prusijos regykla (XVII a. pabaiga) aprasyta mitologiné
informacija apie Zoliy ir gyvuliy iSvedimo laukan Sventes.

I nuolatos tautosakininkams ripimus sakytinés tradicijos ir rasto squeikos aspek-
tus atsigreziama treciajame skyriuje. Broné Stundziené placioje studijoje sociokultii-
riniu poziuriu aptaria ilgus amZius be rasto ir rastingyjy démesio likusios dainuojan-
Cios valstietijos kiirybg ir dainuojamosios tautosakos tapatybés kaitq, pradéjus dainas
skelbti spaudoje. Skyriy papildo Rasos KaSétienés tekstas, atskleidZiantis smulkiosios
tautosakos svarbg Petro Klimo (1891-1969), vieno i$ Vasario 16-osios Lietuvos Ne-
priklausomybés Akto rengéjy ir bendraautoriy, teisininko, istoriko, publicisto, redak-
toriaus, diplomato, Lietuvos uzsienio reikaly ministro, gyvenime: savo veikaluose jis
gausiai vartojo patarles, priezodzius, mokydamasis Marijampolés gimnazijoje buvo
sudares smulkiosios tautosakos rinkinj, patekusj j Lietuviy mokslo draugijos fondus.

Ketvirtajame skyriuje susitelkiama prie miestietiSkojo identiteto specifikos tyrimy.
Lina Leparskiené gilinasi j etnokonfesiniu poziiriu unikalios karaimiskosios Traky
erdvés sampratq vietos gyventojy pasakojimuose. Kiti du straipsniai skirti misy sosti-

nés temai autobiografiniuose pokario vilnieciy pasakojimuose. Linos Biigienés tyrimas
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iSrySkina dvejopg pokario miestieCiy tapatybe, apimanciq skirtingas kaimietiskojo
ir miestietiSkojo gyvenimo budo realijas, jprocius ir jgudzius. Skyriy uzbaigianciame
Radvilés Racénaités straipsnyje gvildenami santykio su praeitimi bruozai, pabréziant
atsiminimuose rySkéjantj nostalgijos aspektq, kuris vienu metu reiskiasi ir kaip speci-
finé asmens atminties savybé, ir kaip vaizdingas praeities perkurimo biidas.

Siuokart gausus ,,Sukakéiy® skyrius. Lietuviy literatiros ir tautosakos instituto
folkloristai graZios sukakties proga sveikina Ling Balciute-Bugieng, linkédami jai
ilgy ir kirybingy gyvenimo mety.

Iljos Lemeskino tekstas skirtas zinomo folkloristo, byliny tyrinétojo Jurijaus No-
vikovo astuoniasdesimtmeciui. Pristatomi pagrindiniai jubiliato biografijos faktai, jo
nueitas mokslinis kelias ir svarbiausi gausiy moksliniy tyrimy rezultatai. PaZymimas
unikalus faktas, kad profesoriy J. Novikovg galima laikyti ir paskutiniu Siaurinés
Rusijos dalies byliny atlikéju.

Antano Mockaus, lietuviy tautosakininko, pedagogo, kultiiros veikéjo, Simtosioms
gimimo metinéms ir jo nuopelnams Lietuvos kultiirai aptarti skirta Grazinos Kadzy-
tés publikacija.

Be démesio nepaliktas ir MaZosios Lietuvos kulttiros veikéjas, tautosakos rinkéjas
Vilius Kalvaitis. Simtas septyniasdesimtyjy gimimo metiniy proga Konstantas Al-

V. Kalvaicio laisky Jonui Basanaviciui publikacijq, i$ kurios ryskéja, kokie kulturi-
niai interesai suartino Siuos du iSkilius Zmones.

Net du Simtai mety praéjo ir nuo kito garbaus asmens — Adomo Honorio Kirkoro,
literato ir leidéjo, istoriko ir archeologo, gimimo. Jo visuomening veiklg ir nuopelnus
Vilniui primena Libertas Klimka.

FOREWORD

The first four chapters of the 56th volume of Tautosakos darbai / Folklore Studies
comprise research articles covering different topics of folklore research and employing
various scholarly approaches. The articles present new insights into the human
coexistence with nature, the historical memory of the cities, or further discuss such
topics as the traditional Baltic worldview or problematic contacts between oral and
written cultural heritage.

