PRATARME

Tautosakos darby 54-ajame tome mokslo straipsniams skirti trys pirmieji zurnalo sky-
reliai. Skelbiamy jvairiomis temomis straipsniy autoriai, jau gerai zZinomi ir dar tik studi-
juojantys doktorantiiroje, pristato savo naujausiy tyrimy rezultatus, kurie gauti taikant
skirtingas Siuolaikines moksliniy interpretacijy prieigas. Pirmasis tomo skyrelis ,,Folklo-
ro tyrimy horizontai — nuo mito iki demotyvatoriy” pradedamas Nijolés Laurinkienés
straipsniu. Tesdama balty mitologijoje ir tautosakoje dangaus skliauto sampratos inter-
pretacijq, autoré aptaria miting saulés poetikq, §j kartq apsiribodama pasirinktais Saulés
raty ir jos laivo vaizdiniais, simbolizuojanciais Saulés judéjimg paros cikle. Atskleisti
Siy vaizdiniy prasmei ir kilmei autorés pasitelkiami balty religijos ir mitologijos Saltiniai,
lietuviy ir latviy tautosaka bei kalbos duomenys. Nemazq patirtj turinti mjsliy Zanro
tyrinétoja Aelita Kensminiené savo straipsnyje ne tik placiai pristato tradicing mjsliy
vartoseng, bet ir gilinasi j Siuolaikinés jy vartosenos ypatumus, remdamasi ne vienus
metus jos stebétais mjsliy vartojimo atvejais dabartinéje gyvenamoje aplinkoje, sociali-
niame tinkle Facebook, interneto ziniasklaidoje. Atliktas tyrimas leidZia autorei teigti,
jog nors Siuolaikinéje vartosenoje klasikinés mjslés aptinkamos retai, taciau pakitusiomis
formomis iki Siol islaikoma dauguma myjsliy funkcijy. Skyrelis baigiamas Povilo Kriks-
citno pristatomu iki Siol mazai tyréjy démesio sulaukusiu aktualiu tyrimu is internetinés
komunikacijos, autoriui jzvelgiant joje tiesioginiy ir netiesioginiy sgsajy su folkloru; jo
tyrimo objektas — su krepSininkais siejami tekstai ir polikodiniai (turintys verbaliniy ir
neverbaliniy elementy) kuriniai, skelbiami lietuviSkuose sporto ir pramogy portaluose;
tyréjo akiratyje humoristiniai folkloriniai ir folkloréjantys lietuviy krepsinio mégéjy atsi-
liepimai apie krepsininkus, klubus ir su jais susijusius sporto juykius 2011-2016 metais.

Skyrelyje ,, Tradicijos apmgstymai: reikSmé, raiSkos, praktikos* spausdinamas dokto-
rantés Astos Skujytés-Razmienés straipsnis, kuriame ieSkoma galimy mitinés sampratos
sgsajy tarp slogos, kaip uzkreciamos ligos, ir slogucio, naktimis kankinancios zmogy mi-
tinés butybes, kuris, esq, galéjo biti vadinamas ir sloga. Autoré, remdamasi mitologiné-
mis sakmémis ir tikéjimais, kelia prielaidg, kad jos nagrinéjami sloga ir sloguciai galéjo
buti Zzmoniy suvokiami kaip dvi skirtingos tos pacios ligos apraiskos. Mildos Norkaitienés
straipsnis skirtas etnolinguvistinei aviy vardy analizei; jai atlikti autoré sugrupuoja Lietu-
viy kalbos Zodyno tomuose su avimis susijusius duomenis, naudojasi Lietuviy kalbos
atlasu, faip pat remiasi tautosakos kuriniais. Vardy motyvacijose bei jy vartosenos tra-
dicijoje siekiama uzciuopti rysj su etnologiniais kontekstais, galinciais atspindeéti tautos
pasaulévaizdio reliktus. Dar viename $io skyrelio straipsnyje jo autoré doktoranté Sa-
riiné Valotkiené apraso Zemaitijoje turétq Ziedo (papuosalo) déjimo j kapus paprotj nuo
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I iki XVI amziaus. Apie §j paprotj sprendziama is archeologinés medziagos, papildant
Jg istoriniais paprociy ir tautosakos paliudijimais bei kitais balty kultirai svarbiais Sal-
tiniais. Pasirinkta etnoarcheologiné tyrimo kryptis leidZia autorei apibrézti pagrindines
simbolines Ziedo, kaip jkapiy elemento, reik§mes. Giedrés Smitienés straipsnis iSsiskiria
tiek savo visai kitokio pobudzio tyrimo objektu, tiek ir jam taikoma metodologija. Autorés
démesio centre— arti pusantro titkstancio poetés Janinos Degutytés 1972—1989 metais jos
ir jai rasyty laiSky. Be kity dalyky, juose atsiskleidZia ir naujos paciai poetei patirtys, jai
iSvaziavus i§ miesto j kaimo sodybq ir is arciau prisilietus prie Zemés. Kaip tik Sis laisky
turinio aspektas ypac domina straipsnio autore, kuris ¢ia apmgstomas is jos gerai jualdyty
fenomenologiniy prieigy. Neisleidziama i$ akiy, kad poeté sodybq atpazjsta kaip vietq, la-
biausiai tinkamgq gyventi, kurioje jai ramu ir gera; straipsnio autoré Sig poetés jauseng sie-
ja su sodybos, kaip pirminio Zemdirbiskos kulttiros centro, atmintimi ir retoriskai svarsto,
,,ar savaimé Zemés patirtis galéty buti suvokta kaip zZemdirbiskos tradicijos atliepinys®:

