Pirmuosiuose dviejuose straipsniuose iSsamiai tiriama vaisinimosi vynu ir midumi
istoriné perspektyva. Istorikas Rimvydas Lauzikas atskleidZia Lietuvos DidZiojoje
Kunigaikstystéje X VII-XVIII a. gyvavusio bajoriskojo paprocio gerti is vienos taurés
iStakas, kaitq ir reikSme to meto Zmoniy socialumui. Daiva Vaitkeviciené, remdamasi
istorijos, etnografijos ir tautosakos Saltiniais, analizuoja biciulystés, midaus gami-
nimo ir vartojimo tradicijas, o biciuliy bendrijy socialinj modelj jzvelgia ir XII a.
politinio elito elgsenoje.

Kiti keturi straipsniai skirti Seiminiy rysiy refleksijoms lietuviy kultiroje, tauto-
sakoje, literaturoje ir gyvenimo pasakojimuose. Vykintas Vaitkevicius pristato ir ben-
drina savo pastaryjy mety lauko tyrimus apie vienoje lietuviy Seimoje puoseléjamus
bitininkavimo paprocius, Seimyninés bitininkystés sqsajas su laimés samprata, tradi-
cinéje pasauléziiiroje sujungiamas gamtiskgsias ir etines plotmes. Ramuné Bleizgiené,
laikydamasi antropologés Michelle’s Z. Rosaldo modernios nuostatos, kad jausmai
yra svarbi socialiniy rysiy dalis, suformuota konkrecios kultiiros pasaulio sampratos,
nagrinéja pasaulio ir asmens jausminius rySius Zemaités kiryboje, aktualina jusli-
nio, jausminio ir pasauléziurinio santykio su pasauliu ir kitu Zmogumi sqsajas. Vita
ITvanauskaité-Seibutiené pristato folklorinius sapny naratyvus apie mirusius Seimos
ir giminés artimuosius, ryskina juose atspindimq bendruomening patirtj ir kulturinius
stereotipus. Skyrius baigiamas profesorés Viktorijos Daujotytés-Pakerienés pranesi-
mo tekstu, skaitytu Prigimtinés kultiiros instituto rengtame seminare. Jame aptaria-
ma savumo, savasties refleksija prigimtinio bendrumo rysiuose.

Seimos ir giminystés tautosakinéms refleksijoms skirtas Bronés Stundzienés
straipsnis. Jame gilinamasi, kokie Seimos gyvenimo aspektai svarbus dainy poetiniam
diskursui, kiek ¢ia lemia ritualinis teksty pobudis bei kintanti paprotiné teisé.

Trys straipsniai skirti vaiky ugdymo aspektams tradicinéje lietuviy kulturoje.
Rasa Kasétiené apzvelgia liaudies padagogikos atspindzius lietuviy patarlése, prie-
ZodZiuose ir situaciniuose posakiuose, ryskina jy vertybing skale. Vita DzZekcioriii-
té-Medeisiené tiria vaiky ggsdinimus kaip specifine tradicing vaiky aukléjimo prie-
mone, apraso Sio zZanro mitinius aspektus ir pateikia savitq klasifikacijg. Giedré

Bufiené apzvelgia vaiky mgstymo tyrimus XX a. ir atskleidzia, kokios svarbios buve
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tradicinés patarleés, religiniai teiginiai; iliustruojant Liisos Granbom-Herranen tyri-
mgq pateikiama ir lietuviskos medziagos.

Sukakciy skyrelyje spausdinamas pokalbis su ilgameciais Lietuviy literaturos ir
tautosakos instituto darbuotojais — akademiku profesoriumi Leonardu Sauka ir dak-
taru Konstantu Aleksynu. Juos kalbino Jurga Sadauskiené.

Recenzijy skyrelyje su neseniai iSéjusia situaciniy posakiy knyga, parengta pare-
miologiy Lilijos Kudirkienés ir Rasos Kasétienés, Vilka minim, vilkas ¢ia skaityto-
jus supazindina kalbininké Biruté Jasitnaité. Folkloristé Jaraté Slekonyté raso apie
Suomiy mokslo ir literatiros akademijos isleistq profesorés Bronislavos Kerbelytés
veikalg The Structural-Semantic Types of Lithuanian Folk Tales. Istorikas Rokas
Sinkevic¢ius aptaria, pateikdamas ir vertingy kritiniy pastaby, baltarusio Cimafejaus
Avilino knygg ITami>k Hebam i 351M€M: 9THAACTpanoMis, kuri pernai buvo pristatyta
Vilniuje, Europos humanitariniame universitete.

