PRATARME

Tautosakos darby XLIX tomas pradedamas Bronés Stundzienés straipsniu, skirtu
Siemet paskelbtiems Etnografiniy regiony metams pazymeéti. Autoré regioniskumo
temos imasi kiek netikétu ir lietuviy folkloristikai dar nejprastu rakursu: straipsnyje
jos gimtojo Pasvalio krasto folklorinés atminties apraiskas bandoma uzciuopti juairiy
laikotarpiy Sioje Zeméje augusiy ar is jos kilusiy rasytojy grozinéje ar autobiografiné-
je kiryboje. Taip tarsi apverciama lietuviy humanitariniams tyrimams gana jprasta
filologiné tyrimy kryptis, mat Siuo atveju ne folkloro kuriniuose ieSkoma literaturis-
kumo, o priesingai — literaturoje folkloro.

Nemenkas straipsniy pluostas skiriamas tradicinio pasaulévaizdzio tyrimams.
Pradedama nuo zvilgsnio j pacig seniausigjg atmintj: Prahos baltistas Ilja Lemeski-
nas dar kartq imasi Sovijaus temos ir gilinasi j $io mitonimo kilme, polemizuodamas
su kitais tyréjais. Straipsnj autorius dedikuoja savo Mokytojai profesorei Bronislavai
Kerbelytei. Rokas Sinkevicius savo ruoztu irgi grizta prie jau ne sykj kity autoriy,
tarp jy ir Algirdo Juliaus Greimo aptartos, bet, jo manymu, iki galo dar nejmintos
mjslés apie Dievo kumeliuko gimimg. Straipsnyje bandoma naujai pazvelgti j mjsle,
atsizvelgiant | jos varianty skirtumus, tradicing savaités dieny semantikg, ménulio
amZziaus ribas pagal Biblijq ir Sio dangaus kuno periodinio atgimimo sampratq. Dai-
nius Razauskas tesia ankstesniy savo publikacijy ciklg ir analizuoja didziojo lietuviy
klasiko Kristijono Donelaicio poemoje ,,Metai” pasitelkiamus mitinius jvaizdZius.
Sjsyk tyréjo démesj patrauké ,,zolés mitologija*: pirmiausia, mogaus — augalo iedo
(pumpuro, vaisiaus) metafora, paskui atitinkamas suasmenintos mirties (Giltinés) su
dalgiu vaizdinys, karo — pjuties ir pjuties — karo analogijos ir galiausiai Zolés, pievos
kaip barzdos juaizdis. Paremiologé Lilija Kudirkiené mégina atsekti painius patarlés
. Kur mieziai guli, rugiai netelpa™ kelius senojoje lietuviy, latviy ir vokieciy rastijo-
je, atskleisdama jdomy, iSskirtinai rasytinj Sios patarlés gyvavimo ir plitimo budg.
Siekiama nustatyti, kodél tokia paprasta, aiski, patogi vartoti patarlé taip ir nejéjo
I gyvajg tradicijg. Saloméja Bandoriuté, savo straipsnyje pereidama j kiek naujes-
nius laikus, nagrinéja tradicinius liaudies anekdotus ir mégina atsakyti j klausimg, i$
ko juokési XIX a. pabaigos—XX a. vidurio lietuvis. Kaip rodo jos tyrimas, anekdo-
tuose galima iSskirti tokius pagrindinius pasaipos taikinius: moterys, svetimtauciai,
aukstesnio socialinio luomo atstovai; nemazai esama ir obscenisky anekdoty. Skyriy
uzbaigia plati Jaratés Slekonytés lietuviy pasaky tyrimy apzvalga, aprépianti istisq

Simtmetj — nuo tradicinés komparatyvistikos iki Siuolaikiniy metody. Pastebéjusi, kad
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tyrimy pobudis ir kryptis priklauso nuo visuomeniniy sqlygy, istoriniy aplinkybiy,
autoré parodo, kad Lietuvoje vyrauja komparatyvistika bei filologinis poziuris j pa-
sakas, esama ir mitologinio pobiidzio jzvalgy.

