Pirmajame skyriuje Giedré Smitiené, tradicinei kulttrai tirti pasirinkusi fenomeno-
logines prieigas, iSgrynina fenomenologines juslinio suvokimo nuostatas, su kuriomis
gretina jau ne pirmgq kartq savo rasSymui pasirenkamos pateikéjos Onos Luksienés kal-
béjimg, tiksliau, per ji atsiskleidziantj Sios kaimo moters ir jos gyvenamos erdvés rysj.
Jaratés Slekonytés straipsnis skirtas lietuvininky sakméms apie lauking medziokle: ap-
zvelgus analizuojamo motyvo gyvavimg Europos tauty folklore ir ypatumus lietuvininky
sakmeése, gilesniy jo Sakny ieSkoma MazZosios Lietuvos autochtony — prusy tradicijoje.

Straipsnyje apsiribojama vos dviejy krastovaizdZio
objekty — lauko ir kalno — interpretacija, jau leidZiancia daryti iSvadg, kad seniausiam
klodui priklausanciose dainose krastovaizdis kuriamas mitoritualiniy idéjy pagrindu ir
kad nuo ritualinio konteksto atitriksta tik vélyvoji daina. Vilma Daugirdaité tyrimui
pasirinko lietuviy folkloristy i§ esmés dar neliestq temq — Siuolaikiniy iSskirtiniy krasto-
vaizdzio viety kurimg. Lygindama istoriky darbus, populiarios spaudos diskursg ir sa-
kytinj naratyvq ji aptaria baltiskyjy mitologiniy ir istoriniy realijy jsiejimq j Zemaitijoje
esancio Lopaiciy kaimo krastovaizdj ir besirandancius pasakojimus apie jas. Lopaiciy
krastovaizdyje jprasmintos ikikrik$&ioniskosios Zemaitijos istorijos ir kultiiros atgarsiai
sakytiniame naratyve pristatomi ir autorés parengta teksty publikacija.

Kostas Aleksynas, sjkart atskleisdamas, kaip buvo sukurtos dvi DidZiojo karo dainos.
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Sukakéiy® skyrius skiriamas paremiologams ir paremiologijai. Siemet minime Svie-
saus atminimo profesoriaus Kazio Grigo 90-gsias gimimo metines. Apie iskilaus tauto-
sakininko indélj j lituanistikg, j lietuviy ir tarptauting folkloristikg rasyta ne kartq. Siuo-
syk ilgus metus su Kaziu Grigu prie Lietuviy patarliy ir priezZodziy kartotekos bei didZiojo
lietuviy patarliy sqvado rengimo dirbusi Lilija Kudirkiené mums primena ne isskirtinés
reikSmés profesoriaus darbus, o patj asmenj, kokj pazino tie, kas su juo dirbo ir bendra-
vo. Vermonto universiteto (JAV) profesorius Wolfgangas Miederis, pakviestas prisiminti
K. Grigg (jy draugysté uzsimezgé ir tesési laiskais), atsiliepé aistringu rasiniu, kvies-
damas parengti lietuviy ir angly patarliy rinkinj, kuris tarptauting paremiology bend-
ruomeng supazindinty su turtingu lietuvisky patarliy paveldu, ir Zadédamas savo para-
mgq jj publikuojant. Esama progos placiau pristatyti ir paties profesoriaus W. Miederio
veiklg — tai 70-asis jubiliejus. Sio vieno Zymiausiy pasaulyje paremiologo parasytiems,
parengtiems, sudarytiems ar redaguotiems leidiniams apzvelgti skirtas Giedrés Bufienés
rasinys. Grazus sutapimas, kad prie lietuviy paremiologijai reikSmingy asmeny pami-
néjimo is esmés dera ir gydytojo, visuomenés veikéjo Mikalojaus Kupreviciaus, kurio
150-gsias gimimo metines minime, tautiSkai angazuotos veiklos suaktualinimas, prime-
nant apie nedaugeliui Zinomus jo sudarytus du solidZius tautosakos rinkinius: patarlyng
ir mjslynq. Proging publikacijq parengé jo anitkas kompozitorius Giedrius Kuprevicius.

