PRATARME

64-ajame Tautosakos darby tome skelbiami straipsniai apima platy teminj ir meto-
dologinj tyrimy spektrq. Pirmiausia, negaléjome nereaguoti j pacius esmingiausius ir
tragiskiausius niidienos joykius — Rusijos karing agresijg Ukrainoje. Zurnale publi-
kuojamas folkloristés is Lvivo Oksanos Kuzmenko straipsnis parodo istorinj dabar-
ties juykiy kontekstq — nuo Pirmojo pasaulinio karo laiky ukrainieciy folklore susi-
klosciusj rusy juaizdj, plétotq ir pildytq per visq XX amziy ir ypa¢ — XXI amziaus
pradzioje. Sis jvaizdis remiasi dar i§ XIX amZiaus folkloro perimtais archajiskais
,velnio™ ir ,,svetimojo* bruozais. Pasitelkusi gausig spausdinty Saltiniy ir archyviniy
rinkiniy medziagqg bei savo 2013—2018 m. vykdyty lauko tyrimy rezultatus, autoré
atskleidzia Sio etninio stereotipo varijavimg ir pagrindinius bruoZus.

Giedré Smitiené savo tyrimu Zengia j lietuviy folkloristy kol kas nepaliestq sritj —
tarprusiskumo diskursq. Analizuodama autentiskus poetés Janinos Degutytés teks-
tus, kurie susieja gyvuno ir ligos, senatvés, skausmo ir nujauciamos mirties patirtis,
Ji parodo, kaip keiciasi serganciosios tapatybé, jai bunant su kate. . Degutytés apra-
Soma katé, bunanti kartu skausme iki mirties, leidZia permgstyti mirties ir skausmo
iSgyvenimo individualumg.

Toliau skelbiami du straipsniai, kuriuose j tradicinj folklorg bandoma pazvelgti i$
naujos, gal kiek nejprastos metodologinés perspektyvos. Daiva Vaitkeviciené susitel-
kia j uzkalbéjimy ir maldy tarpusavio santykj, mégindama nustatyti jy panasumus
bei skirtumus. Aptarusi terminologine problematikqg XX amziaus lietuviy folkloristy
darbuose, autoré gilinasi j uzkalbéjimus, kuriems, kaip ir maldoms, budingas tiesio-
ginis adresatas ir savitas komunikacijos biidas, pasitelkiantis Svelnigjg galig, t. y.
susitarimu grijstq veikimo strategijg. Tokie uzkalbéjimai straipsnyje vadinami Svel-
niaisiais ir teigiama, kad jie sudaro bendrg teksty korpusq su maldomis. Vita Dzek-
Cioriuté-MedeiSiené savo tyrimo objektu renkasi tautosakos ir etnografinius tekstus,
aprasancius liaudies medicinos praktikas bei jose atsispindincig miting vaiky ligy
sampratq tradiciniame lietuviy pasaulévaizdyje. Pagrindiné jos tyrimo asis yra ribos
ir jy simbolinés israiskos: liaudies medicinoje, ligy sampratoje ir jvairiose ligy gydymo
praktikose gali biiti aktualizuojamos kiino ribos, aplinkoje esanciy erdviy ribos, laiko
ribos bei pereinamyjy buseny ir apeigy metu nustatomos ribos. Kaip Siy riby raiska
atsiskleidzia vaiky ligose, straipsnyje nagrinéjama pasitelkiant trijy liaudies medici-
nai budingy vaiky negalavimy pavyzdzius — Serius, kokliusq ir ménulio apsvietimgq.

Poroje toliau skelbiamy straipsniy gilinamasi j tradicinio folkloro gyvavimg, raidg ir

transformacijas moderniaisiais laikais. Aelita Kensminiené pateikia empirine medziaga

