Tomgq pradeda tyrimai, kuriuose susitelkiama
j Zmoniy atmintyje gyvus priminimus apie netolimg praeitj. Liucijos Verveckienés
straipsnyje gvildenamas Lietuvos Seimy trijy karty (seneliy, menanciy visq soviet-
metj, tévy, sovietmeciu gimusiy ir augusiy, ir anuky, augusiy po ,luzio”, 1990-yjy)
atliekamas simbolinis atminties darbas. Tiriama, kaip Seimose reflektuojamas numa-
nomas jos nario kolaboravimas, tiesioginis ar netiesioginis susidurimas su sovietiné-
mis saugumo strukturomis. Analizuojant skirtingy karty (visy pirma aniiky) atmin-
ties darbg, isryskéja pastangos suprasti artimyjy patirtj sovietmeciu ir suderinti jg
su Siandieniniu to laikotarpio vertinimu. AtskleidZiamas painus reikSmiy, siejamy su
kolaborantais, kolaboravimu ar jo nuojauta, paveikslas, déliojamas i$ Seimos karty
istorijy ir nutyléjimy apie nevienalytj, sudétingg laikotarpj. Gretos Paskoliumaités
straipsnyje , Prisitaike, bet nepamirsSe: partizany vaiky pasakojimai apie (ne)prisitai-
kymg prie sovietinés okupacijos® atskleidziamas dvigubas partizany Seimy gyveni-
mas sovietmeciu: prisitaikymas vieSajame gyvenime ir rezistencinés dvasios iSsaugo-
jimas, (ne)stebint pasalinéms akims. ,,Gyvoji atmintis® (kaip kovos dalyviai vertino
savo jsitraukimg j pasipriesinimg? Kaip prisiminé vykusias kovas? Kokj vaizdinj
stengési perduoti vaikams — ir kaip Sie tq vaizdinj priéemé?) 2019—-2024 m. autorés
buvo uzrasyta kalbantis su partizaninio karo dalyviy Seimos nariais. Cia publikuo-
jamas tyrimas atskleidZia, kaip sudétingg savo Seimy padétj sovietinés okupacijos
metais reflektuoja partizany vaiky karta. Pabréziamas, viena vertus, vidinis pasi-
priesinimas (partizaninio karo pasakojimo ir represijy refleksijy perdavimas, tikéjimo
iSpazinimas, uzsienio radijo stoCiy klausymasis, pokario dainy dainavimas), antra
vertus, prisitaikymas prie rezimo (sovietiniy Svenciy minéjimas, vaiky dalyvavimas
sovietinése vaiky bei jaunimo organizacijose).

Jurgos Sivickaités-Sadauskienés straipsnis skirtas tautosakos naudojimo vaiky
ugdyme temai. Apzvelgiant XIX a. — XX a. pradZzios lietuviy elementorius, isryski-
namos prielaidos, skatinusios Svietéjus pasitelkti tautosakq, atskleidZiama folklorinio
turinio gauséjimo tendencija. Apibendrindama mokomuosiuose leidiniuose publikuo-
tg tautosakq, jvairius jos panaudojimo atvejus, J. Sivickaité-Sadauskiené svarsto
apie to meto lietuviy Svietéjy pedagoginius tikslus ir tautosakai teiktq verte. Teigia-

ma, kad iSaugusj tautosakos vaidmenj pedagoginéje literaturoje lémé humanistinés to
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meto Europos pedagogikos raidos kryptys, nacionalinés vaiky literatiiros skurdumas,
taip pat folkloriniy kurinéliy parankumas mokant mazamecius rasto.

Laima Anglickiené supazindina su Siuolaikinio folkloro apraiskomis — situaci-
niais posakiais, populiariais vaiky ir jaunimo kalboje. Pasitelkusi Vytauto DidZiojo
universiteto studenty 2022—-2024 m. surinktq medziagq, autoré aptaria skirtingose
komunikacinése situacijose vartojamy posakiy turinj, raiSkq, varijavimgq ir paskirtj.
Tyrimas isryskina bidingesnius Siy paremijy, tiek naujai sukurty jaunosios kartos,
tiek jos perimty is ankstesnés tradicijos, bruozus: humoristinj pobudj, absurdiskumg,
polinkj j obsceniskumg, zZargono ir vulgarybiy gausg.