The first chapter focuses on the human relationship with nature resting on the
traditional local worldview. Following the contemporary ecophilosophers, Mantas
Antanas Davidavicius analyzes various aspects of human attitude towards nature in
the Biatowieza Forest, which has become the site of ecological and political tensions
and which has recently seen dramatic growth of the European spruce bark beetle
population. Further elaborating on the topic of coexistence between humans and
nature, Daiva Vaitkeviciené discusses the attitude towards certain wild animals living
in the peasant homestead: namely, the grass snake, the weasel, the white stork, and
the swallow. The varied relationships between people and animals comprise also the
topic of interest for Jurga Sadauskiené, who adopts this point of view to investigate
the traditional folktales.

The second chapter introduces works on the Baltic mythology. Rokas Sinkevicius
examines the motive of the thunderstruck tree in connection to wedding customs.
Zydranas Vitinskas surveys and evaluates the mythological information on the
celebrations of Midsummer herb fest and driving the cattle out to pasture, presented
by Matthaeus Praetorius in his work “Deliciae Prussicae or Prussian Theater”,
written in the end of the 17th century.

The third chapter addresses the problem of interactions between oral tradition
and written culture, which constantly attracts the folklorists’ attention. The extensive
study by Broné StundZziené presents a sociocultural survey of the folksongs created by
peasants that had for many centuries survived without literacy and largely ignored by
the enlightened part of the society, and discusses changes in the folksong development
occurring along with the subsequently launched publication of folklore. This chapter
also includes the article by Rasa Kasétiené revealing the importance of the small
folklore forms in the life of Petras Klimas (1891-1969) — the signatory and co-
author of the Act of Independence of Lithuania, a lawyer, historian, journalist, editor,

diplomat and the minister of Foreign Affairs of the interwar Lithuanian Republic.
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Klimas keenly used proverbs in his works, and while still studying at Marijampolé
Gymnasium he compiled a collection of small folklore forms, which ended up in the
archives of the Lithuanian Science Society.

The fourth chapter focuses on investigation of the peculiarities of the urban identity.
Lina Leparskiené analyzes the perception of Karaim space in Trakai, which is unique
in ethnoconfessional terms and plays an important role in the local lore. Next two
articles discuss the theme of the Lithuanian capital presented in the autobiographic
narratives of the post-war Vilnius inhabitants. Lina Bugiené elucidates the ambivalent
identity of the post-war inhabitants of the city, which incorporates different realities
from the urban and the rural ways of life, habits, and skills. The chapter concludes
with the article by Radvilé Racénaité, who investigates peculiarities of the relationship
fo the past with special emphasis on the aspect of nostalgia as revealed by the memoirs,
in which it simultaneously manifests both as a specific feature of personal memory
and as a way for impressive recreation of the past.

The chapter of “Anniversaries” is very rich this time. The colleagues from the
Institute of Lithuanian Literature and Folklore congratulate Lina Balciuté-Bugiené on
the occasion of her birthday, wishing her many long and fruitful years of creative work.

The text by Ilya Lemeshkin is dedicated to the famous folklorist and researcher
of the byliny songs Yury Novikov celebrating his 80th birthday. The text outlines
the celebrant’s biography, his scholarly achievements and the main results of his
numerous research works. Besides, the uniqueness of Professor Novikov being the
last performer of the byliny songs from northern Russia is taken into account.

Further publication by Grazina Kadzyté is dedicated to the 100th anniversary of
Antanas Mockus — the famous Lithuanian folklorist, pedagogue and cultural figure,
discussing his numerous merits to the Lithuanian culture.

Just attention is given fo the cultural figure from the Lithuania Minor and folklore
collector Vilius Kalvaitis on his 170th anniversary. Konstantas Algirdas Aleksynas
wrote a lengthy introduction to the publication of letters by Kalvaitis to Jonas
Basanavitius, which he edited together with Irena Ziliené, and which clearly reveals
the kind of cultural engagements that brought those two prominent people together.

Already 200 years have passed since the birth of another prominent person —
Adam Honory Kirkor, writer and publisher, historian and archeologist. Libertas
Klimka reminds us of his social activities and his great merits to Vilnius.

This autumn, the community of the Lithuanian culture enthusiasts has suffered
a tragic loss, as one of the most important figures in the field of regional studies and
ethnic culture, promoter of cultural policies Irena Seliukaité passed away. Grazina
Kadzyté in the “Pro Memoria” chapter presents the summary of her most significant
achievements and ceaseless cultural activities.

As usual, the volume concludes with the chronicle presenting concise survey of the
important folklore events and other significant academic developments taking place
in the second half of 2018.