Su antraste IS folkloristikos istorijos* skelbiamas Liucijos Citaviciuteés, Liudviko Rézos
lituanistinés veiklos tyréjos ir jo rasty rengéjos, straipsnis apie iki Siol j lietuviy spaudg ne-
patekusius dokumentuotus istorinius atgarsius, 1825 metais pasirodzius pirmajam L. Ré-
zos parengtam ir jo paties iSleistam lietuviy dainy rinkiniui, skirtam visy pirma Vokietijos
auditorijai. Autoré pristato jos rastus Vokietijos archyvuose tris anonsus apie dainy kny-
gos pasirodymg ir penkias nezinomas recenzijas; nuodugniai aptariamos jy publikavimo
aplinkybés, teksty turinys, autorysteés klausimai, ano meto mokslo ir kultiiros bendruome-
nés reakcijos ir kiti dalykai. Salia straipsnio skelbiama publikacija, kurioje pateikiami i§
vokieciy ir lenky kalby iSversti minéty informaciniy pranesimy ir recenzijy tekstai.

Etnologui Rolandui Petkeviciui atminti spausdinamas jo nespétas baigti straipsnis
(2016 m. autoriui mirus, Zurnalo parengéjos ir kalbos redaktorés rupesciu dabar baig-
tas rengti spaudai), rasytas is jj dominusios etnobotanikos srities ir skirtas séjamosios
kanapés istorijai. Atskiru tekstu, pavadintu ,,Rolandas Petkevicius — lietuviy etnopsi-
chiatrijos tyréjas” Daiva Vaitkeviciené, sio doktoranto vadové, apzvelgia jo moksling
veiklg ir paaiskina, kodél buvo prasminga paskelbti ir Sig publikacijg.

FOREWORD

The first three chapters of the 54" volume of Tautosakos darbai / Folklore Studies
are comprised of the research articles, written by both renowned scholars and doctoral
students. All of them introduce their recent research results achieved by applying
different modern approaches. The first chapter of the volume is entitled “Horizons of
Folklore Research — from Myth to Demotivational Posters” and starts with the article
by Nijolé Laurinkiené. Continuing to elaborate on the interpretation of sky in the Baltic
mythology and folklore, she discusses mythical poetics of the Sun, presently focusing
on the images of solar carriage and ship symbolizing the Sun’s movement in the course
of an astronomical day. In order to elucidate the meaning and origins of these images,
the author uses sources of the Baltic religion and mythology, Lithuanian and Latvian
folklore, and linguistic data. An experienced researcher of riddles Aelita Kensminiené
not only presents an exhaustive survey of the traditional usage of riddles, but also
investigates peculiarities of their modern application. Drawing on her several-years-
long observation of employing riddles in the contemporary environment, the social
media (Facebook) and internet, she concludes that although classical riddles appear
quite rarely in modern usage, their transformed shapes still preserve most of their
typical functions. The chapter concludes with a relevant research article by Povilas
Kriksciinas dealing with a hitherto neglected topic of internet communication, which,
however, exhibits both direct and indirect links with folklore. The subject of the
article comprises texts and polycode internet pieces (consisting of both verbal and
non-verbal elements) related to basketball players and appearing on the Lithuanian
sites of sports and entertainment. The author also engages with humorous folkloristic
responses by fans regarding the individual players, basketball clubs and sports events
of the 2011-2016.