FOREWORD

The 51°' volume of Tautosakos darbai / Folklore Studies mainly deals with topics of
community relations, family and traditional upbringing.

The first two articles present a detailed historical perspective on wine and mead
consumption. A history researcher Rimvydas Lauzikas reveals the sources of the
customary drinking from the same glass that was popular among the nobility in the
Grand Duchy of Lithuania in the 17"—18" centuries, also reflecting on development
of this custom and its impact on the social relations of the time. Daiva Vaitkeviciené
discusses traditions of beekeeping, production and consumption of mead according
to the historical sources, ethnography and folklore, also disclosing the social pattern
typical to the beekeeping communities in the conduct of the 12" century political elite.

The four subsequent contributions analyze reflections of the family ties in
Lithuanian culture, folklore, literature and life stories. Vykintas Vaitkevicius intro-
duces and sums up his recent fieldwork on traditional beekeeping upheld by one
Lithuanian family, emphasizing the connections between the family beekeeping and
the notion of fortune, integrating the natural and the ethic levels of the traditional
worldview. Following the modern view by anthropologist Michelle Z. Rosaldo
maintaining that emotions make an important part of the social relations shaped by
the individual cultural worldview, Ramuné Bleizgiené examines sensual relationship
between the individual and the world in the literary fiction by Zemaité, bringing
out the sensual, emotional and cognitive aspects of relationship with the world
and another person. Vita Ivanauskaité-Seibutiené introduces the folkloric dream
narratives of the deceased family members, elucidating the community experience
and the cultural stereotypes reflected in them. The chapter concludes with a paper by
Professor Viktorija Daujotyté-Pakeriené, presented at the seminar of the local culture
research and discussing the reflections of one’s own in terms of inherent community.

Folkloric reflections of family and kinship are in the focus of the article by Broné
Stundziené. She elucidates the sides of the family life prominent in the poetic folksong
discourse, also analyzing the effects of the ritual nature of these texts and the shifting
customary law.

Three articles detail the aspects of children’s upbringing in the traditional Lit-
huanian culture. Rasa Kasétiené surveys the reflections of folk pedagogics in
Lithuanian proverbs, proverbial phrases and situational sayings, emphasizing their

value system. Vita DzZekcioriuté-MedeiSiené addresses scaring of children as specific
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traditional means of education, establishing the mythical aspects of this phenomenon
and presenting her unique classification of the scaring instances. Giedré Bufiené
surveys the research of children’s speech and thinking conducted in the 20" century,
highlighting the importance of the traditional proverbs and religious statements;
she employs Lithuanian folklore material to illustrate the relevant study by Liisa
Granbom-Herranen.

Under the heading of “Anniversaries”, the interview by Jurga Sadauskiené with
the long-term researchers of the Institute of Lithuanian Literature and Folklore — the
Academy Professor Leonardas Sauka and Konstantas Aleksynas, PhD, is published.

Among the reviews, linguist Biruté Jasiunaité introduces the recently published
book of Lithuanian situational sayings edited by paremiologists Lilija Kudirkiené
and Rasa Kasétiené Vilka minim, vilkas c¢ia [[The Wolf Mentioned, the Wolf
Seen’ ]. Folklorist Jaraté Slekonyté surveys the study by Bronislava Kerbelyté The
Structural-Semantic Types of Lithuanian Folk Tales, published by the Finnish
Academy of Science and Letters. Historian Rokas Sinkevicius discusses the book
by a Belorussian author Cimafej Avilin Tlamix nebam i 3sM1éH: osTHAaCTpaHOMIsA
[Between Sky and Earth: the Ethnoastronomy’ |, which was presented in Vilnius by
the European Humanities University.

The volume concludes with the chronicle of folklore-related events from the first
half of the 2016.