Folkloro gyvavimas jvairiuose dabarties kontekstuose yra kity dviejy straipsniy
tema. Rita Zarskiené iSsamiame, daug istoriografinés medziagos pateikianciame
straipsnyje nagrinéja muzikavimo Kataliky baznycios Sventése raidg: nuo Lietuvos
Didziosios Kunigaikstystés kriksto iki Siy dieny. Jos tyrime jtikinamai atskleidziama
baroko muzikinés tradicijos tgsa ir muzikanty vaidmuo XX—-XXI a. Zemaiciy liau-
dies pamaldumo paprociuose. Austé Nakiené savo ruoztu apzvelgia placig kultariniy
XX a. virsmy panoramgq. Jos démesio centre — tradicinés muzikinés kultiiros gyvavi-
mas ir transformacijos siuolaikinio didmiescio sqlygomis.

Toliau skelbiama Aistés Vasiliauskienés ir Grazinos Skabeikytés-Kazlauskienés
parengta Siuolaikiniy vaiky pamgstymy publikacija. Siuos pamgstymus galima lai-
kyti savotisku naujai apciuvopiamu folkloro Zanru, balansuojanciu tarp anekdoto ir
smulkiosios tautosakos, tarp folklorinés ir individualiosios kiirybos.

Skyrelyje ,,IS ekspedicijy patirties™ skelbiami dr. Jono Balio atsiminimai i§ tauto-
sakos rinkimo Amerikoje; gyvame, emocingame tekste J. Balys pasirodo ne tik kaip
grieztas, reiklus mokslininkas, bet ir kaip jautrus, humoro nestokojantis zmogus.

Siame tome minimos net trys graZios sukaktys. Pirmoji — profesorés, didZiausios
lietuviy pasaky tyréjos Bronislavos Kerbelytés astuoniasdesimtmetis. Ta proga savo bu-
vusiq Mokytojg kalbina vienas is daugelio jos mokiniy, profesorius Rimantas Balsys.
Antroji — tai vengry folkloristo, ilgamecio Tautosakos darby redaktoriy kolegijos nario
ir istikimo lietuviy tautosakininky biciulio, profesoriaus Vilmoso Voigto septyniasde-
Simt penkeriy mety sukaktis. Modesta Liugaité-Cerniauskiené parengé apzvalgg apie
V. Voigtq, taip pat iSverté jo straipsnj apie vengry atsikraustymo j dabarting tévyne
epochgq ir vengry folklorg. ,Sukakciy® skyrelyje prisimename ir anksti mus palikusig
lietuviy etnomuzikologe Zofijg Puteikieng, kuriai Siemet taip pat buty sukake astuo-
niasdesimt mety. Jautry straipsnj apie nepamirstamq kolege para$é Zivilé Ramoskaité.

FOREWORD

The 49" volume of Tautosakos darbai / Folklore Studies starts with the article by
Broné Stundziené dedicated to the Year of Ethnographic Regions — 2015. The author
approaches the regional theme attempting to grasp manifestations of the folk memory
characteristic to her native Pasvalys region in the literary fiction and memoirs written
by writers born or raised in different time on this land. Thus, the philological trend of
investigation, all too common in the Lithuanian humanities, is in a way turned upside
down, since rather than looking for literary qualities in folklore, in this case folklore
is sought in fiction.