Etnokultariné Kuprevi¢iy seimos veikla punktyru prasitesia skyriuje ,,IS ekspedici-
Jy patirties’; kuriame Vykintas Vaitkevi¢ius pristato Balio Buraco 1936 mety ekspedi-
cinés kelionés j Ryty Lietuvg uzraus. Sioje kelionéje krastotyrininkg lydéjo tuo metu
M. K. Ciurlionio dailés muziejaus sekretoriaus pareigas éjes Viktoras Kuprevicius —
Mikalojaus Kupreviciaus siinus, kompozitoriaus Giedriaus Kupreviciaus tévas. O pri-
statant publikacijq norétysi pasidziaugti ne tik tradicinés kultiros tyréjams aktualiu
jos turiniu, bet ir iliustracijomis — B. Buraco nuotraukomis, kurios tekstui teikia papil-
domos informacijos, kartu darydamos jj vaizdesnj ir pacios jgydamos naujy prasmiy.

,,Pro memoria® skiltyje prisimename amzinybén iSéjusius redaktore, tekstologe, ver-
téjg, o mums — pirmiausia tautosakininke Danute Kristopaite ir placia savo veikla rys-
kiai j Lietuvos folklorinio ir visuomeninio sgjudzio istorijg jéjusj etnologg Jong Trinkiing.

Kaip jau jprasta, tome pristatomi nauji folkloristams aktualiis leidiniai, kuriuos
Sjkart recenzuoja ne folkloristai. Sociologé Sigita Kraniauskiené vertina trijy skir-
tingy humanitariniy ir socialiniy moksly sri¢iy atstovy parengtg monografijq Lietu-
vos pasienio miesteliy atmintis ir tapatybé: Valkininkai, Vilkyskiai, Zeimelis, o
Vilniaus universiteto knygotyrininkas Tomas Petreikis aptaria Domo Kauno veikalg
Mazosios Lietuvos knygy link, kuriame apibendrinama autoriaus patirtis ieSkant
dokumentinio paveldo Klaipédos kraste. Anotacijomis atkreipiamas démesys j dar
dvi pernai pasirodziusias su tradicine kultiira susijusias knygas (Ritos Balkutés Ga-
lia uzburti ir Liberto Klimkos Lietuvisky tradicijy skrynel¢) ir Siais metais kolegy
baltarusiy pradétq leisti mokslinj periodinj leidinj bemnapycki gampkiop.

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The 47" volume of Tautosakos darbai / Folklore Studies is thematically diverse, yet
its chapters, although different, would perhaps be recognized by observant readers
as customarily introducing new folklore research on the traditional world-view, on
folklore in its modern contexts, and on the cultural landscape.

In the first chapter, Giedré Smitiené having selected the phenomenological
approach to the study of traditional culture, clarifies phenomenological notions of
perception and applies them to examine the way of speech of her long-term informant
Ona Luksiené, or rather, the connections between this peasant woman and her
environment as revealed in her speech. The article by Jiraté Slekonyté deals with
the Lithuanian legends of the Wild Hunt: having surveyed the existence of this
motive in the European folklore and its peculiarities in the Lithuanian material, the
author then proceeds to search for its deeper roots in the traditions of Prussians — the
autochthonous inhabitants of the Lithuania Minor.

Uses of folklore in the modern contexts are introduced in the article by Dalia
Zaikauskiené, who having chosen to analyze the internet comments on several
politically ambivalent news articles, presents interesting insights regarding the use of
paremias in the modern electronic discourse.

Attention to the cultural landscape joins together two rather different studies of
materials that are also diverse in terms of time. Broné Stundziené sets out to investigate
reflections of landscape in the Lithuanian folksongs from the contemporary point of
view, revealing differing interpretations attributed to the landscape during various
periods of the folksong development. The article is limited to interpretations of just
two objects of landscape, namely, the field and the mountain, which nevertheless allow
for concluding that meaning of landscape is constructed in the most ancient folksongs
on the basis of mythic and ritual notions, and only the most recent folksongs break
free from the ritual background. Vilma Daugirdaité addresses in her article a topic
hitherto hardly investigated by Lithuanian folklorists, namely, the modern formation
of outstanding cultural landscapes. By comparing historical research, the popular
media discourse and the oral narratives she discusses purposeful incorporation
of the Baltic mythic and historical realities into the landscape of the Samogitian
village of Lopaiciai and the newly emerging narratives of it. Oral narratives echoing

representations of the pre-Christian Samogitian history and culture manifested in
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the Lopaiciai landscape are presented by the publication of texts edited by the same
author.