gristq Siuolaikinés mjsliy vartosenos Lietuvoje apzvalgg. Straipsnyje remiamasi mjsles
publikuojanciais mokykliniais vadovéliais ir knygomis, periodiniais leidiniais, interneto
svetainémis, socialiniais tinklais, jtraukti ir profesionaliojo meno reiskiniai, reklamos
akcijos ir kitos medijos priemonés, naudojancios klasikinés formos mjsles, jy frag-
mentus, perdirbinius, naujai kuriamas mjsles. Autoré pazymi, kad tradiciniy mjsliy
Siuo metu beveik neuzrasoma, taciau jos vis dar turi savo auditorijq ir, nors neretai
vartojamos pakitusiomis formomis, islaiko daugumg mjsliy funkcijy. Jiraté Slekonyté
domisi jdomiu ir i§skirtiniu dziikés pasakotojos Antaninos Caplikienés atveju. Si mote-
ris jau XXI amziaus pradZioje, kai klasikinés pasakos buvo kone isnykusios is gyvosios
tradicijos, sugebéjo prisiminti ir pasekti kone pusantro Simto tradicinio folkloro kiiri-
niy, i jy — beveik septynias deSimtis pasaky. Straipsnyje gilinamasi j A. Caplikienés
repertuaro formavimosi aplinkybes ir stengiamasi isryskinti, kuo ji unikali XX—-XXI
amziy sandiros ir apskritai Dzukijos pasakojamosios tradicijos kontekste.

Paskutinis tome skelbiamas straipsnis parasytas Vidos Savoniakaités apie etno-
grafo Igno Konciaus 1911-1940 m. vykdytus Zemaitijos kryZiy ir koplytéliy tyri-
mus. Straipsnyje siekiama atskleisti, kaip I. Konciaus Zemaitijos kryZiy bei koplytéliy
statistikos tyrimo ypatybés siejasi su Rusijos imperijos mokslo kanonais ir pasaulio
etnografijos teorija. Daroma iSvada, jog I. Konciaus darbai turi daug bendrumo su
vokieciy statistika, Johanno Gottfriedo Herderio antropologija ir savaip atskleidzia
Zemaitijos gamtos ir kultiiros paveldo istorijg.

Miesto sakmés ir baimés SSRS”, parasytq dviejy autoriy — maskvieciy folklorisc¢iy
ir antropologiy Aleksandros Archipovos ir Anos Kirziuk. O Lina Bagiené aptaria Zi-
vilés Kropaités-Basiulés isleistq jos mociutés — partizany rysininkés, politinés kalinés
ir tremtinés Onos Butrimaités-Laurinienés — gyvenimo istorijq.

,Saltiniy* skiltyje publikuojami Lietuvos nacionalinés Martyno Mazvydo biblio-
tekos Rety knygy ir rankrasciy skyriuje, Vaclovo Birziskos fonde, iSsaugoti Jono Ku-
mecio prisiminimai apie Veliuonos piliakalnius, atspindintys tam tikrus XIX amziuje
vykusius istoriografijos ir istorinio sgmoningumo pokycius. Sig archyvinio $altinio
publikacijg parengé, jvadq ir komentarus parasé Vilma Daugirdaité. Dar viena pub-
likacija — Zivilés Ramoskaités parengtas pokalbis su dainy tyréja Brone Stundziene jos
septyniasdesimtmecio proga.

Tomas uzbaigiamas informacija apie Siemet itin gausiai uzderéjusias jaunyjy
etnology disertacijas — per pusmetj jy apginta net sesios. Taip pat informuojama apie
tradicinés Tautosakos savaités renginius ir jau dvidesimt SeStgjg moksling folkloro
konferencijqg, skirtq folkloristés ir poetés Pranés Aukstikalnytés-Jokimaitienés Simt-
meciui paminéti.

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The research articles published in the 64" volume of the journal Tautosakos darbai /
Folklore Studies embrace a rather wide scope in terms of themes and methods.
First, the editors could not ignore the most crucial and tragic events of the nowadays,
namely, the Russian military aggression against Ukraine. Thus, the article by the
folklorist from Lviv Oksana Kuzmenko displays the historic background of the recent
events, i. e. the image of Russians shaped in the Ukrainian folklore from the First

" century and

World War, which was developed and augmented in the course of the 20
particularly, in the beginning of the 21* century. This image preserves the archaic
semantics of ‘devil’ and ‘alien’ based on folklore models from the 19" century. Using
ample materials from the printed and archived sources as well as the results of her
fieldwork from 2013-2018, the author reveals variations and essential features of
this ethnostereotype.

In turn, Giedré Smitiené enters the interspecies discourse in her study, which is
a sphere hitherto hardly approached by the Lithuanian folklorists. Using authentic
texts by the Lithuanian poet Janina Degutyté that join together the experiences of
the animal, illness, age, pain and the anticipated death, the author describes the
identity of the ailing person that changes when she is with the cat. The cat depicted
by Degutyté shares the human pain until death, allowing for reconsideration of the
individual character of experiencing pain and death.