Asta Skujyté-Razmiené straipsnyje ,, Veneros palytéti: sifilio samprata ir gydy-
mas XX a. pirmos pusés Lietuvoje” pasitelkia lietuviy ir uzsienio medicinos istoriky
tyrimus, Lietuvos tarpukario spaudgq ir archeologiniy tyrimy duomenis. Autoré gi-
linasi j sifilio, arba prancuziskosios ligos, istorijg Europoje, apzvelgia, kaip ji buvo
suprantama bei gydoma Lietuvoje, ir kartu kelia klausimg, kodél $i didziuliu susiri-
pinimu gydytojams ir visuomenei tapusi liga, kuria serganciyjy skaicius XX a. pir-
mos pusés Lietuvoje itin sparciai augo, beveik nepaliko pédsaky lietuviy tautosakoje.
Jos atliktas tyrimas atskleidZia, kad tai galéjes lemti sifilio neskyrimas nuo kity ligy,
sudétinga diagnostika ir toks svarbus démuo kaip seksualiné ligos prigimtis, galéjusi
buti nepatogi tema tiek tautosakos pateikéjams, tiek rinkéjams.

Tome skelbiamas Linos Biugienés pokalbis su poetés Janinos Degutytés laisky pu-
blikacijos, trimis knygomis paskelbtos 2025 m., sudarytoja Giedre Smitiene ir moksli-
ne redaktore Jurga Jonutyte. Kalbama apie metodologinés prieigos prie kasdieniy lais-
ky paieskas ir patj laisSkyno, papildyto gausia kontekstine medziaga, radimosi procesq,
apémusj ir i$$itkj nuobodzig kasdienybe paversti turiningu, daugiasluoksniu pasakoji-
mu. Sudarytojos pasirinktas antropologinis poziiris leido isryskinti ne tik ilgalaikius
susirasinéjimo dalyviy santykius, bet ir jvairiopus jy gyvento laiko kontekstus.

Rubrikoje Recenzijos apzvelgiamos dvi knygos. L. Bugiené aptaria latviy folklo-
risto Sandzio Laimés 2024 m. pasirodziusiq tipologing latviy sakmiy apie raganas
rodykle. Dvikalbé knyga (iSleista latviy ir angly k.) apima jvading teoring studijg,
siuzety tipy ir motyvy katalogus. Recenzijos autoré atkreipia démesj, kad leidinyje
pristatoma latviy folkloriniy pasakojimy klasifikavimo sistema yra artima tai, ku-
ria vadovavosi Jonas Balys, parenges Lietuviy pasakojamosios tautosakos motyvy
kataloga (1936). O etnomuzikologo Rimanto Astrausko apZvalga skirta 2023 m.
pasirodziusiam Lietuviy liaudies dainyno 26-am tomui, kuriame skelbiamos ka-
lendorinés pavasario-vasaros apeigy ciklo dainos. Tikimasi, kad akademinés ben-
druomencés ir liaudies dainy mylétojy laukta knyga taps parankiné, naudojama ir

atliekant tyrimus, ir dainuojant pakitusioje musy dieny aplinkoje.

FOREWORD

The 69" volume of Tautosakos darbai / Folklore Studies publishes research articles
covering a wide thematic and methodological range. The volume begins with studies
focusing on reminiscences of the recent past that are still alive in the people’s memory.
The article by Liucija Verveckiené examines symbolic memory work in the three gen-
erations of Lithuanian families (grandparents who remember the entire Soviet era,
parents who were born and raised during it, and grandchildren who grew up afler the
“turn” in the 1990s). The author analyzes how families reflect the implicit collabora-
tion of their members, as well as direct or indirect encounters with the Soviet security
structures. What emerges when analyzing the memory work of different generations
(primarily grandchildren), demonstrates efforts to understand the experience of the
relatives during the Soviet era and to reconcile it with today’s assessment of that
period. A complex picture of meanings associated with collaborators, collaboration,
or the suspicion of it is revealed, constructed from the stories and silences in differ-
ent generations of the families regarding that heterogeneous, ambivalent period. The
article by Greta Paskociumaité “Conforming but not Forgetting: Stories by Partisan
Children about (Non)adaptation to the Soviet Occupation” reveals the double life of
partisan families during the Soviet era: adaptation in public life and preservation of
the spirit of resistance, (in)visible to outsiders. The “living memory” (i. e., how the
participants of the struggle evaluated their own involvement in the resistance, how
they remembered the battles that had taken place, what image they tried to convey to
their children, and how the children accepted that image) was recorded in 2019-2024
by the author of the article interviewing the family members of the participants of the
partisan war. Her research published here primarily aims at revealing how the gen-
eration of partisan children reflects the difficult situation of their families during the
years of Soviet occupation. On the one hand, they emphasize the internal resistance
(including the transmission of partisan war narratives and reflections of the repres-
sions, adherence to faith, listening to the foreign radio stations, singing of the post-
war patriotic songs), and on the other hand, adaptation to the regime (celebration of
the Soviet holidays, participation in the Soviet children’s and youth organizations).
The article by Jurga Sivickaité-Sadauskiené is devoted to various uses of folklore
in the children’s education. Reviewing the Lithuanian elementary books from the 19"