The chapter “Reflecting on Tradition: Meanings, Expressions, Practices” starts
with an article by a doctoral student Asta Skujyté-Razmiené. This author attempts
establishing possible connections grounded in mythology and relating the common
cold (sloga in Lithuanian) as an infective disease with slogutis (a kind of incubus) —
a mythical being pestering humans at night, which could have been named sloga
as well. Having studied the relevant data of folk legends and beliefs, the author
goes on to inquire if people could have perceived sloga and slogutis as two different
manifestations of the same disease. The article by Milda Norkaitiené focuses on the

ethnolinguistic analysis of the sheep’ names. The author employs the linguistic data on
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sheep from the Lithuanian Language Dictionary and the Lithuanian Language Atlas;
she also uses folklore. While discussing the motivation of naming the animals and
traditional usage of the sheep’ names the author attempts to grasp their ethnological
background possibly reflecting the relics of the national worldview. The next author in
this chapter is also a doctoral student Sariiné Valotkiené, describing the ritual placing
of ring as a grave good known in Samogitia from the 1 to the 16" century. Her
investigation of this ritual rests mainly on the archeological material supplemented
with historical data on customs, folklore and other significant sources on the Baltic
culture. The ethnoarcheological approach enables her to define the essential symbolic
meaning invested with the ring as a grave good. Giedré Smitiené, the author of the
next article, stands out among others both in terms of the nature of her research
object and the employed methodology. She focuses on nearly 1500 letters written by
or addressed to the Lithuanian poet Janina Degutyté in 1972—1989. Among other
things, these letters reveal experiences that the poet herself considered rather novel:
having changed her residence place she moved from the city to the countryside and
found herself very close to the ground. This aspect of the letters particularly interests
the author of the article, who employs her favorite phenomenological approach for its
analysis. Having noted that the poet recognizes the countryside farmhouse as a place
particularly suitable for living and providing her with peace and security, the author
relates this feeling with reminiscence of the farm as the center of the traditional peasant
culture, going on to rhetorically consider whether the poet’s genuine experience of
earth could echo the agricultural tradition.

Under the heading “From History of Folklore Research”, we publish an article
by Liucija Citavi¢iuté, a renowned researcher of Liudvikas Réza and editor of his
collection of writings. She discusses the documented historical responses to the
publication of the first collection of Lithuanian folksongs edited and published by
Reéza in 1825, and targeting primarily the German audience. These responses are
hitherto as good as unknown in Lithuania. The author presents three annotations of
the folksong book that she has discovered in the German archives, and five unknown
reviews, discussing in detail the circumstances of their publication, contents, questions
of authorship, reactions from the cultural community of the time, and other things.
Along with the article, the publication includes texts of the annotations and reviews
in question, translated from German and Polish.

In memory of ethnologist Rolandas Petkevicius, the journal publishes his un-
completed article, edited and prepared for publication after its author passed away in
2016. The article focuses on its author’s favorite sphere — ethnobotany, discussing the
history of hemp (Cannabis sativa). A separate text written by Daiva Vaitkeviciené,
the former scientific adviser of Petkevicius, surveys his research activities as an
investigator of the Lithuanian ethnopsychiatry, also explaining why publication of
this article was deemed significant.



FOREWORD

In Lithuania, the year 2017 was dedicated to commemorate Algirdas Julius
Greimas; therefore, this volume, just as the previous one, includes two publications.
The first one is an unpublished review by Greimas (currently preserved at the
Manuscript Department of the Vilnius University Library), edited by Juraté Levina
and dealing with the Lithuanian Folklore Collection by Jonas Balys. The second one
includes the paper on “Mythological Biographies according to Greimas” by a globally
renowned scholar in semiotics Tatyana Civjan, which was presented at the conference
in Moscow dedicated to Greimas (the text is published in Russian).

The volume also contains a review by Riita Zarskiené, discussing the publication
of the fieldwork materials collected by the folk music group Linago of the Vytautas
Magnus University, and expertly edited by the longtime leader of the group Laima
Proskute.

The chronicle refers to the scholarly and cultural events taking place in the second
half of the 2017 both in Lithuania and abroad, publishes information regarding the
important events in the academic life of the Institute with particular emphasis on
some especially valuable materials recently supplementing the collections of the photo

archive.
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