Further, several articles are labeled as studies of the traditional worldview.
Primarily, the most ancient data is revisited, as Ilja Lemeskin once again comes to
grips with the Sovius theme, analyzing the origins of this mythonym and debating it
with other researchers. He dedicates this article to his teacher, Professor Bronislava
Kerbelyté. Rokas Sinkevicius also picks up a topic already repeatedly dealt with by
other scholars, including Algirdas Julius Greimas, but, in his view, not yet fully
solved — namely, the riddle of the birth of the divine colt. In this article, new ways of
approaching theriddle are found, taking into consideration its variation, the traditional
semantics of the weekdays, the biblical timing of the Moon’s creation and the notion
of the periodical rebirth of this celestial body. Dainius Razauskas analyzes mythical
images used by the great Lithuanian classical poet Kristijonas Donelaitis in his poem
“The Seasons”. This time, researcher focuses his attention on the “mythology of the
grass”: from the metaphoric image of a man depicted as a flower (bud, or fruit), to a
corresponding image of the personified death (the Reaper) with a scythe, to a parallel
between haymaking and war, and finally, to the image of grass and meadow as a beard.
Paremiologist Lilija Kudirkiené traces complicated pathways of the proverb “Where
barley is kept, rye cannot fit in” in the ancient Lithuanian, Latvian and German
sources, revealing curious written mode of this proverb’s existence. She also tries to
establish the reasons why such a simple, clear and handy proverb did not get into the
oral tradition. Saloméja Bandoriuté analyzes popular anecdotes from the end of the
19" — the first half of the 20" century, tackling the question: what did Lithuanians
from this period find funny? According to her analysis, the most popular targets of
humor included women, foreigners, and higher social classes; obscene anecdotes were
also quite common. The chapter is concluded with a detailed historical survey of a
hundred years of the Lithuanian folktale research, presented by Jaraté Slekonyté.
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Having noted that the nature and direction of the research is largely determined by
the social and historical circumstances, the author reveals that comparative analysis
and philological approach to the folktales are predominant tendencies in Lithuania;
also, mythological insights are abundant.

Existence of folklore in the modern contexts is a uniting feature of the next two
articles. Riita Zarskiené analyzes the development of the music making during the
Catholic Church feasts since the Christianization of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania
until nowadays. She draws a convincing picture of the continuation of the Baroque
musical tradition and the importance of the wind instruments in the folk piety of the
20"-21*" century Samogitia. Austé Nakiené in turn surveys a wide panorama of the
cultural shifts taking place in the 20" century. Her special focus is on the survival
and transformations of the traditional musical culture in the modern city.

Further, folklore publication edited by Aisté Vasiliauskiené and Grazina
Skabeikyté-Kazlauskiené is presented. It contains samples of reasoning by contempo-
rary Lithuanian children — a specific newly emerging folklore genre, existing between
anecdotes and small forms of folklore, between folkloric and individual creativity.

In this volume, experiences by Dr. Jonas Balys from his fieldwork trips across
USA are published; this emotional text allows glimpsing Balys not only as a strict
and rigorous scholar, but also as a sensitive person with a good sense of humor.

Presently, as many as three nice anniversaries are celebrated. The first one is
the 80" birthday of the greatest Lithuanian folktale researcher Professor Bronisla-
va Kerbelyté. On this occasion, she is interviewed by her former student professor
Rimantas Balsys. The second one is the 75" birthday celebrated by the Hungarian
folklorist, the long-time member of the editorial board of our journal and the faith-
ful friend of the Lithuanian folklorists Professor Vilmos Voigt. Modesta Liugaiteé-
Cerniauskiené has compiled a survey of his numerous works and achievements, and
also translated from Hungarian his article regarding the settlement of Hungarians in
the contemporary homeland and the Hungarian folklore. We also remember our late
colleague, ethnomusicologist Zofija Puteikiené, who would have celebrated today her
80" anniversary. A touching text is dedicated to her by Zivilé Ramoskaite.

Sadly, May 16, 2015 was the day to say the last farewell to the long-time pro-
fessor of the Vilnius University Donatas Sauka. The parting words to him are uttered
here by Jurga Sadauskiené.

Two books are reviewed in this volume: Laima Anglickiené discusses the collection
of articles edited by Vida Savoniakaité and presenting contemporary perspectives on
the notions of one’s own and other, while Jiraté Slekonyté celebrates the recent pub-
lication of the index of Slovenian animal tales and fables, compiled by Monika Kropej
Telban, who is also a member of our editorial board. Finally, Vita Ivanauskaité-
Seibutiené presents the vol. 60 of the journal Lituanus, dedicated to various aspects
of the Lithuanian identity.

The volume is concluded with a short chronicle of the relevant folkloristic events.