Celebrating the 90" anniversary of the Latvian Folklore Archives, Mara Viksna
reminds the readers of its history: its sources, founding and the decades-long activity.

Contributions by Kostas Aleksynas to the chapter on folksong history may
already be regarded as traditional. At the moment he reveals ways of composing two
folksongs from the Great War.

The chapter on anniversaries is chiefly devoted to paremiologists and paremiology.
This year, the 90" anniversary of the late professor Kazys Grigas is celebrated.
Contributions of this prominent scholar fo the studies of Lithuanian culture and both
the Lithuanian and the international folklore research have already been repeatedly
discussed. This time, the long-term colleague of Kazys Grigas, paremiologist Lilija
Kudirkiené reminds us of his person — the way he is still remembered by those who
knew him well. In his turn, Professor Wolfgang Mieder from the University of Vermont
(USA) having been asked to commemorate his friendship and cooperation with Kazys
Grigas, replies by a fervent plea for editing a Lithuanian-English proverb collection,
which would introduce the rich heritage of Lithuanian proverbs to the international
community, and proposing his assistance in its publication. A nice occasion for a
more detailed survey of activities by Professor Wolfgang Mieder is also at hand,
since Professor celebrates his 70" birthday. Giedré Bufiené therefore discusses in
her contribution the publications written, compiled or edited by this world-famous
researcher of paremiology. By a nice coincidence, these texts celebrating anniversaries
of the prominent paremiologists are in a way followed by actualization of the
nationally engaged activities of a doctor and public figure Mikalojus Kuprevicius,
whose 150" anniversary of birth is also commemorated this year. Solid collections of
proverbs and riddles recorded by him should definitely enjoy greater publicity. A nice
contribution on the occasion of his grandfather’s birthday is written for this volume
by the Lithuanian composer Giedrius Kuprevicius.

The ethno-cultural activities of the Kuprevicius family swiftly merge into the
following chapter describing fieldwork experiences. Here, Vykintas Vaitkevicius
presents the fieldwork notes by Balys Buracas from his trip to the Fastern Lithuania
in 1936. During this trip, Buracas was accompanied by Viktoras Kuprevicius, at the
time secretary of the Ciurlionis Art Museum — son of Mikalojus Kuprevicius and
father of the composer Giedrius Kuprevicius. Moreover, the value of this publication
consists not only in its contents, highly relevant to the students of traditional culture,
but also in its illustrations — photos by Buracas, supplying additional information to
the text, making it more vivid and themselves acquiring new meanings.

The “Pro memoria” chapter is dedicated to the departed — Danuté Kristopaité, a

hard-working editor, textual critic, interpreter, but for us primarily a folklorist; and
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ethnologist Jonas Trinkiinas, who by his broad activity has firmly established himself
in the history of the Lithuanian public and folkloric movement.

New publications relevant to folklorists, but reviewed by non-folklorists are
presented in this volume as well. Sociologist Sigita Kraniauskiené discusses a
monograph authored by representatives of three disciplines in humanities and social
sciences Memory and Identity in the Lithuanian Borderline Communities:
Valkininkai, Vilkyskiai, and Zeimelis, while book researcher of Vilnius University
Tomas Petreikis reviews a work by Domas Kaunas Towards the Books of Lithuania
Minor, which summarizes its author’s experience while searching for documentary
heritage in the Klaipéda region. Annotations draw the readers’ attention fo yet a couple
of books published last year and dealing with traditional culture by Rita Balkuté
and Libertas Klimka, and to a research journal launched this year by Belorussian
colleagues, Bemapycxi ¢anpriop.

In the chronicle, information on the recent folklore-related events and on the new

database made available by the Latvian Folklore Archives is presented.
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