The following two articles view the traditional folklore from a new and somewhat
unconventional methodological perspective. Daiva Vaitkeviciené focuses her attention
on the interrelationship between charms and prayers, attempting to highlight their
differences and similarities. Having discussed the problematic terminology in
the 20™ century Lithuanian folklore research, the author of the article goes on to
analyze the charms that are characterized by the direct addressee and peculiar form
of communication akin to prayers, which employs the soft power, i. e. the action
strategy based on mutual agreement. Such kind of charms she defines as soft ones,
maintaining that the soft charms and prayers constitute the same corpus of texts.
Vita Dzekcioriuté-MedeiSiené chooses to investigate folklore and ethnographic data
that gives evidence of the folk medicine practices reflecting the mythical notion of
children’s diseases in the traditional Lithuanian worldview. The main supporting axis
of her study rests on the boundaries and their symbolic expression: in folk medicine,

when establishing notion of the diseases and various healing practices, various

boundaries can be made relevant, including the body boundaries, the boundaries of
the surrounding spaces, the time boundaries or those introduced by the liminal states
and rites of passage. The manifestation of these boundaries in terms of children’s
diseases is exhibited in the article by exemplifying three children’s ailments typical to
the folk medicine: bristles, whooping cough, and moonlight.

A couple of further articles engage with the existence of traditional folklore, its
development and transformations during the modern times. Aelita Kensminiené
presents an empiric survey of the contemporary usage of riddles in Lithuania. Her
material includes schoolbooks and collections that publish riddles, periodicals,
internet sites and social media, as well as works by professional artists, advertisements,
and other media forms using classical riddles, their fragments, remakes and new
compositions. The author emphasizes that recording of the traditional riddles has
almost ceased nowadays; however, they still retain their audience, and, although
frequently used in altered forms, nevertheless preserve most of their functions. Jiraté
Slekonyté presents an interesting case study of an exceptional storyteller from the
Dzikija region — Antanina Caplikiené. In the beginning of the 21* century, when
classical folktales were already extinct from the living tradition, this woman managed
to remember and tell almost one hundred and fifty pieces of the traditional folklore,
including nearly seventy folktales. The aim of the article is revealing the patterns
shaping the Caplikiené's repertoire and highlighting the uniqueness of this storyteller
at the turn of the 20" — 21% centuries in the context of the folk narrative tradition of
Dzikija.

The author of the concluding article of the volume Vida Savoniakaité revisits the
investigations of the Samogitian crosses and chapels carried out by the ethnographer
Ignas Koncius in 1911-1940. The aim of the article is emphasizing the connections
between the statistical investigation of the Samogitian cultural heritage by Koncius
and the scholarly cannons of the Russian Empire, as well as the global ethnographic
theory. The author concludes that Koncius’ research is closely related to the German
statistics and Herder's anthropology, also peculiarly revealing the history of the
Samogitian cultural heritage.

In this volume, three books are reviewed. The folktale researcher Jiraté Slekonyté
presents a colleague’s view of the fundamental edition of the Czech folktales by
Jaroslav OtcendSek. Radvilé Racénaité introduces the book “Dangerous Soviet
Things. The Urban Legends and Fears in the USSR” written by two authors from
Moscow — folklorists and ethnographers Aleksandra Arkhipova and Anna Kirziuk.
Finally, Lina Bugiené discusses the life story of the partisan helper, political prisoner
and deportee Ona Butrimaité-Lauriniené, published by her granddaughter Zivilé
Kropaité-Basiulé.

Under the heading of “Sources”, memories of the Veliuona hillforts by Jonas

Kumetis, preserved in the manuscript department of the Lithuanian National Library,
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among the collections of Vaclovas Birziska, are published. This archived source was
edited, introduced and commented by Vilma Daugirdaité, who highlights certain
shifts in historiography and historical consciousness taking place in the 19" century.
Further, publication edited by Zivilée Ramoskaité of her interview with folksong
researcher Broné Stundziené on her 70" birthday, is presented.

The volume concludes with information on the particularly numerous dissertations
in ethnology: in the course of six months, as many as six of them were defended!
Information on the events taking place in the course of the traditional Folklore Week
and on the 26™ folklore conference dedicated to the 100" anniversary of the folklore
researcher and poet Prané Aukstikalnyté-Jokimaitiené, is also included.