century and the beginning of the 20" century, the author highlights the prerequisites
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that encouraged educators to turn to folklore, and the tendency of its increased use.
Summarizing the folklore published in these educational books and various cases of
its use, J. Sivickaité-Sadauskiené discusses the pedagogical goals of the Lithuanian
educators of that time and the value they ascribed to folklore. She argues that the
enhanced role of folklore in pedagogical literature was determined by the humanistic
trends in the development of European pedagogy of that time, the meagerness of
the national children’s literature, as well as easy applicability of folklore pieces in
teaching the young children to write.

Laima Anglickiené introduces manifestations of the contemporary folklore —
situational sayings, popular in the speech of children and youth. Using materials
collected by the Vytautas Magnus University students in 2022—2024, the author
discusses content, expression, variation and purposes of the sayings used in different
communicative situations. Her study highlights typical features of these sayings, both
newly created by the younger generation and those adopted from the earlier tradition:
i. e., humorous nature, absurdity, tendency towards obscenity, abundance of jargon
and vulgarities.

In her article “Touched by Venus: The Concept and Treatment of Syphilis in the
First Half of the 20" Century Lithuania,” Asta Skujyté-Razmiené uses research by
Lithuanian and foreign medical historians, the Lithuanian interwar press, and data
from archeological investigations. The author delves into the history of syphilis, or
the French disease, in Europe, provides an overview of how it was understood and
treated in Lithuania, and at the same time raises the question of why this disease,
which caused great concern for doctors and society, as the number of its sufferers in
Lithuania grew extremely rapidly in the first half of the 20" century, left almost no
trace in the Lithuanian folklore. Her research reveals that this may have been caused
by failure to distinguish syphilis from other diseases, its complicated diagnosis, and
such an important factor as the sexual nature of the disease, which could have been
an uncomfortable topic for both the folklore bearers and its collectors.

The volume also features Lina Bigiené's interview with Giedré Smitiené, the
compiler of the publication of letters written by and to the Lithuanian poet Janina
Degutyté, which appeared in three books in 2025, and the scientific editor of this
publication, Jurga Jonutyté. The interview highlights the search for a methodological
approach to the everyday letters and the process of creating the letter corpus,
supplemented with abundant contextual material, which also enabled turning the
boring everyday life into a meaningful, multi-layered narrative. The anthropological
approach chosen by the compiler allowed not only to present the long-term relationships
of the participants in the correspondence, but also to reveal diverse contexts of the

time they lived in.



FOREWORD

The reviews of two books are presented in this volume. L. Bugiené discusses the
type and motif index of the Latvian legends about witches by folklorist Sandis Laime,
published in 2024. The bilingual book, published in Latvian and English, includes a
lengthy theoretical introduction, as well as catalogs of legend types and motifs. The
reviewer points out that the classification system of Latvian folklore presented in the
publication is close to the one used by Jonas Balys, who compiled the “Motif-Index
of Lithuanian Narrative Folklore” (1936). The second review by ethnomusicologist
Rimantas Astrauskas is dedicated to the 26" volume of the Book of Lithuanian Folk
Songs published in 2023, which comprises the calendar songs of the spring-summer
ritual cycle. This book, long awaited by the academic community and folksong lovers,
is expected to become a handy tool for research and singing in the nowadays changing

environment.
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
